The Hope of French Imperial-
ists Killed by Zulus.

SIMPATHY FOR THE BEREAVED EMPRESS.

Her Majesty and the Princess of Wales at
Chiselhurst—Critical Condition of the
Empress—Expression of Condolence in
Parilament.

LoxDoXN, June 19.—Advices from Cape
Town, via Madeira, officially announce
the death of the Prince Imperial. The
Prince {was out scouting with an officer
and six men only, and after searching a
mealie garden for the ememy, the Prince
zave orders to mount. The enemy, who had
remained concealed, then fired upon the
party and killed two troopers and wound-
ed the Prince, who f from his horse.
The others were compelled to abandon the
Prince. On receipt of the news at head-
quarters, Lord Chelmsford sent a regiment
of lagcers :

LospoN, June 20.—The news of the
death of the Prince Imperial of France
reached here late last night, and was cir-
culated in the lobbies of the House of
Commons. On enquiry, the War Secre-
tary, Col. Stanley, read the official des-
patch. The London journals, though deeply
deploring the Prince’s death, regard it as
the end of Imperialism in France.

A Cape Town special adds the following
particu of the death of the Prince Im-
perial. The body of the Prince, when
found, lay on its back with eighteen
assegai stabe, two piercing the body from
chest to back, two in the side and one
destroying the right eye. A locket with
hair m ions and reliquary was around
his neck. The face were a placid expres-
sion. Two troopers lay near the body both
assegaied. The Prince was very adven-
turous, His movement of a party of
officers from Col. Wood’s camp to
reconnoitre was his first step in
the invasion of Zululand. The
Prince had been sent forward by the
Quarter Master General to sketch a site
for the next camp. When the volley was
fired not a single Zulu was to be seen.
The party dispersed and sought safety
under cover. The Prince was never seen
alive again. His horse joined Lieutenant
Carey’s y on the back to camp.

The latest
reports from Chiselhurst give cause for
well-grounded fear that the ex-Empress
will not recover. She has been unable to
obtain any sleep save that induced by
opiates since the news q¢f the Prince’s
death, and is daily losing Btl'elﬁﬂl
owing to sleeplessness and grief. Her
mind wanders, she talks 1irrationally
at times, fails to recognize those
around her, and unless some favourable
change soon takes place, her death ap
almost inevitable. M. Rouher still re-
mains at Chiselhurst, and Camden house is
filled with the more intimate friends of the
Empress.

A despatch from Paris gives an account
of some curious proceedings last night at
the Fernando Circus. A large assemblage
of rather disorderly had congre-
gated around the entrances to the circus
and as the Imperialists, who had
gathered there, began to come out
they were met with loud cries
of ‘‘ Hurrah for the Zulus,” ‘‘ Down with
the Empire,” &. The Imperialist parti-
zans, irritated by these exclamations, made
a quick onslaught on the brawlers and a
lively street fight ensued, which the police
had some difficulty in quelling.

THE RUSSIAN NIHILISTS.

Interview with Lord Loftus—His Opinions
of the Social Condition of Russia.

New Yerxk, June 19.—Lord Augustus
Loftus, formerly British Minister to St.
Petersburg, arrived here on Tuesday, on
his way to New South Wales, of which he
has been appointed Governor. In
an interview with a reporter, he
says the Nihilist movement in Rus-
sia is generally misunderstood. The
Nihilists are but an infinitesimal part
of the population. They are writers,
students and other classes fairly educated,
who oppose the present form of Govern-
ment. any other classes are dissatisfied
with the prevailing system of bribery
and corruption, but the are net
Nihilists, thoughTwilling Nihilism should
bring about a change. The Emperor
is kind-hearted, but frequently acts under
bad advisement. If he would give the peo-
ple a limited representation in the Govern-
ment, at least as far as the disbursement of
finances are concerned, the social disturb-
ances would be checked. The Emperor
approves of such a policy, but the Court
fears it would be accepted as a confession
of weakness.

A BALLOON ADVENTURE.

Rough Experiences of Aeronauts from
:o.-lreal—:rof. Gl;lnley's Ascent em
urday—Narrow .
T g scape from a Mor

MoNTREAL, June 23.—The balloonists
who ascended on Saturday evening were
net heard from until late last night, when
it was learned that they had descended at
8t. Jude, forty.five miles from Montreal.
Prof. Grimley, in describing his trip, says
that twenty minutes after starting they
were over Longueuil and drifted rapidly
towards the north. They struck a current
of air which carried them east after they
had risen to a considerable hei ht, and saw
the sun setting for the second time that
evening—a matter of surprise to the pro-
fessor, but a phenomemon which can be
observed almost any evening by ascending
to the roof of a house. They were carried
over Ste Julie and reached an altitude of
three miles, when the atmosphere became
intensely cold, and went through the air at
therate of nearly & mile a minute. A diffi-
culty of breathing at such an elevation
was the next inconvenience felt by the
travellers, and was increased by inhaling
the gas.

