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THE SITUATION IN CUBA.

It is the opinion of a great many
people who have been closely observing
events in Cuba during the past few yeare,
that the troubles of that unhappy ieland
only really began when it secured its in-
dependence, and set up house keeping as
a republic. There is a belief also that
the final outcome of the present condition
of affairs in Coba will be to land the
island in the America;x union,and pro-
bably such a fate would be best for sll
concerned.

The United States spent much blocd
and treasure to gecare Cuba’s freedom
from the Spaniai: yoke, but retains a sort
of protectorate over the island, but the
new relations are not working satisfactor-
ily. Washiogton advices say tbat die-
trust of the United States is growiog in
Cuba, inspired principally by the failare
of Congress to redeem the McKinley ad-
ministration’s pledge for the icduostrial
relief of Cuba.

The Cauban Government has already
begun to retaliate by forestalling what
is considered the United States’ desire
to establish a naval station at the ar-
senal grounde in Havana by renting thst
property. By a series of acts within the
last month Coba has shown that antil

the United States makes good ite prom- |

ises the Cabane will not willingly grant
concessions on the island.

The most overt act which bas shown
Caba’s tendency to treat the :United
States cavilierly was theaction of the
Caban Cabinet in aothorizing the
rental of the Havana arsenal
groonde, & course eaid to be ibspired by
the belief that the United States desir-
ed to establish at) that point one of the
two naval stations to whi@:h it is entitled
in'Cuban terjitory. |

The fact is that the United States navy
bae bad no intention of establishiog: a
naval station at the arsenal, “but is gvi-
dently desirous of keepiog & fiold for
that purpoce on Triscornis, acrgss the
bay from Havana, where there is ﬂlreldy
a sapply of coal,” which the Caban Gov-
ernment weeks ago requested be removed.
This has not been done, a fact which in-
creases the Coban fear that it is the plan
of the United{States to establish a naval
station ander the sbadow of Morro
Caatle.

The Navy Department wounld have
liked to establish the naval stations at
once. Plans were laid in that direction,
but President Roosevelt expreesed the
opinion.that it would be geod policy not
to proceed with negotiations for conces-
sions for coaling or naval stations until
the United States had discharged, in part
at least, its pledges to Caba. As a result
of the delay the naval stations may be
far lees advantageously located than
would have been the ease had reciprocity
been granted during the last session of
. Congress,

Cuostoms receipts in Caba are far less
than ever before. Cities and towns are
barren of municipal advantages. Discon-
tent is growing. 5

Genperal Fitzhugh Lee, former United
Statee Consul-General at Havana, well
acquainted with Coban conditions,. de-
clared thrte weeks ago that amarchy
lurked ahead[for the Cuban Government,
and that the only thing which could
avert deplorabld conditions was the in-
epiring of confidence to American capital
by the Caban Government.

General Bragg, United States Consal-
Genersf;, caused an intense furore in
Caba bj declaring in a letter written to
his wife, and pobliehed in a Chicago
pewspaper, that ‘“Uncle Sam might as
well try to make a whistle out of a pig’s
tail as to do anything with the Cuban
people.” Complaint was made to the
State Department. General Bragg ad-
milted the statement, and the case was
sent to the President for action., Itis
conceded that General Bragg’s usefulness
a8 a Consuler officer is past,but he has not
yet been recalled, a fact which has great-
ly pettled the public and press of Havana,
and which doubtlees increases the dis-
trust of the United States.

Io the closing hours of Cobpgrees, Sena-
tor Elkins tried to force the passage of his
Cuban annexation bill. This bas infased
in the Caban mind the idea that strong
influences in both Houses of Cobngress
have been iusincere in the reciprocity
effort, and regard it as only a matter of
time until the United States will annex
the island.

IMPROVING THEIR OPPORTUNITIES,

The Capadian ministers in London are
evidently very busy men. Besides accept-
ing the numerous hospitalities extended
to them they are also trying to do some
importadt business for their country.
The meetings of the colonial conference
has taken considerable attention, and it
looks as if some important results may
flow therefrom. The fast Atllantic steam-
ehip guestion is also-receiving considera-
tion, and it is expecied that a definite
etetement in the matter will be made in
a few daye. Meantime Sir' William
Mulock bas apparently accomplished
something tangible in arranging for direct
eteamship service between Canada and
South Africa, where great trade openings
are said to be waiting development.

'Wheiher we shall have preference in
British markets as ao ountcome of the
Canadian minieters’ vieit to London is
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still uocertain, but “in other lines these
gentlemen seem to justifying their stay
in the old country.

ThefBritieh Columbia judges who im-
prisoned Editor McAdam, for contempt
after he bad apologized, have tLought
better of their action, and.the editor is
now atiliberty. Probably the jadges
learned through the prees of Canada that
their couree junder the circomstances

The
court is entitled to respect, it is, or ought
to be the eafe guard of men’s liberties as
well as the punisher of crime, but never
should it be used for salisfying private
spleen.

Herbert H. Aequitb, Sir Eiward Grey,
Sir Henry H. Fowler, Richard B. Hal-
dane and other prominent Liberals were
presant. !

Lord Rosebery, in the couarse of a
lengthy speech, dilated wpon the recent
bye-election for member of the House of
Commons to represent North Leeds. The
speaker characterized the North Leeds
verdict a8 having more significance than
aony eingle election eince the late Mr.
Gladstone was firet returpned from Midlo-
thian, and as almost a vital blow to the
prestige of the Government. Yet Lord
Rosebery warped his hearers that fifty
such elections as that of North Leeds
wight pot torn out the pariy in
power. It showed, however, that the
nation was beginning to look dispas-
sionately at the Government’s record in
domestic legiclation, and with a cooler
temper than it could during the South
African war. The Liberal party had
suffered a long period of sterility, said
the speaker. It had been going through
the valley of the shadowof death from
want of concentration, and it had been
allowing iteelf to become dissociated frcm
. the Imperial aspirations of the nation.
The party had suffered by its unfortanate
attitude in regard to the Irisk questiop,

'ﬁgeral Lesg“uﬁ which Lord Rosebery
said did not theaten internal disanion,
but formed a ralying point for others
sharing the principles of its promoters.

