The Seizure of
the Sayville Plant.

American newspapers just to hand,
set forth in some. details the reason
why their Government has taken over
the big wireless plant at Sayville. It
appears that the Hague Conventions
make it an unneutral act to permit
the construction by belligerents of
wireless stations on neutral terri-
tory after a declaration of war. This
station is on neutral territory as it
is in America, and America is at
peace with all the belligerents. It is
a station constructed by a belliger-
ent, as it is held to be German owned
and operated, and in part at least un-
der the control of the German Gov-
ernment. The grounds for this de-
cision are based on the advice of Mr.

William C. Redfield, Secretary of

Commerce, which were concurred in
by Mr. Robert Lansing, Secretary of
State, and a joint ' recommendation
sent to President Wilson, who accept-
ed it. The reasons for the recom-
mendations are as follows:

1. The Company operating the sta-
tion is the "Atlantic Communication
Company, of which Mr. H. A. Metz is
President, and Dr. K. G. Franck is
Secretary and Treasurer. The Com-
pany is owned by the Telefunken
Company of Germany, which is in it-
self owned by Siemens and Hilske
Company and ‘the Allegemeine Elec-
trizitats Gesellschaft of Germany.
These two last companies control all
German electrical interests. Dr.
Franks is the representative in New
York of the Siemen’s Electrical Com-
panies.

These German interests own the en-
tire stock of the Atlantic Communi-
cation Company, save a few s_hares
sufficient for Mr. Herman A. Metz to
qualify as president. The latter is
the representative in the United States
of German dyestuff interests.

2. All' German stations are manag-
ed by German Government depart-
ments. Each station. is duplex: the
military side being controlled by the
military authorities and the Commer-
cial side by the German Imperial
Post Office. The Sayville apparatus
is made to communicate directly with
German stations, so controlled.

'3. Professor J. Zenneck is employed
as a wireless electrician at Sayville.

He is a captain of marines in the Ger-

man army and has served in the
trenches of Belgium during the pre-
sent war. He was retained at Say-
ville to make experiments with a view
to overcoming difficulties of static at-
mospheric conditions experienced in
receiving messages from Germany at
Sayville. His duties are defined in a
written statement, dated June 17th,
1915, made by himself.

4. The formal application for a li-
cense was dated April 27th, 1915.
Action on it was deferred pending the
completion of the station, which is
now substantially ready for operation.
In a later application, dated June
17th, 1915, the license is applied for
the operation of what it calls the new
sending set of the Sayville station.

“It is an unquestioned fact that the
station for which the license is now
asked is in all its parts new since the
war began; that the machinery has
been manufactured in Germany and
shipped hither, and the towers, aeri-
als and other apparatus are new;
that in short, what is now asked is
not a license for the continuance of a
station heretofore existing, but one
for the operation of a station just
coming into service.

Unneutral Aet to Grant License.

“It is the opinion of- this depart-
ment that to grant a license for a
new station erected since the war
began with German apparatus, avow-
edly under German ownership and
control, communicating avowedly with
stations known to be under the con-
trol of the Imperial German Govern-
ment, and haying at least the sembi-
ance of acting in a measure under the
instructions of the German Post Offi-
ce Department, having a scientific as-
sistant, if no more, an officer of the
German marine corps and the repre-
sentative in this country of prominent
German manufacturing and scientific
interests, would bé an unneutral act.
This department therefore purposes
to decline to grant the licenses asked
under existing conditions.

“It is noteworthy in this connection
that the Marconi company, which con-
nects with stations in Poldhu, in
Cornwall, and Clifden, Ireland, is not
undertaking to operate its transatlan-
tic stations and has asked no licenses
for them, stating in this connection
to this department that its European
stations named, being under the con-
trol of the English government, it
does not think it best to attempt
communication with them.

This department, however, deems
it important for commercial reasons
that opportunity be extended for the
assured neutral use of the Sayville
station for communication with Ger-
many and Austria, which the Atlantic
Communication Company say in their
application of the 18th of June de-

Only 20 Ships
Sunk in 20,000 Sailings.

Liverpool Steamship Man Points Out
Remarkable Record Despite Sub-
marines.

London, July 10.—Nearly 20,000
vessels have entered or left the port
of Liverpool since the German sub-
marine bloockade began. This, said
Sir A. Norman Hill, Secretary of the
Liverpool Steamship Owners’ Asso-
ciation, speaking at Liverpool, show-
ed that the Germans had failed in
their’ attempt to Dblockade British
ports.

On these 20,000 voyages the Ger-
mans -had captured or destroyed only
twenty-nine ships, he continued,
What did that represent? Ships which
had sailed in and out of Liverpool
had completed safely 998 out of every
1,000 voyages upon which they start-
ed. That was a magnificent record,
he held, of perils faced and overcome.

The Tragedy’s Lesson.

London Daily Mail.—It is not a
tragedy that the richest nation in the
world, nearly a year after this and
many other warnings, should have
allowed its men to be so terribly
handicapped as our soldiers have
been?

A circus consists of two weeks of
excitement on the billboards and two
hours of thrill on a hard pine seat.

Circuses are enormous in extent,
covering many acres with canvas
and making one night stands with
their two thousand employees as easi-
ly .as a European army of a million
men canters across the country.

About the time that the inhabitant
of a small town is so tired of look-
ing at the same old brick stores,
tumble-down depot, sway backed
elevator, bald-headed postmaster, un-
derfed preached and bare-belfried
loafer that he is ready to jump into
the cistern for a change, the circus
comes along. It grows up like a
Wall street rumor over night and
shows him blue monkeys from Cey-
lon, ten-ton elephants from Africa,
blonde bears from the north pole, -in-
terminable snakes from Borneo,
beautiful bareback riders from Hun-
gary, human flies fr?m Japan, whirl-
ing dervishes from Egypt and bot-
tle-nosed clowns from lands not yet
discovered. And he shakes hands
with the whole world for a day, and
goes back to the dusty old :nain street
satisfied to struggle on until better
times and the interurban arrive.

The circus is not intellectual, but
in some parts of the country it takes
the place of a mountain feud as an
excitement producer with ‘marked
success.
