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confident ot the ultimate result as he 
Is now ot Warsaw being retaken this 
year."

FRENCH GAINS SOUTH OF SOMME.
PARIS, To-day.

Further French gains are reported 
in an official statement issued by the 
War Office lust night, these being en­
tirely south o£ the Somme,* where the 
greater part of the village of Bery 
was captured, as well as the northern 
portion of Verman-Dovillers.

A SCHEME FOB REHABITATION.
LONDON, To-day.

Dr. Robertson, Ottawa, crossed 
France as Canadian delegate for the 
Agricultural Relief Allies’ Fund; he 
will visit the ravaged areas. The 
Duke of Portland has a scheme for the 
whole Empire, making a Joint effort 
to lend assistance for the rehabitation 
of these lands in Belgium, France and 
Serbia at the conclusion of hostilities, 
hv the provision of 'seed, implements 
and money. .

UPHILL WORK OTE*ryi BRITISH
With the British Army France, 

Sept. 5.—The British-feel that their 
uphill Wprh in jthto latest offensive 
is over, with the exception of Ginchy. 
For over two months now their fight 
has been one to gain the high ground 
over the broad commanding front. 
Guillemont places them in possession 
of the last of the old second line 
trenches. And from the Somnie to 
Thiepva! the Germans have now been 
blasted out of their old positions.

STRIKE ON THE INTERBOROUGH 
LINES.
NEW YORK, To-day.

A strike was declared at 9 o'clock 
last night by the unionized employees 
of the subway and elevated railway 
lines operated by the Interborough 
Rapid Transit Co., in this city. About 
1,500 of the 11,700 car men in the 
company's pay voted at a mass meet­
ing to quit work immediately. Offi­
cials of the union asserted that with 
the possible exception of the lines in 
Brooklyn, the New York electric trans­
portation facilities would be complete­
ly paralyzed by the morning. Thomas 
F. Shonts, President of the Interbor­
ough Rapid Transit Co., devlared that 
with adequate police protection the 
company would be able to cope suc­
cessfully with the situation and guar­
antee transportation to the public! He 
said that only a small number ot the 
Cd.'s employees had become union­
ized.

ON ALL FRONTS.
LONDON, To-day.

While their compatriots were busy 
cu Wednesday north of the Somme 
mainly warding off German attacks or 
engaged in artillery duels, the French 
south of the river drove their men 
further into the German lines and 
made additional gains. In stubborn 
fighting over a front of four miles be­
tween Verman-Dovillers, while the 
French occupied the outskirts of the 
railway junction town of Caulnes to 
and have thrown their forces along the 
railway running from Chaulnes to 
Roye between Chaulnes and Chilly. To 
the north the operations by the 
French, which have Barleux and ulti­
mately Peronne as their objective, met 
with success. Southeast of Belloy-en- 
Santerre further German trenches 
were captured and the greater portion 
ot the village of Berny-en-Santcrre 
fell into the hands of the French dur­
ing the day’s fighting. According to 
Paris, the number of the prisoners 
taken was apparently large. Berlin 
admits the loss of the town of Clery 
which lies a short distance northwest 
ot Peronne. In Galicia on the front 
of the Zlota-Lipa and Dneister Rivers 
the Russians have driven out the Teu­
tonic Allies from fortified positions 
and taken 4,500 prisoners, among them 
about 2,000 Germans. Berlin concedes 
a victory for the Russians in this re­
gion. Violent fighting is still going on 
around Brzezany south of Lemberg, 
but Berlin says that the Russians suf­
fered heavy losses and made no ad­
vance. Similarly Russian attacks near 
Zborow in Northern Galicia and Vol- 
hvnia failed, according to Berlin. 
Fighting is still going on in the Car­
pathians where the Russians claim to 
have captured additional heights. In 
the Roumanian theatre German and 
Bulgarian troops are still engaged 
with Roumanians in the Dobrudja re­
gion. Berlin reports the capture of 
seven of the Tutrakan works together 
with their armoured batteries. The 
Roumanians on the other hand assert 
that they have retaken all the Dob­
rudja frontier east of the Danube be­
tween Bulgaria and Roamania. The 
Russians in Turkish Armenia contin­
ue to make progress against the 
Turks near Ognott, inflicting heavy 
casualties on them, according to Pe- 
trograd. On the Macedonian front 
only bombardments are in progress. In 
Albania the Italian advance has been 
stopped says Berlin, .and the Teutonic 
Allies have recaptured all the posi­
tions taken from them recently east 
of Avlona.
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GALLANT EXPIATION.
LONDON, To-day.

