House of Assembly.
FRIDAY, Aug. 5. 

The House met at 3 p.m.
Sir Michael Cashln asked what was 

being done In connection with pro­
viding road work for the unemployed.

Mr. Walsh suggested that the 
amount for the completion of the 
Colinet Road should be earmarked 
at the Board of Works Department.

Supply wag taken up in Committee. 
Sir Michael Cashln asked if it were 
the intention of the Government to 
adjourn for a short period, and not 
prorogue as usual. He thought the 
House should be adjourned sine die 
so that if anything should arise the 
Assembly could be called together at 
short notice to discuss It. It was, In 
the opinion of the Opposition, the 
wise and proper course to pursue, 
and he saw no reason why it should 
not be adopted. Existing conditions 
made it necessary for some such sug­
gestion to be adopted.

The Prime Minister said it had been 
the intention of the Government to 
hold a session early in January.

Sir Michael Cashln thought the 
Prime Minister had Overlooked the 
most important point, the marketing 
of our fish. If in the fail the Banks 
were not prepared to make advances 
to the merchants, the country would 
be feted wi'h 'f.e of the worst crisis ,n 
its history. Merchants were already 
talking only $4 per quintal for fish. 
The Government might again be call­
ed upon to buy fish. Under circum­
stances such as these it would be ne­
cessary to call the House together, 
early in the fall. The position was 
that with the House open the people 
could reach them, but with the House 
closed they could not get at them. If 
the House came together in the aut 
umn and it was found that the coun­
try was becoming more prosperous, it 
could be prorogued.

Mr. Higgins supported Sir Michael 
Cashin’s suggestion. He thought it a 
case when a sacrifice was necessary 
for the sake of the country. He was 
sure the Government members would 
co'ue to town for a week or f in 
October to see if any business of im­
portance had to be attended to. He 
did not think it a right position that 
the calling together of Parliament 
should be in the hands of the Gov­
ernor in Council. This suggestion 
was one that would expedite the busi­
ness of the House, and one that the 
Government should take advantage of.

Mr. Conker did not look upon things 
so darkly as the Leader of the Op­
position. He suggested a committee 
from both sides of the House to con­
sider the problem of the marketing 
of our fish. He said we were going 
to have low prices for fish compared 
with what it fetched last year. When 
in Europe last year tve had negotia­
ted for the disposal of 700,000 quin­
tals of fish but this would only be 
brought about if some control were 
established. He thought if the House 
were called together to deal with this 
matter it would be fought on party 
lines.

Mr. Higgins—"We only fought on 
party lines the last four months be­
cause of the things you had already 
done.”

Mr. Coaker thought the committee 
the best way out of the difficulty.

Sir John Croebk said that it he had 
no other reason, the remarks of Mr. 
Coaker were alone sufficient to cause 
him to support the suggestion for ad­
journment until October. Since Hawes 
had got control of the Spanish market, 
it was impossible for our merchants 
to sell an outright cargo there. The 
same applied to Greece. Italy was 
not a great deal better. Never in the 
history of Newfoundland has there 
been such a condition of affairs as 
there now is in Oporto. A cargo of 
winter fish which arrived there in 
July could get an offer of only 50 
shillings on a three months note. If 
that were not the most serious posi­
tion we had seen, he would like to 
know what a serious position was. An­
other serious condition was the atti­
tude of the Banks. They were not 
going to advance money this year for 
the purchase of fish as they did for­
merly. Were these not reasons enough 
for a temporary adjournment. Most 
of the fish which left here within the 
past few months had remained in 
Italy, practically unsaleable. Any that 
had been sold had been practically sac­
rificed. It v as ,iir. Coaker’s negotia­
tions which had ruined everything. 
The fish regulations had been impos­
sible from the first, and yet Mr. Coa­
ker had said he could have sold 700,- 
000 qtls. of fish if they were on. He 
had had enough of Mr. Coaker’s com*- 
mittees. The House was the best 
remedy. Did he want the regulations 
on again? The fisherman himself was 
the best man to sell fish locally. The 
less committees had to do with 
marketing of fish, the better for the 
country. Mr. Coaker had said that No.
1 Shore fish would be $6.00 and La­
brador 65.00 in the early part of the 
season. What would it be later? What 
about the unemployment question. 
Were there not 4000 men on the Bad­
ger and Bonne Bay roads? That meant 
an expenditure of 6270,000 a month. 
That matter would probably have to 
be dealt with again shortly and the 
House should be In such a position 
that a special session could be called 
at any moment. Hie situation was 
serious. Mr. Coaker had offered to 
pledge the opening of the House when 
necessary—that was in his opinion.
