PILKINGTON AGRICULTURAL 
SHOW.

(From our own Correspondent.)
The annual show of this Society was 

held in Flora on Thursday last,and prov­
ed a great success. The day was too cold 
to be pleasant outside, nevertheless there 
were more people in the village than we 
ever recollect to have seen on any former 
similar occasion. It was a sight which 
gladdened our hearts to ifee waggon after 
waggon drive to the door of the hall, lad­
en with the fruits of the earth of the 
choicest description. The clock had tolled 
the hour of eleven ere the last article 
was placed in the position assigned it.— 
With feelings of pleasure we entered the 
commodious hall, pencil in hand, and our 
feelings were heightened at the sight of 
quilts of beautiful design and superb 
workmanship, which adorned the walls 
on either side, together with the fancy 
knitted and raised work. The east side 
of the building was allotted to the display 
of as fine a lot of turnips as ever graced 
a floor. Potatoes, which were in large 
quantities, were very superior, and many 
agriculturists were struck with amaze­
ment at their size and appearance. Cab­
bages were very good for this year, and 
made a rich display. Beets, onions, &c., 
were up to the average. The grain was 
large and plump, and of a good colour, 
but did not appear in large enough quan­
tity to satisfy us. Butter was in profus­
ion, and of a superior quality, and done 
up tastefully and elegantly. A couple of 
nice cheese were on exhibition. The dis­
play of apples was small, but the fruit 
was good. Honey in the comb formed a 
tempting feature of the show.

Peel and Maryborough Fall Show.
(From our owu Reporter.)

The annual Union Fall Show of the 
Peel and Maryboro’ Agricultural Societiy 
was held at GlenaUçn on Thursday last. 
Although the day was cold and windy, 
and the roads rather heavy from the re­
cent rains, there was a fair turn out of 
people from both townships, whose pres­
ence in the village .gave it quite a busi­
ness like appearance. The show of horses 
was fair—perhaps a little better than one 
will sometimes see at a township show. 
Mr. W. S. Sutherland and Mr. James 
Watson showed two good brood mares. 
Mr. Ferguson also showed a span of very 
good working horses. There was nothing 
remarkable to notice among the younger 
horses, except one, a fine bay one year old 
of extraordinary size for her age, and 
which took a prize at the Provincial Ex­
hibition. We were agreeably surprised 
to see so many fine thorough bred cattle. 
The animals shown by Messrs. Madill, 
Metcalf, P. Robb, jr., Powley, Phillips, 
Sanderson and others are very creditable 
to the owners. The grade stock was also 
above the average in quality. We have 
not seen a better turn out of sheep at any 
township show this year. The various 
classes were well represented, and as re­
gards purity of breed, size and condition, 
they would compare favourably with 
those of almost any township in the 
County. There were very few pigs, but 
those shown by Mr. Fleming and Mr. W 
S. Sutherland were very fat. The show 
of grain was rather poor ; still the quality 
of all the samples was good. Mr. Suth­
erland’s fall wheat was excellent, so also 
was Mr. Wood’s spring wheat. The dis­
play of roots, if not large, was excellent, 
and the garden vegetables and roots very 
good. Mr. Wortley showed a fine collec­
tion which did credit to his taste and skill 
as an amateur gardner. There was not 
a large assortment of domestic manufac­
tures or ladies’ work, out the specimens 
shown displaysd great taste and nicety in 
finish. There was not a great many en­
tries of butter, still the judges had some 
difficulty in coming to a decision, many of 
the samples being so nearly matched in 
quality. Mr. Wortley showed well finish­
ed specimens of leather. Two or three 
good buggies and waggons were shown. 
Messrs. Ledingham & Milne of Alma, ex- 
kited one of their patent Dominion rol­
lers, which by a very ingenious contriv­
ance, adapts itself to the inequalities of 
the ground. Such a serviceable machine 
cannot lail sOon to come into general use.

The 
arguments in favour of its continuance 
are a satire on misapplied funds.

The interests of the Irish people must be 
cared for, and the revenue must be ap­
plied to public and social works and not 
to religious establishment. Mr. Glad­
stone closes with an appeal to the votera 
of South Lancashire to support the only 
just policy which England can pursue.

Daring Burglary and Attempt to 
Murder—On Wednesday morning, 7th 
inst., Wm. Fisher’s house, near Ails» 
Craig, G. T. R., was broken into by two 
desperate ruffians. They buret in the 
door with a stick of cord wood and rushed 
to the bed on which Fisher lay. A des­
perate struggle ensued, during which one 
of the robbers fired at Fisher, but without 
effect. They at last succeeded in master­
ing him, and having firmly tied him ran­
sacked the house and succeeded in getting 
$60 in cash.
