A Musical Genius.
We have in Walkerton at this moment 

a great musical wonder. A son of Mr. 
Charles Fox, the jeweller, late of Galt, 
possesses the most rare musical gifts.

No matter how fre­
quently or how suddenly the key is 
changed, nor how difficult the latter may 
be,(sometimes in four sharps), the young 
performer at once and with but a mo­
ment’s hesitation accomodates hU fingers 
to the change, always striking the pro­
per note, and always playing in the most 
perfect harmony. How his little digits 
spread over the notes is_ a miracle, but 
they do it, and with wonderful execution 
too, giving emphasis to any telling bit in 
the composition, which he seethe to ap­
preciate and enjoy as much as any old 
connoisseur. His father tells us that 
before he was two years old he showed 
the germ of these powers in the way he 
used to keep time on a toy drum, while 
his father was playing. He has received 
no instruction whatever, and no forcing 
process has been resorted to by the 
parents of this little prodigy ; but nature 
is permitted to take her own sweet will.

The Agrrenllnral Lock-out in Eng­
land.

Newmarket, April fl, 1874.
‘ England is now standing on the 

threshold of a greater political change 
than any she.has experienced since the 
days of Cromwell,” was the remark 
made by your correspondent only the 
other day, by one of the shrewdest and 
most farrseeing of the English working 
class leaders. “Our agricultural labor­
ers,” he continued, “ have at last awoke 
to a sense of their serfdom, and are de- 
anauding the political privileges which 
should be the birthright of every citizen. 
The friends of national progress have 
been waiting almost despairingly for this 
day, but It has dawned at last. The 
ball is now rolling and it cannot stop till 
the laborer is righted, and he cannot be 
righted till the whole, land jurisprudence 
of the countiy has been thoroughly and 
absolutely remodelled.” The statement 
of this leader may be partial and exag­
gerated, but a glance at the story of the 
present agricultural laborers’ strike, now 
being detailed at such length in the col­
umns of the leading English journals, 
will show to how great an extent there 
is a basis of fact for even more alarming 
predictions than that of the overthrow 
•of the land tenure of the country. Over 
4,000 of the tillers of the soil of the east­
ern counties are now on strike. They 
ask for a higher weekly wage, for better 
cottages, for the privileges of education 
for their children, and they raise as an 
issue which is inseparable from these 
complaints, the cry that until they have 
the right of “ voting ” their prospects of 
complete redress is hopeless. The case

They were told by the masters 
that they could not get the rise, and that 
if they did not give up their tickets of 
membership of the National Agricultural 
Laborers’ Unidn—under whose dictation 
they were supposed to be acting—they 
would be “locked out.” The laborers 
responded that but for the Union they 
would still have been working for ten 
shillings a week ; that they bëlieved it 
their best friend and therefore they 
would not desert it. ■ A “ lock-out ” im­
mediately followed, not onljipf the Ex­
ning men, but generally of the “ union­
ists ” over the two counties. This step 
was taken by-the farmers in the hope of 
breaking the association by throwing 
more idle men on their hands than it 
could support. The trade unionists of 
the towns, however, have rallied to the 
support of their agricultural brethren, 
whose union, having been only some two 
years in existence, has neither the funds 
nbr the machinery to cope with a coun­
ter-check of such magnitude and of so 
unanticipated character. This interven­
tion has enabled the laborers to adopt 
as defiant a position as their masters, 
and at this moment both parties are 
holding aloof the one from the other, 
each persuaded that his opponent must 
be the first to give way .—New York 
Herald.

Good for Clifford.—The Corporation 
of Clifford have shown their good judg­
ment by investing paît of their funds 
for protecting property from fire. They 
have bought a very fine fire engine and 
have it now ready for use, and as their 
village, like our own, is composed mostly 
of wooden buildings, it might be the 
means of preventing one of those fearful 
conflagrations so common to our Cana­
dian villages of late years. We think 
this should open the eyes of onr village 
fathers to the necessity of making some 
preparations for the gproteotion of pro­
perty, as at present there is not so.muoh 
aa a bucket belonging to the Corporation 
in case it were wanted.—Tribune.

An Invaluable Invention.—Mr. John 
W. Keeley, of Philadelphia» has invented 
a peculiar mechanical device, hitherto 
unknown, by which water can be so com­
pressed as to possess a power of fully 
10,000 pounds to the square inch. This 
force can readily be applied to c’-iViug all 
lr" -ds of machinery for which steam or 
other motive power is generated and 
app’ied, wrihout cost other than the 
generating machine and tne necessary 
wear of machinery. The generator is 
simple and comparatively, inexpensive, 
occupying but a small space, and is light 
compared witn tho requirements of steam 
power;.and since this power is produced 
without heat, electricity, galvanism, or 
chemicals, it seems destined at an early 
day to revolutionize completely the pre­
sent motive powers of the world, by 
reason of its economy.
