By the end of the
present year a police post will have
| been established at Fort MacPherson,
at the mouth of the Mackenzie River,
11,900 miles north of Edmeonton. It is
i likely that Superintendent Constantine
will have charge of this party, which
will leave Edmonton towards the end
of May. The Mackenzie is navigable
| from about June 10 to Oct.

{Confessions of an Antique Marker—
Says the Art Galteries Are Filled

With Frauds.

Paris, April 11.—A panie prevails in
 art circles here owing to the great de-
velopment of the industry known here
as artistic forgery. Hundreds of
Pharaonic mummies and bronzes are
known to have been manufactured in
the neighborhood of Paris and sent to
' Egypt to be duly ‘“discovered” and re-
| shipped to Europe. Scores of ‘‘old
| masters” have been painted by clever
artists in Madrid and in Paris, and it
is stated on excellent autharity that
‘one of the finest Velasquezes in the
{ Louvre—it hangs in the famous collec-
tion bequeathed by the late M. La Caze
—was painted some fifteen years ago
by an enterprising young Spanish ar-
tist named Escousura. False Corots,
false Renoirs, abound on every side,
and some of these counterfeit pictures
have found their way to New York. It
so happened that as the police court
was making investigations in regard
ito the false Renoirs and Pilles, a
| Montmartre artist, 35 years of age,
named Mayence Elina, caused a sensa-
tion by stating that he had himself
imade the famous Gold Tiara of Saita-
pharnes which was purchased in 1846
by the Louvre for $40,000. The tiara
was made, according to M. Elina, from
detailed drawings and directions sup-
plied him by antigquarians. M. Elina
also stated that many of the objects
in the famous Spitzer collection which
gold some years ago in Paris for §2,-
000,000, were made by able artisans at
Lagny, an out of the way town a few
miles east of Paris.
THE TRADE FLOURISHES.
When questioned by the experts M.
Elina said: “Why, good heavens! It
|is simply impesgible for me to recall
the vast quantities of false antiquities
and objects of art that 1 have seen
pass before my eyes. Just as hap-
rhazard instances, 1 may cite the won-
derful ‘sainte-ciboires,” candelabra,
swords, shields and torches that figured
in the Spitzer collection, and which
were mande by the late M. Baron in his
snug litite factory at L.agny, where 1
was employved doing goldsmith work
for a number of years. I could identify
the forgeries if 1 saw the objects, but
