Details of Attempt to Kill the
Governor of Poltava.

SECOND BULLET WENT IN AIR

W ife of Chief of Agricultursal Board
Grabbed the Wounld-Be
Assassin’s Arm,

London, Aug. 20.—The Odessa cor-
respondent of the Times sends particu-
lars of the attempt to assasinate
Prince Obolenski the night of Sunday,
August 10,

Prince Obolenski was standing with

friends near his boxX in front of the
summer theater in the Tivoli Gardens,
at Kharkoff, when a man advanced,
and, with the greatest deliberation,
fired a revolver at the prince over the
shoulder of the wife of the chief of
the Kharkoff Agricultural Board, with
whom Prince Obolenski was talking.

The woman coolly selzed the arm
of the would-be assassin before he
could fire twice, and a second bullet
went harmlessly in the air,

The man was sSeized by bystanders
and held on the ground until the chief
of police, who was near by, grappled
with him. A violent struggle ensued,
and the man suceeded in firing twice
more, wounding the chief of police in
the leg. The man, who is still un-
identified, was finally secured and
locked up. The chief's wound is
| dangerous.
