This shows that Coorabs’ Springs alone 
will produce an abundant supply for the 
inhabitants of a city much more populous 
than London is at present, with a large 
quantity in reserve. Meanwhile the Com 
missioners would suggest the propriety of 
• lleoting the water from springe Nos 2 and 
8 on the Coombs property into the basin, 
which might be constructed contiguous to 
the pumping house, to which may be 
added, if judged neesssary, the outflow 
fr m the other springs mentioned above. 
The rapid growth of the city in population 
may soon ren ler an increase in the water 
supply necessary, and it right not be wise 
to leave the collection of the water of thee 
springs into a central hasin until it is just 
needed. It would be advisable too, the 
Commissioners believe, to have erected 
around the reservoir and different ponds 
from which the present supplies aredrawn 
a fenco sufficient to prevent impurities of 
any kind from being cast into the water. 
These improvements the Commissioners 
beg to suggest, leaving the Cou aoil to de- 
termine how far, and when, they may 
deeni it advisable to carry them into effect.

The estimates for the construction of the 
whole works were much lower than the 
Engineer had ventured to submit on any 
former occasion. Mr. Keefer had assumed 
a much higher figure, but the result has 
fully justified the correotues of Mr Robin- 
son’s estimates and the accuracy of hie cal- 
culations.
