He would not notice the attack on him, 
not would he do aught else than allude to 
matters of general interest. It was a good 
thing for public men to meet their conatitu. 
ents every nowand then and it waseapecially 
the part of the lender of the < overnment to 
make himself acquainted with the different 
parts of the country, and to see that no 
section suffered from maladministration. 
Nothing should ever prevent him doing the 
most ample justice to every part of the 
country. A fear had been expressed that as 
the larger provinces grew in power and in 
fluence, they would be apt to do things 
which would prove distasteful to the smaller, 
but he inclined to the belief that the opposite 
would be the case, and that the greatest 
would beget generous dealings. At all 
events, with him the rule of political life 
would be, as it had always been, justice to 
every section, and no more than justice to 
each. There were, of course, difficulties in 
governing such a vast country as the Domin: 
ion of Canada, where different races and 
creeds and languages co-existed; but the 
Government looked to the patriotism 
of the people to assist them to
overcome all these obstacles. He
referred at some length to the cause of the 
depression of trade, which he ascribed to 

----------  over production in a great measure. It was
CREIGHTON’S MAJORITY 97: as absurd antopraisethemfor the good crops. 

He pointed to the I nited States and Ger- 
many where the depression is even greater. 
We could not expect ever to have an un- 
checked course of prosperity, when entering 
on enterprises carrying their own burdens 
with them. He also spoke on the Govern- 
ment’s Railway policy and declared that all 
the resources of the British Empire could 
not build the Canada Pacific in ten years, as 
had been agreed upon by the Cabinet. The 
system of utilizing our great water stretches 
wan calculated to promote immigration to 
the Northwest; and he pointed out that the 
I mmigration policy now in force was a most 
liberal one. As f r dissatisfaction in British 
Columbia he hoped it would yield to com- 
mon sense. His view of affairs at present 
were that the people there wanted the 
road built first and surveyed afterwards, 
but the surveyors had not been able to lo- 
cate the ail way across the mountains. He 
characterized the charge of disloyalty some- 
times brought against the Reformers, as 
simply absurd, and reviewed the various 
measures of importance carried through by 
the Government, alluding particularly to 
the loans effected by Mr. Cartwright, 
which he declared to be successful financial 
operations, he further dwelt on the neces- 
sity of establishing a system of statistics for 
the Dominion, on the Gait letter, and on the 
probable effects of English Legislation on 
Canada shipping.

The hon. gentleman spoke for an hour and 
a half, and was listened to throughout with
