CAPE BRETON OOfAL TRUST.

Nova Seotis Ieglslature Prorogued After
Adopting Bill to Legalize the
Transfer of Mines.

Harirax; N, 8., Feb. 2.—The House of
Assembly was prorogued yesterday after the
Lieutenant-Governor had signed eleven
bills, incloding those leasing'to an Ameri-
can syndicate all the coal mines in Cape
Breton. . The mines transferred o the syn-
dicate headed by Mr. Whitney are all situ-
ated in the county of Cape Breton. They
are leased from the Government. - None of
them are owned by the men who work
them. The syndicate has already purchased
the interest of the lessees in several of the
mines, - The leases had Afty-four years to
run. By the new deal the leasés are ex:
tended o ninety-nine years. Tha syndicate
is to psy no taxes to either the province or
the ‘municipalities for its coal lands, but is
to pay instead a royalty “equivalent to 12}
centa per fon, the output of coal from any
mine for the year 1891 being the basisto be
adopted should it not be - operated in any
future year.” The syndicate will have to
pay royalty at this rate whether the mine
18 worked or is idle, and if by.a combination
with th; coal owners of the United iSht:lll
the icate agrees to cease mining it wi
h“:y; provide for that royalty, amounting
to- $122,799, besides having.-to pay the in-
terest on the $6,000,000 or so” which it has
invested in the Cape Breton mines.

WasHINGTON, Feb: 2.—President Harri-
son sent to the House te-day a message deal-
fmg with the importation of foreign goods
into the United States across the Canadian
boundary under consular seal. The Presi-
dent discussed at length the -treaty obliga-
tions which affect the subject, growing ount

of the provisions of article 29, of the Treaty
of Washington, and arrived at the concin-
sion that -article 29 of that treaty had
been abrogated, and even if.in force
there is no law  extant’ to execute
it. The law authorizing the sealing of cars
in Canada containing foreign merchandise |
imported from a contiguous country, does
not apply to merchandise imported, by our
own people from countries not -contiguous
(China and Japan) and carried - through
Canada for delivery to such others. The
President believes that a policy adapted to
the new conditions, growing in part out of
the construction of the Canadian Pacific
railroad, should be declared and business
placed upon a basis more just to our peaple
and to our transportation companies. .
