A Busy Day Along the Water Front 
—Last Sealers of the Fleet 

Return.

The Full court yesterday dismissed 
with costs the cross appeal in Nelson & 
Fort Sheppard v. Parker and others. 
The judgment, which was read by the 
Chief Justice, Justices McCreight and 
Drake concurring, is somewhat interest­
ing in the fact that it contained a cen­
sure on the printing in one of the up 
country papers of what purported to be 
the defendants’ argument “ embellished 
with prominent head-lines.” The Chief 
Justice described the publication as con­
tempt of court, which would be dealt 
promptly with if repeated.

In the first place the Nelson & Fort 
Sheppard Railway sued the defendant 
Parker for trespass at Quartz creek, and 
obtained an injunction from Mr. Justice 
McColl restraining defendants from do­
ing anything that would cloud plaintiffs’ 
title to the land. Defendant moved be­
fore Mr. Justice Walkem, at Nelson, to 
set aside Mr. Justice McColl’e order. 
While not setting the order aside, Mr. 
Justice Walkem at the same time direc­
ted that the Nelson & Fort Sheppard 
could not apply for a crown grant till the 
case was settled. From this the Nelson 
& Fort Sheppard company appealed to 
the Full court and the appeal was allow­
ed. The defendants cross-appealed to 
the Full court, asking to have the whole 
of Mr. J ustice McColl’s injunction set 
aside.

This the«Full court yesterday refused 
to do, the following being the iudgment 
of the Chief J ustice :

“Iseeno reasonforinterfering with the 
order appealed from. This is an action 
of trespass and it is of elementary prin­
ciple that mere possession is sufficient 
to support an action of trespass. As in 
Harper v. Charlesworth, 4 B. and C., 
589, and Johnson v. Barrett, Alevn 10,11, 
where the plaintiff had no title to en­
able him to maintain an ejectment be­
cause he had not a legal conveyance 
from the Crown, but still, according to 
the authority in Aleyn he would be en­
titled bv reason of his actual possession 
to|maintain trespass against a wrong­
doer. There can be no doubt that the 
railway company were in possession 
here with the consent of the Crown ; 
they were operating their railway 
through the land, and, oi course, must 
have ingress and egress on either side. 
The language of Bayley J., in Harper v. 
Charlesworth, 4 B. & C., p. 591, is pre­
cisely applicable.

“ ‘ It appears to me that the plaintiff 
was in actual possession of the land and 
I am of opinion that actual possession of 
crown land with the consent of the 
Crown is sufficient to entitle the party 
possessing it to maintain trespass against 
persons who have no title at all and who 
are mere wrong doers.’

STONECUTTERS STRIKE.
The Local Union Decline to Be Paid by 

Piece Work.

The stonecutters to the number of 
ab°n* a dozen, who were employed by 
Mr. Thoe. Bradbury, contractor for the 
stone work of the terraces of the parlia­
ment building grounds, struck in a bodv 
yesterday. The trouble is over the fact 
that Mr. Bradbury has been paying two 
?r- tbto® Pen by piece work, whereas the 
Victoria branch of the Stonecutters’ As­
sociation of North America maintain 
that by the local rules governing stone 
cutting, piece work is not allowed, but 
that the wages fixed are $4.50 
per day of eight hours. This is the 
whole trouble in a nutshell, Mr. Brad­
bury maintaining that he has a right to 
pay by piece work, while the stone cut­
ters hold that according to their rules 
piece work is not recognized. A special 
meeting of the local association was held 
yesterday after the men had decided not 
to work, and it was decided that a com- 
mittee composed of Messrs. A. G. Hay, 
chairman of the local branch ; W. 
W. Thomas, W. Crabb and W. 
McKay, secretary of the branch, 
shonld wait on the provincial 
government to-morrow and make known 
their position in the matter. Mr. Me- 
Kay explained last night that the reason 
of this was not that the government were 
in any way considered as having any re­
sponsibility for the condition of things, 
bnt simply as the government would 
naturally wish to know why it was that 
the work was not going ahead, the stone­
cutters desired to tell their own side of 
the story.

grant the application for leave to appeal 
to the Privy Council in Madden v. Nel- 

and Fort Sheppard Railway. The 
case came np first in the County court 
of Kootenay before Judge Forin, Madden 
Brothers of Nelson sneing the Nelson 
and Fort Sheppard Railway for a couple 
of horses which strayed on the unfenced 
railway and were killed. Plaintiffs won 
and defendants took an appeal to the 
Full court on the grounds chiefly that 
the fence act of British Columbia does 
not apply to the Nelson and Fort Shep­
pard Railway as it was under the Do­
minion jurisdiction being a road for the 
general advantage of Canada and the 
Dominion act was silent on the subject 
of fencing. Plaintiffs applied for leave 
to appeal to the Privy Council, but the 
Full court decided yesterday that the 
sum involved was below the limit on 
which they could grant this appeal. It 

intimated, however, that applica­
tion might be made to the Privy Council 
direct, Mr. Gordon Hunter for plain­
tiffs (appellants); Mr. L. P. Duff for de­
fendants (respondents.)

The Full court yesterday granted the 
applicotion of Mr. L. D. Crease on be­
half of plaintiff in Wellburn v. North 
Cowichan to appeal from a judgment of 
the County court, Nanaimo, dismissing 
plaintifFs claim for $17, coroner’s fees 
for an inquest held on the Cowichan 
reserve. The question is as to who is 
responsible for the fees.

A Rev. Dr. Campbell conducted the an­
nual sailors and sealers’ thanksgiving 
service in First Presbyterian church on 
Sunday evening. The church was filled 
with an appreciative audience, many of 
whom were mariners. The subject of 
address was: “The City of Refuge of 
the Mosaic Economy, a type of Christ, 
the Gospel Refuge of Man Sailing Over 
the Sea of Life.” (Num., 35, 11.) The 
preacher explained that if by accident a 
man killed another, and he succeeded in 
getting inside the City of Refuge, the 
manslayer could not touch him until he 
had a fair trial. If found guilty he was 
taken outside the city and executed ; but 
if innocent he was acquitted, but had to 
remain inside the city, for if the avenger 
found him outside he conld with im­
munity put him to death. Thus the slayer 
3ecame an exile from society, which 

showed the heinousness in God’s sight 
of taking human life even by chance. 
While the City of Refuge was not pro­
vided for the real murderer, Christ was 
the refuge, not for righteous but for 
sinners. Here the type differs from 
Christ. There were six cities of refuge 
for the sake of convenient distances, but 
only one Christ, the only way of salva­
tion. It was God’s in junction that made 
the man-slayer safe inside the city, so 
the sinner is sale in Christ because God 
has so ordered it. There is no condemn­
ation to those in Christ. The roads 
leading to the cities were kept in good 
repair, and so, upon that the man seek­
ing conld not go astray. So the gospel 
that pointa to Christ is so plain that no 
man seeking the way can err therein. 
Ministers of the gospel, evangelists and 
teachers are the finger posts which 
show the way to tne sinner’s 
refuge, the Son of God. The 
sermon was illustrated by incidents 
from Paul’s voyage to Rome, and his 
shipwreck in the Adriatic, from which 
also practical lessons were deduced.
