Amid -much excitement the note
of war with Spain prevails at ‘Washing-
ton-but further delays will probq,bly oc-
cur owing to parliamentary routine and
President McKinley's vacillation.

Washington, April 18.—When the Sen-
ate resolu%ion’was read in the house to-
day it was moved to concur with_the
amendment striking out ‘the recognition
clause. This was defeated, and the re-
solutions were returned to the Senate,
which promptly sent its section back to
‘the house again with the section recog-
nizing the Cuban insurgents retained.
The house without division refused to
accept the. obnoxious section, and a con-
ference committee was called for. The
Senate also declared for a conference,
and both houses took recess until 8 p.m.

At the conference the Senate members
agreed to drop the section recognizing
the Cuban insurgents, but insisted on'thg
first section of the resolution, reading:
:That the people of the Island of
Cuba are, and of right (_)ught to be, free
and independent.”

The steamers New York and Paris, of

Washington, April 16.—The Republi-
can members of the. ways and means
committee of the house have practical-
Iy ‘concluded the preparation of a mea-
wure to be passed to secure revenne
=guflicient to prosecute the war. The

members propose that this generation
bear the burden of the war, and proceed-
ing upon that theory they have prepared
a bill that will raise.between $100,000,-
000 or $120,000,000 additional revenue
per annum.

The bill provides for an additional tax
of $1 per barrel on beer. from which

0,000,000 will be raised. = On manu-
factured tobacco and snuff the internal
revenue tax will be increased from six
to twelve cents. This is expected to
raise $15,000,000 revenue. The in-
crease on cigars and cigarettes has not
been absolutely fixed, but it probably
will be one dollar on all classes. From
this $5,000,000 is expected. ,

The proposition which the Senate
placed in the tariff bill, but which was
defeated, to tax all stocks and transfers
of corporations, is embodied in the meas-
ure together with practically all the
schemes of internal revenue taxation of
the act of 1866, which includes a stamp
tax on all checks and drafts and all in-
struments of business (mortgages, loans
and bonds). A tax on patent medicines
tnd a tax on telegrams and express
sackages are also incorpor:ited in the
bill. This scheme of taxation is esti-
wated to raise $35,000,000.

The tax on proprietary and patent
medicines will be two cents on bottles
retailing at 15 cents and under, and 4
cents on those retailing above that price.
The tax on teiegraph messages will be
one cent on all messages which cost 25
cents or less and two cents on all above
25 cents. A duty of 10 cents per
pound is placed on tea and three cents
on coffee, with a countervailing internal
revenue tax on stocks on hand. This
latter will be in the form of a tax on the
sale of stock on hand to avoid the con-
stitutional inhibit against a ‘direct tax.
From tea and coffee $2%,000,000 is
estimated. Bonded waters are to bear
a similar tax to patent medicines.

For the present needs of the govern-
ment the secretary of the treasury is
given the power to issue certificates of
indebtedness payable in one year and to
bear not to exceed three per cent. in-
terest. The secretary is also authorized
to- borrow on the credit of the govern-
ment by popular subscription a loan of
: ,000,000. This sum is to be placed
through the post offices of the country,
the sub-treasury and depositors in low
rate bonds which are to be sold at par.
These are to pay three per cent. interest
and to be redeemable in five years at
the option of the glgvernment and to be
due in 20 years. he principal and in-
terest are to be payable in coin.

The measure will be presented to the
full committee on Monday, and it will be
brought into the house as soon as the
:ivar resolutions are signed by the Presi-
ent.

SPANIARDS TtLD T0 GO

Senate Declares for the Republic
of Cuba as a True and Law-
ful Government.

Demand That Spain at Once Re-
linquish Her Authority and
Withdraw Her Forees.

While Thus Inviting War United
States Disclaims Intention to
Control Island’s Future.

