Lewis, “That a committee consisting of 
Mayor Hayward, ex-Maydr Redfern and 
Mr. H. Dallas Helmeken, senior mem­
ber of the legislature for Victoria, be 
appointed to choose twenty-five citizens 
to act on the executive committee.

The chairman expressed a hope that 
the members of the executive committee 
would have the pleasure of including in 
the items of the royal reception, the dedi­
cation of Point Ellice bridge, the laying 
of the corner stone of the High school, 
the laying of the first stone in the per­
manent way over James Bay flats, and 
the laying of the last paving block on 
Government street. (Applause.)

The meeting then adjourned to reas­
semble at the call of the chairman.

“It may be presumed, too, that there 
are a number of pupils who, not having 
completed the work of a grade, may be 
ready fpr the use of a more advanced 
readeav-that is, they may be ready to 
substitute the Second Primer for the 
First, the First Header for the Second 
Primer, or the Third Reader for the 
Second.

“Senion grade pupils may be subjected 
to written examination, with the view of 
determining their eligibility to become 
members of next term’s High school pre­
paratory class. But first divisions shall 
uot necessarily be limited to that class.

“The grouping of the pupils into di­
visions is conditioned primarily upon the 
relation of numbers to accommodation.

Cities. CLOVER ENSILAGE.
Mr. J. H. Grjsdale, Agriculturist, 

Central Experimental Farm, Ottawa, 
sends us the following account of experi­
ments conducted with clover ensilage:

In August 1900, a email stave silo, 9 
feet in diameter and 22 feet high wae 
erected. The material used was 2-inch 
spruce. A roof was built over the stilo, 
but no other protection was provided for 
the ensilage than that afforded by the 
2-inch stuff of the staves.

During the first and secownd weeks in 
September this silo was filled with the 
aftermath from a clover meadow. This 
consisted for the most part (about 75 per 
cent.) of clover, with a email admixture 
of timothy or herd grass. The clover 
was in fall bloom with here and there a 
head turning brown. The timothy was 
nearly ready to shoot the head.

The crop was cat in the early morning 
the mower being at work at six o’clock. 
The wet material was gathered at once, 
loaded and hauled to the silo, into which 
it was thrown and tramped as firmly as 
possible. The silo was filled to the top 
three times, bat when opened in January 
1901, the contents had sunk 10 feet from 
the top. The surface was dry and the ma­
terial for a depth of from 12 to 15 inches 
was of very little value save as manure. 
Below that depth, however, the contents 
were in a good state of preservation, the 
leaves semi-transparent and the clover 
heads looking as though having been cat 
some two or three days only. The odor 
was very pleasant, the ensilage having 
retained the peculiarly sweet smell of 
new cut clover, with a very slight ap­
parent acidity. There was no apparent 
effect from frost, the ensilage was frozen 
only slightly from the wall. The ensil­
age was eaten with avidity by cattle, 
sheep and pigs.

After being exposed to the air for 
some time, however, a rather unpleasant 
odor developed. This objectionable feat- 

would, I think, be obviated if the 
ensilage were fed regularly in sufficient­
ly large quantities as to protect the sur­
face from too long exposure to the air.

Were the surface weighted after the 
last filling, the loss at the top would, I 
think, be reduced to an inconsiderable 
amount.

The use of silos to conserve clover for 
summer feeding is, I think, rather 
strongly indicated by this work.

Clover cuit in June, when in full bloom 
could be fed out in palatable form dur­
ing July and August, and the silo be 
ready for corn and clover in September. 
It would, however, be unadvisable to 
try this work with a large silo unless a 
very large herd of cattle were being fed.

Change In
A public meeting was held at the city 

hall last evening to consider what steps 
should be taken to prepare a fitting re­
ception to Their Royal Highnesses, the 
Duke and Duchess of York.

Mayor Hayward was appointed chair­
man, and W. O. Moresby, secretary.

The chairman read the requisition pre­
sented to him by the citizens, in accord­
ance with which he had called the meet­
ing. He also read a letter from Sir 
Henri Joly regretting that he would not 
be able to attend, as he had purposed 
doing, on account of the weather, but 
announcing that he would be represented 
by members of the government.

