A Fernie Citizen Makes a Valu-
able Find..-Expert
Opinion.

The following interesting correspand-
ance appears in a recent number of the
Nelson Daily News:

Hditor The Daily News: On the 11th
inst. I sent a piece of shale to our pro-
vincial ‘mineralogist, 'to have it exam-
ined. I received the following reply:

Vetoria, Aung. 18.
Dear Sir: Your favor of the 11th
inst. has been referred to me. The sam-
ple of shale contains crude petroleum,
The clays sent would not be suitable;
they are too fusible.

Public Analyst and Assayer for B. C.
‘This petroleum bearing shale is found
at the base of the ‘Carboniferous range,
lying southwest from Fernie town.
These shales cau be truced as far as
‘Morrissey. Knowing something of the
habitat of petroleum, with a friend, I
went down the valley nine miles,:and
examined the rocks due west from the
IC.-P. R. depot at Morissey." ‘Calcareous
sandstone and light orous  limestones
strew the ground at this point. These
when struck with a hammer gave off a
peculiar oily odor, but different to the
odor given off by the shales tound nine
miles further up the valley. F&gdxn a
fine grained black rock in the ‘“wash,
I broke it and exposed its inner sar-
face to the rays of the sin. In a short
time it sweated oil. Near here the Car-
boniferous rocks come in contact with
the Cambrian,; and form with it a syn-
clinal basin, or trough. .

Mr. Virtue said: “I was aroused
about a quarter to seven by the call of
fire, and rushed up to the attic where
it was located. We did what we «could
with the fire extinguishers, but there
was quite a brisk breeze blowing, ‘and
I saw that so far as we were concerned
there was no good trying to stop the
blaze. We immediately telephoned for
the firemen, and commenced to get the
guests and their belongings out, In this,
we were, I think, very successful, as the
only one whose loss I think amounts to
very much was Mrs. Ladd, of Portland,
whose room was in.the top storey, and
I am afraid she has lost everything,
The fire department answered the call
very promptly, but a chemical engine
could not do much in such a case. The
men and neighbors worked to save what
they could, but practically everything
has been wiped out. The total loss will
be, I think, about $70,000; I alone had
upwards of $11,000 worth of stoek,
and all the insurance I have is $4,500.
The rate was almost prohibitive, being
8 per cent., and ag we had never had
anything happen I thought it was safe
enough.
