This is Col. Roosevelt’s second defeat
at the hands of the ‘“old d,”’, the
first having been:the legislature’s re-
fusal to pass the Cobb ct primary
bill, although Mr. Kdosebelt had: spec:
ially endorsed it. With his defeat to-
day, prospects f6r harmony within the
party in‘New York received a severe
setback, and as soon as Col. Roose-
velt heard the news he issued a state-
ment in which he enroleld himself as
a “progressive,” so far as the New

Today’'s action does.not necessarily
mean. that Col. Roosevelt will not be
temporary chairman after all.
