o of years the colonies represented a 
sort of back yard kitchen, they were 
very useful as a means of revenue 
but did not require much cultivation. 
The soil was new and rich and no one 
dreamed that money should be spent 
on then. But gradually it cafe to be 
realized that here and there were 
gathered together a little group of 
people who were steadfastly building 
homes and schools and churches, edu- 
cating and training their children to 
the best of their ability. Forests 
gave way to farms and mines and 
manufacturing plants were opened up 
and the commercial light which has 
been of inestimable value to the em-! 
pire came into being. So were form- 
ed the Commonwealth of Australia, 
New Zealand and the Dominion of 
Canada, and the various smaller colon- 
ies. An equally enterprising spirit 
was responsible for the addition 
brought about Britih India, British 
South Africa and a number of small 
islands and seaports to the empire. 
What then constitutes our duty to the 
Empire? We should without doubt 
cherish the best traditions of the past, 
but perhaps our greatest duty is to 
rule our own house wisely and well.

Not so long ago we had no country. 
We lived in a province, with a prov- 
ince or two to the west of us and be- 
yond that a vast amount of fresh 
water, a breadth of wild prairie and 
undeveloped and little known country 
stretching towards the Rocky Moun- 
tains in one direction and the North 
Pole in another. Today these terri- 
tories constitute the provinces of 
Manitoba, Alberta, Saskatchewan and 
British Columbia with a more or less 
settled country northward.
