Chipese immigration for twenty years to
come. Opponents of the measure fought
hard for the shorter limit of ten years, ‘but
could not carry it. Other ameadments,
intended to cripple the bill in varions ways,
were also voted down and it is likely to be-
come thelaw of the land.

There may be those amongst ourselves
who wiil say—*‘ what have we to do with
all this : what matter to us if the Yankees
choose to exclude Chipamen?”’ The an-
swer must be that the acton on the part of
our neighbors does matter very much to us
s we shall shortly discover. Stop the io-
flux of Chinese into California, and it

" will quickly flow into British Columbia in-
stead, that is, to a very large extent. The
prospect is not a cheerful one for Canada ;
we hold that immigration o1
Chinese would be one of the grentesf‘mis
fortunes that could befall the Dominion,
And for our fellow-subjects of the Aus-
tralian colonies the mattér is still more
serious. 'The Mongolian is not a desiruble
acquisition to any civilized country, except
on the theory that slavery and cheap labor,
or something to the same eff. ct, isa bles<ing
to the human race. From the comparative
proximity of Australia to China our kind-
red therewiil undoubtedly have to beal
the heaviest pressure of the undesirable
stream of Chinese emigration,
be shut out from the United States.
ready public opinion there is alive to
magnitade of the danger, and a very sirong
anii-Chinese agitation will surely follow
when the news is received that the tide is
turned away from American shores, to dash
jts encroaching waves upon British colon-
ies. -Still, there will be enough Chinest
left o make thingsvery uncomfortable for
the people of Canada, especiallv in the Pa-
cific province if we do not bestir ourselves.
The matter is one which ‘demands the im-
mediate attention of the Dominion govern-
ment. : i

To this the objection may be made that
we can do pothing in the premises, that
we cannat alter British treaties with China,
and Miat only the imperial government c
do anything. Somuch the more neud, we
reply, that the claims of Canada for a voice
in settling matters which so geriously con-
cern her should be pressed upon t' - tn-
perial authorities. .
