TWO CENT KATE ALL OVER THE 
U. S.

Old Three Cent Bate to Be Practi- 
lcally Abolished Across the Line, 

on July 1st.
Chicago, June 22.—The Inter-Ocean 

today says :
‘ ‘Passenger rates on all railroads of the 

United States will be reduced to two- 
ceuts a mile. The lowering of the price 
and complete abolition of the old three- 
cent rates will begin on July 1.

‘‘This was the ' decision reached in 
Chicago yesterday after a long and heated 
discussion by the leading railroad presi­
dents of all the Western and trans-con­
tinental roads.

“It was not a formal agreement, but 
is equally binding for two large loads 
doing a trans-continental business are 
said to have served an ultimatum to 
others that they would put the rate into 
effect immediately.”

BOW TO INEVITABLE.
Following the meeting, officials of sev­

eral of the roads admitted that they had 
been fbree to bow to public opinion and 
anti-railroad legislation. They said that 
no further fight would be made on the 
two-cent laws already passed, and that 
the roads would accept the inevitable.

Hard Luck Spoiled This Barn Rais

Chatham, Out., June 22.—Fdur men 
were severely injured in a succession of 
accidents at a barn-raising on the farm 
of Nelson Clark, Harwich.

John Houston was the first to sustain 
injury. A beam flew out of place and 
struck him, dislocating his thumb, and 
severely bruising his arm. Shortly after­
wards Albert Forham was standing on 
the ground, when a plate fell from the 
building and struck him on the knee. 
He was severely injured.

A few minutes afterwards ‘ William 
Scott and Samuel Suitor were standing 
on a plate when the building was jar­
red, and the two men were thrown to the 
ground 30 feet below. The plate fell al­
so, but luckily fell between them. Scott’s 
condition,is very critical ; he received a 
severe gash in his forehead, and was ren­
dered unconscious. Suitor also is in a 
very bad shape. He received a couple of 
broken ribs and internal injuries.

There is considerable doub.t whether 
the last two will recover.

The ex­
treme heat of midday, however, has not 
been quite a favorable for the transplant­
ing as growers desire, but they are mak­
ing the best of the opportunity, in putting 
out the crop. They find that the plants 
have acquired an exceptionally fine root 
during the time they were making slow 
progress, which will be very much in 
their favor when transplanted to the 
fields, as it should take less ‘time to over­
come the shock in transplanting:

robbery was discovered last night follow­
ing the arrival of Mr. and Mrs. Victoria 
Alexander G. Elliott, who were married 
in the presence of royalty at Westminster 
on May 6.

The groom, who is a son of the dean of 
Windsor and a godson of the late Queen 
Victoria, gave to his wife, who was Miss 
Daisy Langley, of Victoria, a large num­
ber of jewels and family heirlooms valued 
at $10,000, including miniatures of the 
late Queen Victoria, and lockets enclosing 
locks of hair of the late queen.

The couple left England by the steamer 
Empress of Britain on June 14 and the 
valuables mysteriously disappeared en 
route from a locked dispatch box placed 
inside a secured trunk.