A MYSTERY SOLVED,

Discovery of the Murderer of
Mrs. Hull at New York.

A Canadiarn Jeurnalist as a Deteetive.

Bostox, Mass., June 23.—Chastine Cox,
the murderer of Mrs. Hull, at New York,
was arrested here to-night. He is a eopper-
eoloured negro, who has been employecf as
a waiter a year and a half in the neigh-
bourhood ef the Hull residence. Cox ap-
Eeared in Boston a week ago, and at a pawn-
roker’s shop disposed of a cameo set of
jewellery, which the superintendentof pawn-
brokters afterwards found. The pawn-
broker furnished a description of the pris-
oner and a search revealed the fact that
Cox, after getting rid of the jewellery,
went to New York and remained there
two or three days, and in the mean-
time made some alterations in the
character and colour of his clothing.
Cox was discovered and suspected in
the streets here to-night by a newspaper
?g)orter who had a description of him.
e reporter accosted Cox, and the latter's
ignorance ofi the city confirmed the former’s
ici The reporter followed Cox till
surrendered: without resistance. Mrs. Hall’s
watch was found on him and he was
thoroughly identified. He was not reticent
and said in answer to questions that he
had lived fora long time opposite Mrs.
Hull’s house and at the time of the robbery
entered through a lower window and went
up stairs to-her room. He said his pur-
pose was robbery alone ard he did not in-
tend to kill her. Officers from New York
and also one of Mrs. Hull’s boarders have
recognized Cox.
Cox said he was a native of Virgiaia,
and was in the regular army during the
war, On the night of the murder he was
going home, when he saw, just at mid-
night, the window nearest the hall door of
the Hull house open. He entered the
house for the purpose of stealing whatever
of value he could find. He had been in
Mrs. Hull’s room but a minute or two,
when Mrs. Hull, partly aroused, asked,
‘“Who's there?” Cox answered ‘‘the
doctor,” approaching nearer the bed. She
put out her hand, which came in contact
with his face. When she found that it
was not the doctor, she was going to give
an alarm, when Cox placed his hand over
her mouth, not intending, he says, to
stifle her. He held his hand there, net-
withstanding her struggles, until she got
perfectly quiet, then, to guard against
further contingencies, he tied her as she
was found, and proceeded to search for
jewellery. She kept quiet so long that
Cox became alarmed, and, grabbing a
bottle of colegne, dashed it in her face to
revive her, still she did not move. He
then lighted & pi of candle which he
had brought with him in his pecket, and
looked at her eye, thus' singeing her eye-
brows. At l'ast, findi the woman was
dead, heleft thehouse by the frent door,
leaving it open.
‘W. R. Balch, the reperter who detected
Cox, is of the staff of the Bosten Herald,
and was the cause of the arrest of E. D.
‘Winslow, who absconded to Europe some

time ago.

‘When Dr. Hull was informed that the
murderer of his wife had been arrested,
and that he had made a full confession, he
was completely overcome, and remained for
some time in a state of stupor. Upon re-
covering himself, the first thing he said
was —

“ Thank Heaven ! Thank Hegven. Who
ishe * Do ¥ knowhim 1" .

““It is Christian Cox, who was once
head-waiter in your house.”

““ It is he, then—the man to whom my
wife was so kind. Well, it is a comfort to
know he has been caught. That’s the fel-
low they told me they wanted. I hope
they will take good care of the fiend.”

At this point Dr. Hull became so over-
come that it became necessary to leave
him,

The police here have received the topaz
necklace and diamonds stolen from Mrs.
Hull. They were given by Cox to Bella
Johnson, a coloured inmate of a house of
ill-fame, to pawn. The girl and Geo. Tay-
lor, a coloured prize fighter, who pawned
some of the jewellery, are under arrest.
The girl was arrested in bed with the
necklace round her neck.

MONTREAL, June 24.—Mr. Balch, of the
Boston Herald, who succeeded in having
the murderer of Mrs. Dr. Hull arrested, is
a native of this city, and a son of the late
Dean Balch, of Christ Church Cathedral.