The Post Office—Need of Sewerage—The
Press. ete,

E. K. TODD.
(Number tbree.)

The Fredericton post office is centrally
located und eo far 88 visitors can judge it’s
internal arrangements are all that could
be desired; but there are some few
featares of your postal facilities which I
tuink are capable of improvement. For
instance, a little more courtesy would not
be out of place. Ove morning, being on
my way to tke traip, I saw & letter in my
brother’s letter box. Not haviog the key,
I:apped on the window to attract the
attention of the clerk. After rapping two
or three times I heard a voicesay in a low
tone ‘‘He seems to be in a harry,” and
shortly ‘a face appeared at the delivery
window. I asked bim il he would kindly
tell me if the letter in box 226 was for E.
K. Todd. Very curtly he replied ‘no.”
Oo urging him, be said it was against the
rales ; that the owner of the box controlled
it and he counld not meddle with it. I did
not ask him to giva me the letter, but
eimply to inform me if it was for me. If
that is the rule it should be amended, if
it is not the rule he was evidently vexed
at being summoned, and bid behind the
subterfoge. I hope tbe former was the
troe state of the case.

Another defect is in the few letter
boxee, and the infrequent service thereat.
Twice a day is scarcely sufficient to meet
the demands of the severa! mails made
up dariog that time. Then the lack of a
free local delivery must strike vieitors
unfavorably. Now the United States
post office authorities are establishing
free deliveries thoraghout all raral dis-
tricte, it would seem the capital city of
New Brunswick might be as liberally
treated in its postal facilities. Four one
cent yon can mail a city letter, have it
collected and etamped, but the receiver
must travel to the post office for it, or pay
two cents {o bave it delivered. Another
lack is that no attention is paid to the
delivery window wbile the mails are
being sorted. That might do for Oro-
mocto or Maogerville, but Fredericton
deserves better treatment.

Another remarkable featare of Frederic-
ton is the lack of any system of sewerage.
I am informed thai there are difficulties
to overcome which are apparently insar-
mountable, owing to danger of defiling
the water supply ; but I can not concede
that with so splended a river runningesv
rapidly past the town, no sewerage system
is poseible. It would seem that o vast a
volume of water, flowing so steadily over
a pebbly bottom, would rid itself of im-
purities faster than the receding tide
counld carry it to she vicinity of the water
works. I am not an engineer, and wouald
uot bazard an opinion as to the possibility
of sewerage, yet all the same, the problem
must be solved if your beautiful city is
to advance as rapidly as it deeerves.
The day of ‘‘the outhouss pit”’ in.city
life shounld be a tbing of the past, and
don! tless shall be ere long.

You bave paved sidewalks, handsome
residences with unfénced grounde, a fine
businese avenve, commudioes public
buildinge, a splendid water supply, bean-
tiful churchee, up-to-date rchools, excel-
lent railroad facilities, large millsa and
factories, electric lighting, bat many
things are lacking, and a very important
one is good sewerage.

I must not omit your omnipresent and
omniscient prese, Two daily papers,
several weeklies, and others with more
or less frequent periodicity, attest to the
news enterprise of your people. Occa-
sionally there is a little letting down of
the editorial dignity and an indulgence in
unseemly personslities, but yon will sodn
outgrow that, and content yourselves
with attacking parties and principles,
leaving unkind personalities to the rural
press of Woodstock, St. John, ete.

I will only ask space for one more let-
ter, which will deal with a question of
vital importance and the moral well-be-
ing of your beautiful city.

THE FAST LINE SERVICE:

Official Statement Not Expeoted.for a
Fortunight.

Montreal, Aug. 1.—A London cable to
the Star saye : *‘The Canadian ministers
met yesterday and discoesed the Allan’s
and Canadian Pacific Railway Company’s
tender for the fast Atlantic service, Sir
Wilfrid Lourier afterwards interviewing
Lord Selbourne, the first lord of the
admiralty. Anp official statement respect-
ing the establishment of the service is
expected within the pext fortnight.

Torooto, Aug. 1.—The - Telegram’s
special cable from London says: *“Sir
Christopher Furoess organized a meeting
of shipownere, wbich was bheld yesterday
at West Hartlepool. It wss resolved to
protest against the payment of a sudeidy
by the British governmeat for a fast
Atlantic line, except for the purpose of

securing an efficient mail service.
‘A deputation of marufactarers of

pulp, paper and makes of machinery in-
terviewed Lord Strathcona in ragard to
Canadian trade. They asked the in-
flnence of the minister of commerce be
enlisted to break down the Canadian pre-
jodice against’ British made machinery.
A reqnest was a'so made for exemption
from dotv for three years.

‘“In the opinion of Canadian shippers
and Canadian bLusiness men in London
generally, no freight suhsidy should be
given to the Canadian Pacific railway.
Many are also cpposed to an enormoue
passenger subsidy. The British-German
line men declare that even the bert Cana-
dian line will not divert & pound f
freizht or a eingle passeager from tbe
present routes. It isaleo the prevailirg
opinion tkat terminal port of the fast
Caoad:an line must be Sydney of Halifax.
No greyhound could maintain ocean
epeed oa the St. Lawrence river to
Quasbec.”