An interesting story of a retrieval 
of lost character is contained in to 
day’s announcement of the reinstate 
ment of Lt.-Col. Elkington to the com 
mand of the Warwickshires. This 
officer had a South African war record 
and was courtmartialled and cashier­
ed in September, 1914. His offense 
Was not stated. He then Joined the 
ranks ot the French Foreign Legion 
and now has been reinstated for gal­
lant actions.

BRUSSILOFF’S CONFIDENCE.
LONDON, To-day.

Writing from a town in Southern 
Russia, George Mewes says in a de­
spatch to the Daily Mirror: “In com­
pany with Stanley Washburn, I re­
cently motored to the headquarters of 
General. Brussiloff who received us; 
lie talked to us for nearly an hour. The 
fighting at Verdun, he said, filled him 
with admiration tor the soldiers of 
France; for his recent successes he 
gave‘all the credit to the Russian sçl- 
diers. Washburn asked the General 
if Warsaw would be retaken this year. 
He replied: Why not?’ Brussiloff 
1ms implicit faith in the Russian sol­
diers. Last year he retreated owing

- THE NEW YORK STRIKE.
NEW YORK, To-day.

A million or more residents of New 
York left their homes this morning not 
knowing whether they would ride to 
work or walk. The first test ot the 
strike declared last night by the union 
employees of the elevated and subway 
railways came with the morning rush 
hours on these main arteries ot travel 
between the two ends of Manhattan 
Island. If the carmen can carry out 
their threats to halt the surface as 
well as the subway and elevated traf­
fic, New York faces the biggest and 
most vital strike in its history.

RUSSIAN SUCCES^ NEAR KOVEL.
PETROGRAD, To-day.

The recent attack at Svinjuchi, 20 
miles southeast qf Vladimir-Volynski, 
was heralded by a dramatic incident 
During the artillery preparation in 
this part the Teutons were treated lib­
erally to the new Russian gas shells. 
The Austrian fire was suddenly silen­
ced. The Russians rushing forward 
found the trenches tenanted only by 
dead, grimly grotesque figures lying 
or leaning, evidently killed instantly 
by the fumes of gas. The number ot 
Austrians who thus perished is sever­
al hundred. On Thursday morning 
there was a five hour artillery pre­
paration; by two o’clock in the after­
noon three lines of Teuton trenches 
had been captured along a front of 20 
miles. Three thousand prisoners, 
many of them Germans, have arrived 
at Lutsk.

STRIKING GERMAN ADMISSIONS.
LONDON, To-day.

The Daily Express prints these ex­
tracts from the Berlin Socialist organ 
Vorwaerts: “If the central authori­
ties still have any doubts as to the 
real sentiments of the people in regard 
to the continuance of this frightful 
struggle, they should personally at­
tend some of the crowded meetings 
ndw being held in various parts of the 
Empire. At all of these gatherings the 
demand for speedy peace without any 
annexations is received with thunder- 

• cheers. At one of these gather­
ings Deputy Kappler declared that the 
only real guarantees against the re­
petition of such a catastrophe lay in 
the disarmament of all States and the 
establishment of an international 
compulsory arbitration court. In the 
meantime, however, he added, a truce 
with Great Britain must be arranged 
even at the sacrifice of some of Ger­
many’s chief ambition.” The Schwab- 
ische Tagwacht of Stuttgart is quoted 
as saying: “Even if the Russians, 
Italians and all of the continental Al­
lies were beaten, England’s naval su­
premacy would not be destroyed and 
we may go so far as to say that unless 

miracle happens this object will 
never be realized, not even though the 
war lasts thirty years. A prolonga­
tion of the war can only plunge us 
into deeper misery and expose us to 
the gravest perils."

WELL SAID, TRIBUNE!