Washington, April 16.—The senate has
adopted the Turpie amendment provid-
ing for the recognition of the Cuban re-
public, by a vote of 51 to 37. i
After the voting down of a resolution
offered by Senator Morgan to the effect
that a state of war existed between
the United States and Spain. Senator
Davis moved that the resolutions re-
ported by the senate foreign affairs com-
mittee along with the Turpie amend-
ment be adopted. This was carried by
a. vote of 67 to 21, and at 9:15 the sen-
ate adjonrned. o - y

Washington, April 16.—The Cuban re-
solution passed by the senate to-night
is made up of the house heading, num-
pber and enactment _ clause; _the
senate preamble, and resolution, the Tur-
pie, amendment and a fourth paragraph
proposed by Senator Teller. It is as
follows: ’ : %
“Joint resolution for the recognition
of the independence of thg people and
republic of Cuba, ‘demapdlng‘th.at the
government of Spain rehnqulsl} its au-
thority and government of the island of
Cuba, and withdrawn its land and naval
forces from Cuba and Cuban waters, and
directing the President of the United
States to use the land and naval forces
of the United States to carry these reso-
lutions into effect: .

“Whereas, the abhorent condit'ons
which have existed for more than three
years on the island of Cuba., so near
our own borders, have shocked tle mor-
al sense of the United States and have
been a disgrace to Christian civilization,
culminating as they have in the destruec-
tion of a United States battleship—on
which 266 of her officers and crew, while
on a friendly visit in the harbor of Ha-
vana, were killed<and cannot longer be
endured, as has been set forth by the
President of the United States in his
niessage to congress of April 11, 1

'y

‘upon which the action of congress was

invited. :

“Therefore—Be it resolved by the sen-
ate and house of representatives of the
United States in congress assembled:

“First—That the people of the island
of Cuba are and by right ought to be
free and ‘independent and that the gov-
ernment of the United States hereby
recognize the Republic of Cuba as the
true and lawful government of that is-
land. 4

“Second—That it is the duty of the
United States to demand, and the gov-
ernment of the United States does here-
by demand that the government of Spain
at once relinquish her authority and goy-
ernment in the island of Cuba and with-
draw its land and naval forces from
Cuba and Cuban waters.

“Third —That the President of the
United States be and is hereby directad
and empowered to use.the entire 'and
and naval forces of the United States
and call' into actual service of the Unit-
ed States the militia of the several
states to such extent as may be of bene-
fit to carry these resolutions into effect.

“Fourth—That the United States here-
by disclaim any disposition or intention
to exercise sovereigfity, jurisdiction or
centrol of the said island,‘except for the
pacification thereof, and asserts its de-
termination when . that.is accomplished
to lgu.{e ‘he government 'and -eontrol of
the island to its people.” - -° = "

It was not until. the first, vote, that an
the amendment of Mr. Tupie, of Indiana,
providing .for the recognition ~of the
island republic, that the senate ' was
brought face to face with the tremeni-
cus Importance of its action. ' On the
floor was every member elected save
one, Mr.' Walthall,of Mississippi, who
vas aghain detained from his seat by
serious illmess. So ripe was his patriotic
interest in the pending question, how-

ever, that he notified Mr. Spoomer, of

Wisconsin, with whom he had paired,
that he could not deem it fair to hold
him to the pair, and would therefore re-
lease him in order that he might vote.
Mr. Tupie’s amendment prevailed by a
majority of 14, the vote being 51 to 37.
By political parties the vote wss cast
as follows: Yeas—Republicans; 11; De-
mocrats, 28; Populists, 7; Silver Repub-
licans, 5. Nays—Republicans, 32; Demo-
crats, 5. X

Upon the final vote the alignment of
parties was quite different from that on
the Tupie amendment. The analysis of
it is as follows: Yeas—Republicans, 24:
Democrats, 31; Populists, 7; Silver Re-
publicans, 5; total, 67. Nays—R-:publi-
cans, 19; Democrats, 2; total, 21.

NOW FOR THE POWERS.

Recent Visitors Find British Columbia
Gold Fields Better Than Klon-
dike—Flag Incident.