The mayor said the meeting was aware 
of the business which had occasioned its 
being called, and he would suggest that 
a strong executive committee be appoint­
ed to formulate a programme for the 
royal reception, and report to a meeting 
to be called later on.

iMr. Lugrin read extracts from a late 
number of the London Times describing 
receptions to the Duke and Duchess at 
Sidney, Brisbane, Newcastle and other 
places in Australia, in the hope that 
some of the ideas, which were worked 
out successfully in the Antipodes, might 
recommend themselves to the committee 
of management. The Times correspon­
dent noted the fact that, following so 
closely on the Commonwealth celebra­
tions, general decorations of the towns 
were dispensed with, all efforts being 
concentrated at one central point, which 
Was made as attractive as possible.

On motion of Mr. Pierson, seconded by 
Mr. ‘Redfern, it was resolved that the 
citizens of Victoria give Their Royal 
Highnesses, the Duke and Duchess of 
York, a right loyal reception. (Applause.)

Mr. Redfern pointed out that not much 
could be done towards arranging a re­
ception until it was definitely known at 
what hour, and by what route they would 
arrive in the city. He suggested that 
the mayor should enquire as to these de­
tails as speedily as possible.

Mr. H. Dallas Helmeken said it was 
most desirous that the meeting should 
appoint committees and get to work as 
speedily as possible. He agreed in a 
measure with Mr. Redfern’s remarks, but 
it should be remembered that the pro­
gramme of the reception would be sub­
mitted to Lord Minto, and there was 
little doubt that the arrival of the royal 
visitors would be arranged to suit the 
arrangements made for their reception. 
The most important matter was to make 
the reception, whatever form it might 
take, an unqualified success. Victoria 
had received royalty on other occasions, 
and on this one he felt sure she would 
eet-^he found wanting in loyalty, en­
thusiasm and good taste. (Applause.)

Senator Macdonald suggested that as 
the visit was to be made to British Co­
lumbia, and not to Victoria specially, and 
that as the general reception to Canada 
was under the direction of the Dominion 
government, and to be carried out by 
the governments of the provinces, it was 
advisable that the citizens should do 
nothing that would clash with the official 
programme. He considered that the local 
government should consult with the citi­
zens committee and invite their co-opera­
tion.

Hon. J. H. Turner, who, with Hon. 
Attorney-General Eberts, was present 
representing the government, was next 
called upon. He explained that Sir Henri 
Joly regretted not being able to attend, 
but his state of health forbade his com­
ing to the meeting. His Honor was tak­
ing an active interest in the affair, and 
was in full sympathy with the meeting 
and its object. (Applause.) The citizens 
were in possession of all the information 
that had been received from Ottawa, 
but there was one point that must not 
be overlooked. The dates given in the 
official announcement were necessarily 
approximate and subject to change on 
account of bad weather or other unfor- 
seen difficulty. The local government 
had communicated with Ottawa, inform­
ing Lord Minto that Their Royal High­
nesses would be the guests of British Co­
lumbia during their stay here. The gov­
ernment would provide a residence, and 
would leave nothing undone to suitably 
entertain the royal visitors. (Applause.)

He appreciated what Mr. Redfern had 
said about the time of arrival. It was 
quite likely that that would be some­
time in the afternoon of the 1st of Oc­
tober, and little could be counted upon 
for that day more than the formal 
reception. On the following morning 
there would likely be a naval and mili­
tary review, and Hi the afternoon the 
opening of the agricultural and industrial 
^exhibition. Tie government contem­
plated a grand reception in the evening 
at the parliament buildings, which would 
be specially illuminated and decorated. 
Music and every possible attraction 
would be furnished to make the affair as 
brilliant and pleasant as possible. He 
hoped, and he felt sure, the citizens of 
Victoria would turn out to do honor to 
the occasion, for nothing could be more 
gratifying to our future King than to 
see thousands of loyal subjects gathered 
together to do him honor. (Applause.)