NEW YORK, To-day.
Commenting editorially on the pro­

posed measures of reprisal to be di­
rected by this country against the En­
tente Powers, to-day’s Tribune Says: 
'We sincerely regret the course ot 

Congress in adopting measures of re­
prisal directed at the Entente Powers. 
The Tribune resents the action be­
cause it believes that American inter­
ests, American principles and Ameri­
can ideals are being served by the Na­
tions who are fighting Germany, and it 
believes that German defeat is as es­
sential to the United States as to Eu­
rope; but having said this, the Tri­
bune cannot express any surprise at 
the action in Washington. It has been 
inevitable from the start, unless the, 
British and French statesmen are sut-' 
ficiently wise to avoid an unnecessary 
dispute and forego unessential inter­
ests."

RUSSIA’S AIMS.
LONDON, To-day.

According to a News Agency de­
spatch from London published here, 
Russia is to settle the eastern ques­
tion by eliminating Turkey and Bul­
garia entirely from the war, and ob­
taining tor the use of Russian troops, 
the Bulgarian Black Sea port of Var- 
nor, Constantinople itself, and using 
it as a base for cruising. A strong 
new Russian Army is taking the field 
With this special mission, says a cor­
respondent of the Morning Post at Pe- 
trograd. When the army has gained 
one ot these ports as a base of sup­
ply, Russia will be able to strike the 
Teutons with fifty per cent more pow­
er, he says.

Promotors Feel Confident It WM—
Experts Declare It Conld be Con­
structed More Easily Than the East
River Tunnel at New York—The
Project More Papular Than Ever—
May Have <Prh»l Tube First—Pro­
ject a Hundred Years Old.

London, Aug. 26.—Whatever dan­
ger and fears may have been felt by 
the minority with regard to the boring 
of a tunnel under the Channel between 
England and France have been .dis­
pelled, strangely enough, by two years 
of war, the very event which, It was 
feard, would be a danger to Britain.
' Unquestionably the project is more 

popular than ever. It to even now re­
cognized that England in this war is 
being punished for her neglect, and its 
advocates on both sides of the Channel 
art preparing nowr, in 
ready on the advent of peace. Both 
the Italian and Belgian Governments 
will join with the French in urging 
the British Government do give early 
sanction to the Channel tunnel. An­
other new fact is that the Northern of 
France Railway Company, which hith­
erto has been quiescent on the subject, 
is now taking definite steps to make 
known the opinion that France enter­
tains.

The promoters of the tunnel project 
arc understood to be convinced that it 
is on the eve ot Victory and that it 
will be opposed neither by the British 
Government nor by either House of 
Parliament. -,

Discussing the question, Sir Arthur 
Conan Doyle is of the same opinion as 
Mr. Arthur Fell, whose views already 
have been published.

“When I was convinced by reading 
Bernhardt’s book,” he said, “that Ger­
many meant war, I was so impressed 
by the absolute necessity of a Channel 
tunnel, in order to preserve our lines 
of communication and to insure us 
against submarines that I wrote three 
long minutes, with all the arguments 
—one to the War Office, one to the 
Admiralty and one to the Defence 
Council. However, nothing came of 
it, nor, Indeed, was there time then 
before the blow fell.

“But It is a fact that a tunnel would 
have been of enormous use to us; that 
we should have paid for it^ construc­
tion many limes over; that it would 
have saved us great anxiety; that it 
would have made us independent of 
weather; that It would have relieved 
the want of merchant ships by releas­
ing those very numerous ones now 
used In the Channel, and also would 
have freed their convoying destroyers 
for other purposes. We have been 
sorely punished ,for our insularity in 
not doing this sooner. However, I 
think we have learned our lesson 
now."
Easy to Bulid, Say American Engin­

eers.
That a tunnel under the English 

Channel can be built with fewer diffi­
culties than were encountered in pier­
cing the beds of the Hudson and East 
Rivers or in digging New York’s ser­
pentine subway is the opinion ot Am­
erican tunnel and subway engineers. 
Compared with those engineering 
feats, they regard the projected link­
ing of Great Britain and Continental 
Europe as a simple work, although 
surpassingly great In magnitude and 
iu Us consequent appeal to the im­
agination.