(From Our Own Correspondent.)
Vancouver, April 18.—Hector Stewart
and John Cates have been heard from
at Dawson where they arrived safely
with a party of about 100 including a

large number from Victoria.

Ten men who worked five days on
Kanaka bar on the Fraser river, close
to Yale, took ‘out $6,072, and on Siwash
bar, twelve miles from there, men are
making from $3 to $12 per day. A party
from the Coast is looking over the dredg-
ing ground. ?

C. H. White reached here from Win-
nipeg on Saturday. He said to a Col-
onist correspondent: ‘“‘On the way from
Wmnipeg I took a run inland to a cer-
tain stream—well, not a hundred miles
from a railway. In one spot a lone In-
dian was working a crude_rocker of the
most primitive pattern. I examined a
piece of the blanket he had to catch
the fine gold, and in the fuz of the cloth
I found the yellow dust had gathered
thick. I then took the pan and washed
a handful of his tailings and got more
than a hundred colors. I am sure that
with this primitive rocker the Indian
was washing up $10 a day. With a
proper appliance $30 a day should be
made by one man. I will not go to
Klondike now. This is better than
Klondike for me. I do not see what
those countless thousands who are
Klondike bound are ' thinking about,
stampeding to a frozen country far from
railways, homes and friends, taking their

‘| lives in their hands for a long off chante

to strike ‘pay . dirt when they should
know that British Columbia is equally
as rich.,” *

the distinguished scientist states his be-
lief that the large amount of gold found
in the numerous creeks of the district
is from a mother lode of vast dimensions
somewhere in the mountains. Recently
claims were located in the high ground
of Cgssxar, and several leads with min-
eral in places are said to be over 100
feet wide, while in the creeks immediate-
ly below much valuable:drift ore, with’
free gold, has been found. The claims
fell into the hands of three very promi-
nent Vancouver gentlemen, one of whom
was Mr. I. A. Yerex. These gentlemen
believe that they have the mother lode
of all Cassiar.

Possibility of Disallowance of
British Columbia Legislatien
by the Pominion.

Toronte, April 18.—The Mail's Ot-
tawa corvespondent says: A strong pro-
test has been made by the Mikado’s gov-
ernment against the an -Japﬁnese legis-
lation enacted by British Columbia and
pending in the federal parliament. In
consequence of representations made it
is wunderstood the government will not
countenance the Japanese poll-tax pro-
posed by Mr. Mclnnes, M.P., and is now
considering the advisability of disallow-
ing an amendment to the Oriental labor
act, which has passed the British Col-
umbia legislature.

They failed to
make up the additional expense which
they underwent in order to provide for
the Klondike rush while it was on and
now ‘when there is scareely a Klondik-
er to be seen in the whole city they
naturally feel bad.” . .

Asgked what the business conditions
in general on the Sound were Mr. Jones
replied that in his opinion general busi-
ness could always be judged by the busi-
ness of the hotels and this case was no
exception. Seattle is dull everywhere
one ‘turns and unemployed men swarm
the streets day and night. Hundreds of
young men who were attracted to Se-
attle in the hope of securing empldy-
ment, believing it to be the busiest place
on earth are stranded there, earnes
praying ' for relief to take them back
East. Apart from these the number of
professional hoboes is ‘something awful’
nnd_the man who has-the appearance of
having any meney in his pockets has ac-
tually got to force his way through them
in sbme parts of the tenderloin district.
The gamblmg houses and. all. other low
resorts are running ‘“‘wide open,” as
say, in order to help the city retain as
mugh, of its previous superficial activity
as " posible. All kinds of “sure-thing”
antes aré going on and the vultures who

make prey oumt of the tenderfoot are so

thiqk t!m_t they stumble over each oth-
er in their search for victims. The ar-
rivals from the East are very few and
growing fewer every day and the de-
vices whieh-.were once used to “take-in”
the gold hunter are now turned on al-
most anyone who happens along no mat-
ter how small his roll may be.