He assured the mayor and the citizens 
that the government would take plea­
sure in co-operating with them in making 
the reception a credit to the city. He 
hoped all efforts would be united; it 
would be a mistake to multiply the fea­
tures of the reception that might tend 
to make the whole affair less effective.

He suggested tnat the royal visitors 
should be treated to a drive through the 
suburbs of the city, for’ he believed a 
more beautiful one was not to be enjoyed 
anywhere in the world.

It was sincerely to be desired that the 
visitors would land at the Outer wharf 
instead of at Esquimalt. (Applause.) The 
road from the naval station to the city 
was too long for effective decoration, 
and, in spite of every effort in that di­
rection, was quite likely to prove mono­
tonous.

Bishop Perrin asked Mr. Turner if the 
reception at the parliament buildings 
was to include the presentation of ad­
dresses of welcome, or if it was intended 
that that ceremony should take place 
elsewhere.

Mr. Turner explained that the evening 
reception would partake of the nature 
of a levee, or drawing room. He con­
cluded by saying that the Lieutenant-- 
frovernor had telegraphed and written to 
Ottawa for full information.

Mr. Pierson’s motion was then carried 
unanhnouqty.

'Mr. Helmeken moved, seconded bv Mr. 
Shakespeare, that a committee of 15 
citizens be appointed to act with the 
mayor and the local government in pre­
paring a programme and to report at a 
later meeting.

Mr. Lewis suggested that the alder­
men should be included.

Mr. Hardaker suggested that the four 
city members should be members of the 
committee.

Mr Crease moved that the committee 
be chosen by the mayor and two other 
citizens, and urged the importance of 
znaking it thoroughly representative.

That the census returns for the Domin- 
*011 would be unsatisfactory, was evi­
dent when the government organs 
throughout the country announced that 
the result would fall far short of expec­
tations and made excuses therefor. Vic­
torians will, like residents of other cit­
ies share in this disappointment to some 
extent, especially those who expected 
that the census would show the city to 
have reached the 25,000 mark. The offi­
cers being sworn to secrecy, there is no 
way of finding oat the exact figures un­
til the announcement of the result is 
made from Ottawa. An inkling has how­
ever, come from the capital of what is 
to be expected as to the population of 
the two principal cities of the province. 
According to this report the population 
of Vancouver will be somewhere in the 
neighborhood of 26,000, and that of Vic­
toria between 20,000 and 21,000. The 
school returns show that the Terminal 
city is entitled to a larger return than 
Victoria, but a difference of 5,000 was 
hardly looked for by the most sanguine 
Vancouverite. This difference can be ac­
counted for in a number of ways. If 
reports are correct the Vancouver enum­
erators included everybody they could 
find in their returns, not excluding even 
passengers who left the trans-Pacific and 
other steamers at that port on their way 
to all parts of the world. On the other 
hand there has been considérable criti­
cism of the way in which the Victoria 
census was taken. The men in charge 
of the work, Mr. Drury, the provincial 
commissioner, and Mr. Dalby, the 
misioner for the city, all admit — _ _
donbtedly qualified for the work, but it 
has been contended that better men could 
have been found to act as enumerators 
than those chosen. These critics point to 
no particular incident where the work was 
not 'thoroughly done, but stick to the 
assertion that better work could have 
been done with different men. The rea- 

however, why the population of this 
city appears so far behind that of Van­
couver probably lies in the fact that so 
many families have taken up their resi­
dence just outside the city limits. While 
the heads of these families work and 
have their places of business within the 
city limits, they are not included in the 
census returns for the city, but for the 
district. There are several little settle­
ments on the outskirts of the city where 
men engaged in the city have their place 
of residence. The larger of these 
those known as the Boieskine road sec­
tion, lying between the Saanich and 
Burnside roads, where there are at least 
a thousand residents: the Oak Bay sec­
tion, and the Pine streét section, lying 
between Victoria West and Esquimalt. 
Were these taken in the returns would 
show the city to be nearer the 25,000 
mark.

City Superintendent Eaton Ex­
plains Instructions Recently 

Given to Téachers.