The announcement ot the Chemin de 
Fer du Nord, the great French rail­
way which carries the English traffic- 
from Calais and Boulogne to Paris, 
that the end of the war would prob­
ably signalise the construction of the 
Channel tunnel, which was published 
exclusively in the Herald last Sunday, 
aroused great interest in American 
engineering circles. American engin­
eers base their .belief in the entire 
feasibility of the long disdussed-pro­
ject upon reports of the geological 
formation of the Channel bed that 
have appeared In engineering journals 
from time to time. They say those re­
ports, in the light ot the success which 
lias marked tunnelling operations in 
this country and especially under the 
waters surrounding New York City, 
show conclusively that English and 
French aspirations tor burrowing un­
der the turbulent Straits of Dover can 
be realized til a reasonable-time and 
at a reasonable cost.

The Channel tunnel’s greatest claim 
to distinction, aside from the well nigh 
measureless possibilities It will open 
up, will be Its length. It will be from 
twenty-one to twenty-three miles long 
or more than twice the length ot the 
Simplon tunnel through the Alps, now 
the largest traffic bore in the world.

Perfectly Feasible.

Robert Ridgway, engineer of sub­
way construction, said yesterday: 
"The Channel tunnel would be a long 
step in advance because of Its great 
length, but It 1s a perfectly feasible 
project. Except in the most general 
terms the building of the New York 
subway affords no criterion for the 
construction ot a tunnel ot this sort. 
It’would be like comparing mince pie 
with pea soup. They are comparable 
only In that both are articles of food.

3S
“But the construction of the tunnel 

would be a straight job, which the 
subway was not. In three Important 
particulars-ti would not be so trying 
as subway building has been. In its 
construction there would be an es­
cape from traffic troubles, the under­
pinning of buildings And annoyance 
to the pubjic, with all of which sub­
way work has been beset continuously.

“The only problems In connection 
with the tunnel would arise from the 
nature of the materials of which the 
bed of the Channel consists. Air pres­
sure, with its limitations, could be 
avoided By going deep enough Into 
rock. If rock to found all the way 
everything would go smoothly and the 
tunnelling would be reduced tola sim­
ple and exact engineering work. But 
It rock containing water or partly 
earth and partly rock, such as were 
encountered In tunnel building here, 
should he met, construction would be 
complicated considerably.

“U necessary! however, the builders 
ht ïtie Chaûii&l farunël could go much 

order'to~ be: deeper than was possible with the tun­
nel here. -The apt#oaches in England 
and France could he made several- 
miles long to accommodate a great 
depth, while here it would have been 
impossible to" obviate too steep a 
grade by resort to such an expedient. 
We. built a water supply tunned 1,100 
feel deep under the Hudson River at? 
Storm King and many men traversed 
It before the water was let in. I 
should not want to bid on the con- 
si ruction of the Channel tunnel until 
l knew the geogOUcal conditions more 
exactly. At Sheir worst, however, 
they would mean only Increased time 
and cost, which would be Insufficient 
to affect the feasibility of the pro­
ject."

C. M. Holland, who has charge of all 
New York tuçnel work, said:

“I am not "ïntlmately acquainted 
with the geelogjdal conditions involv­
ing the buildfltg Of the Channel tunnel, 
but from a knowledge ot the outside 
fats I should say itNvould be an easier 
engineering task than the East River 
tunnel. Of course. It would be im­
measurably more spectacular. The 
Panama Canal to a far more impres­
sive work than the East River turinel, 
but its construction was almost child’s 
play by comparison.

“It is unlikely that air pressure will 
he employed in constructing the Chan­
nel tubes. The greatest depth for air 
pressure consistent With the safety of 
the workmen is 110 feet, at which the 
pressure is fifty pounds to the square 
inch. That, is the limit for compress­
ed air imposed by the New York State 
Labor law. Whether in earth, rock 
or water the air pressure is the same 
and it increases one pound every two
feet,”

Trial Tube First.
As the result largely of thousands 

ot soundings taken by Mr. Sarttaux; an 
eminent engineer, it is accepted as a 
tact that the floor ot the Channel is 
composed of gray chalk, impervious 
to water and forming a favorable 
stratum for the building of the tun­
nel. It to purposed to construct a 
trial tube eleven feet in diameter to 
prove the ground and to ascertain the 
precise location of any possible fis­
sures or faults. • Then two tubes 
eighteen feet in diameter will be 
built, with connections at frequent in­
tervals as a provision against break­
downs. The trial tube will be used 
for drainage and will be elevated to 
the centre of the Channel so that the 
water will flow down in each direc­
tion and be pumped up at Dover and 
Sangatte.