The Schools Are Hereafter to 
Be Divided Into Three

The city superintendent in response to 
a request for a brief explanation of the 
recent change ' in the method of school 
organization, and the significance ef the 
instructions just issued by him to the 
teachers, says in effect:

“Six months ago the department of 
education prescribed a new course of 
studies comprising in three grades the 
whole work of the common or elemen­
tary schools. The three grades are de­
signated, junior, intermediate and senior. 
The junior grade work includes all the 
instruction given to the little folk from 
the time they enter school until they 
have conquered the initial and more me­
chanical difficulties of reading, writing 
and foundational arithmetic. The work 
of this grade is completed when the chil­
dren can read such literature as is con­
tained in their first readers, can write a 
fairly even, large copy hand, and can 
apply the four fundamental rules to 
numbers not larger than 100. Of course 
other instruction is correlated with these 
assignments.

“There is no time limit within which 
this work is expected to be accomplish­
ed; but when it is accomplished, at 
whatever time in the school year, the 
children cease to be junior grade pupils, 
and are thereafter designated as belong­
ing to the intermediate grade. This 
change of status may or may not be ac­
companied by a change of room or teach­
er; that will depend on circumstances 
wholly related to the question of accom­
modation. And as has been said, the 
promotion may take place at any time in 
the school year. There are no written 
promotion tests; bat the teachers’ judg­
ment, endorsed by the principal, who may 
orally examine the recommended pupils, 
determines whether the pupils are pre­
pared to take up the intermediate grade 
work. As it usually takes children from 
two to three years to cover the whole 
work of the grade, it is obvious that 
there cannot be a “promotion” every 
term or even every year in the case of 
the junior pupils, as was the case when 
the course was divided up into smaller 
grade units.

“Similarly the intermediate grade 
work may take from two to three years. 
It embraces the second and third readers 
and other correlated -Sork. The senior 
grade includes all the work required for 
High school entrance, and may also take 
from two to three years. Promotions 

from intermediate to senior grade may 
likewise occur at any time, whenever a 
pupil is ready to do' the advanced work; 
and this is determined without formal 
written examinations, by the teacher's 
intimate knowledge of the pupil’s general 
ability and attainments. It may be ex­
pected that there will be at the end of 
this term some pupils in each of the two 

lower grades ready for “promotion,” as 
the word is now used, and the lists of 
these in each school will constitute the 
only promotion lists. In all schools pu­
pils will be assigned to classrooms and 
teachers for the next year, not now, but 
at the beginning of the new term in 
August.” 1

Following is the text or the city super­
intendent’s instructions to the teachers 

“Since there are but three grades in 
the elementary school course, there can 
be only two grade promotions, from 
junior grade to intermediate and from 
intermediate to senior grade. As these 
grade promotions depend exclusively up­
on attainment, they may take place at 
any time in the year. Presumably there 
are a number of pupils in each school 
who have now completed the work of a 
grade, and -so are eligible for promotions. 
The pass liste of such pupils are to be 
based chiefly on the recommendation of 

the respective teachers, and no written 
promotion tests are to be applied except 
in subjects which, like writing and com-

NOTES ON DISHORNING.The dust now coming in, say, those 

who come in touch with it, is chiefly to 
pay the obligations for supplies advanced 
during the winter season by the big 
trading companies. The harvest time 
of the merchants is therefore opening 
also, and their pokes are beginning to 
fatten and their vaults fill in a way that 
will supply commercial quantities of the 
wealth for shipment to the outside by 
steamers to leave early in the season.

In the first days of this spring’s clean­
up wages were on nearly all the creeks 
in the Klondike $5 a day and board. The 
cause was the general scarcity of men 
for the clean-up season. Not a few of 
the big claims on .the creeks found it 
hal’d to get all the men .they wanted. 
Some paid $6 a day and board.

It was, however, not considered safe 
to spread a general alarm of scarcity of 
labor in the camp, for fear an influx of 
laborers might be created who, when 
they arrived, would probably find that 
with the passing of the wash-up season 
the extra crews taken on for that period 
had been to a large extent discharged 
and the market again more than supplied 
b$ the men already there.

The labor market is now said to be 
ample and there are, in fact, more men 
than are needed as many who were out 
prospecting have drifted into town and 
many have gone down the river.

A nugget valued at $1,020 and tipping 
the refined gold scales at 63% ounces, 
was found on Frank Fhiscntor’s claim, 
No. 2 Eldorado, a few days ago accord­
ing to the Dawson News. The value 
given is reckoned on the basis, of $16 to 
the ounce.

are Dishorning has rapidly grown in favor 
during the past few years, and at the 
present time it is commonly practised in 
many sections. The prejudice and ex­
aggerated ideas as to the severity of the 
practice are gradually giving way as in­
struments for doing the work improve, 
and farmers and dairymen become bet­
ter acquainted with the operation. In 
our own experience we have found it to 
be practical, rendering the animals, es­
pecially bulls, more quiet, and making 
them less capable of injuring each other 
or their attendants. During our first ex­
perience in dishorning the horns were 
removed with a saw. While the opera­
tion was successful, and no serious re­
sults followed, it required considerable 
time and was evidently quite painful to 
the animal. Later a pair of Keystone 
clippers were secured, and three cows 
and one bull were dishorned. It re­
quired but a second to remove a horn 
after the clippers were placed over it, 
and the whole time required for operat­
ing on a single animal did not exceed 
more than four or five minutes, except 
in case of the bull, where greater pre­
caution was taken to make the animal 
secure. All the -wounds bled at the time 
of the operation, but not to stich an ex­
tent as to cause the animals to show 
signs of weakness. They did not appear 
to be in much pain except at the mo­
ment the clipper was in process of clos­
ing. When taken to the stalls after the 
operation two of the cows ate as though 
nothing had happened, while the third 
refused a part of her feed for a day, but 
her usual appetite soon returned. The 
operation had a marked effect on the 
three-year-old bull. Previous to dis­
horning he was inclined to be ugly, but 
after the removal of his horns he was 
comparatively quiet and docile.

Complete records were kept of the 
yield of milk from the three dishorned 
cows for 20 days previous to the opera­
tion, also for 20 days following, and it 
is interesting to note that the decrease 
in the yield of milk from these cows was 
3.3 per cent, greater than for three oth­
er cows not dishorned and giving prac­
tically the same yield at the time of the 
operation, showing that the milk flow 
was but slightly affected. This differ­
ence might have been due, in part, at 
least, to some other cause. The simplest 
and most humane way of destroying the 
horns seems to be to prevent them 
from developing when the animals are 
young. This may be done by the use of 
caustic potash (in the form of sticks), 
which rapidly destroys the skin and oth­
er tissues when kept in contact with 
them. The method of applying the pot­
ash is very simple. The hair is clipped 
away from the young horn, so that the 
potash may come in immediate contact 
with the parts to be treated. The stick 
of potash is rolled np in a piece of pa­
per, so as to leave one end exposed. The 
exposed end is moistened slightly and 
robbed on the embryo horn for a few 
seconds, or until the skin begins to start, 
care being taken that the whole of the 
border is included in the treatment. A 
surface about three-fourths of an inch 
in diameter will cover the parts in calves 
a few days old. In our experiments, six 
calves have been treated; their ages 
ranged from three to 18 days. Healing 
soon followed the operation, and smooth 
polls have resulted in every case. The 
best time to apply the potash is between 
the fifth and tenth days, although if has 
proved effectual even on the eighteenth

Splendid Lot of Animals Ship­
ped From Canada for Use 

of Troops.

Gravé doubts were expressed today 
(June 3), says the Montreal Star, at 
Windmill Point as to the wisdom of ship­
ping the 800 army remount horses aboard 
the transport Iona for South Africa in 
the midst of a pelting rain storm. The 
many deaths which have occurred dur­
ing the previous transportation of horses 
from Montreal to South Africa made 
many present think that the greatest pre­
cautions should have been taken to get 
the animals aboard ,u the best possible 
condition, and that every possible 
safeguard should be taken to prevent the 
valuable animals from catching cold at 
the outset otf the voyage.

The animate stood in the rain this 
morning and considerable time had 
elapsed before they could all be shipped 
aboard. The majority were well soaked 
before they got from their stables ashore 
to their stalls on the Iona. It was im­
practicable to have the animals rubbed 
down and dried after they went aboard, 
so they will have to get comfortable af­
ter their bath as best they may.

It was said that the government would 
have to pay very heavy demurrage if the 
sailing of the ship was delayed.

The 800 horses which.today sailed for 
bouta Africa on thé.-Iona form a very 
valuable cargo. Experts who today 
watched with keen interest the shipping 
of the horses, remarked on the fine dis­
play of horse flesh and were of opinion 
that a finer collection of animals could 
not be obtained anywhere. An English 
officer, who happened to be present, was 
asked his opinion of the shipment, and 
replied;

“You could not get finer horses at Ald­
ershot.”

The horses, which were in excellent 
condition, were divided into three class­
es—artillery, infantry and cavalry. Some 
of the animals were of such superior 
quality that veteran horsemen present 
freely stated that their superiors could 
not be obtained anywhere.

There were just 800 horses put aboard, 
which fairly well teefêd the capacity of 
the Iona—850. It was after noon before 
the loading of the horses was complet­
ed. In batches of four the animals 
were brought from the stables at the 
Point and taken down to a gangway at 
the ship’s side. Here a large crowd had 
assembled, despite the rain, to watch the 
animals go aboard. Some of the horses 
proved stubborn and gave a little trou­
ble, but one by one they walked up the 
narrow gangway and into the hold of the 
ship, only to reappear, it they have good 
luck, when the Iona gets to South Af­
rica.

The bright new halters of different col­
ors on the horses made the scene a fairly 
cheerful one, despite the dismal weather. 
Col. Dent, Major Gore and Dr. James 
I raser, the veterinary expert, were all 
on hand to see the last of their Canadian 
purchases. To some experts present it 
seemed as though the horses purchased 
“‘London, Ontario, carried off the palm. 
The Ottawa horses were also very much 
admired.

The animals which sailed today on the 
Iona, valuing them at about £30 a 
P‘®te. ate worth in the neighborhood of 
*120,000. One of the Iona’s officers said 
that the steamship company received £20 
a head for every horse landed in South 
Africa, and £18 a head for those which 
may have died on the way. At these 
cost the government about $80,000 for 
transportation.

An officer of the Iona in today discuss­
ing a former experience in the shipment 
of horses, paid; ■

“If the Iona only has the good luck 
she had last time she took horses from 
Montreal to Africa, all wffl go well. We 
landed our cargo with the loss of only 
four horses, and «me of them died in the

LIVE STOCK FOR BALE.
Duncans Station. B. C, April 7, 1001.

The success of the recent auction sale 
of pure bred stock at New Westminster 
showed in the first place that the demand 
for stock of that kind is good, ln the sec­
ond- that there Is progressive spirit, in­
dicating also more prosperous times 
amongst our farmers that Is quite encour­aging.

A much larger proportion of the latter 
are willing to pay better prices for breed­
ing stock than they were three or four 
years ago.

The advantages of using a good sire over 
a poor one are so evident that It Is dif­
ficult to understand the policy of the stock- 
man hesitating to spend we will say $50 
more to secure a good hull. Granted that 
the two animals will cost the same to keep 
the difference, when divided by the num­
ber of young stock that he will get will 
make but an Inappreciable difference of 
cost per head, while at the end of two or 
three years the bull should still he worth 
buying at breeding prices.

At the same time many farmers have 
paid a fair price for a bull or a ram. and 
when they have no farther use for It. 
owing to varions reasons, they have been 
obliged to dispose Of them to the butcher, 
or to some one who did not particularly 
want to buy.

It Is with this ln view that the Dairy­
men’s Association propose to Issue through 
the columns of the Colonist a monthly list 
of stock for sale and thereby pnt buyers
