Search lights have become indispensable 
to steamers of all classes and in military and 
naval operations. By their use objects 
miles away can be revealed and illumined in 
the darkest night and their powerful beams 
of light can be thrown in any direction. 
One of the earliest applications of the search 
light in marine work was to vessels passing 
through Suez canal. Formerly the passage 
could only be made in daylight, and was 
very tedious and costly; now the electric 
light is at the service of every ship as it 
enters the canal, and the journey is, in near­
ly every case, pursued uninterruptedly. A 
most excellent innovation has been made by 
the Suez canal authorities, who have pro­
nounced that it shall be obligatory after Oc­
tober 1 next on all vessels passing through 
the canal by light to employ an apparatus 
for dividing the light of the projector into 
two divergent rays. Approaching vessels 
may, by this means, travel right up to each 
other without their respective helmsmen 
being blinded. The diverging apparatus 
which is to be used has been devised by 
of the agents of the company.

Swiss Nut Cake.

In Good Housekeeping for June occurs 
this rather novel recipe for cake:

So make your will,
Then eat your fill.

The solid portion of this concoction may 
be made by any favorite rule for jelly or 
layer cake. Each house holder has her own 
method. For the filling, cook in a double 
boiler one pint of milk and one cupful of 
sugar. Make one tablespoonful of corn­
starch smooth with two tablespoon fuis of 
milk, pour over; the sweetened hot milk, 
stir constantly, pour back and let it boil 
until thick. Now draw hack from the fire, 
let it cease to boil and heat in the yolks of 
three large eggs or four small ones. Let it 
cook without boiling until it thickens but 
does not curdle. While it is cooling prepare 
a rounded cupful of hickory nut meats (but­
ternuts would do, hut less quantity should be 
used, as they are rich), saving out the un­
broken halves to use on the top of the cake. 
These nuts should not be pounded but ground 
in a small mill which is made for this and 
similar purposes. When the filling is nearly 
cold, beat in these ground meats together 
with one tablespoonful of vanilla extract. 
When the cake is cold use this mixture for 
filling between the layers. Garnish the top 
with a soft icing flavored with lemon, and 
edge it with à beading of the half nuts. Put 
another row or two within the outer, if you 
like, but it will be sufficiently rich without 
that. No more toothsome cake than this 
was ever made.

FURNITURE BUSINESSCare of Brood Mares.

A writer in the Breeders' Gazette thinks 
that one of the greatest detriments to horse 
breeding is that farmers, as a rule, do not 
realize the importance of kind and gentle 
treatment of the mares in foal. He firmly 
believes that the destiny of the future horse 
is to a great extent determined while in the 
mother’s womb. A great deal is said about 
stunting the colt the first year of his life; 
he believes there is more at stake while the 
fœtus is being formed than at any time after­
ward. He Bays it is a well known fact that 
the colt takes its constitution and disposition 
mainly from the mother, and thus it follows 
that it is of the greatest importance to give 
careful attention to the brood mare in every 
respect. A slight chill or other mishap, 
even if it does not cause a miscarriage, is 
liable to check the growth of the fœtus. It 
is all the better to work a brood mare with­
in a few weeks of her time, but the practice 
of putting her through all kinds of work, 
weather and condition, is very foolish and 
unjust. It should always be seen to that 
they are provided with dry, comfortable 
quarters, and supplied with good nourishing 
food. Unless careful attention is given the 
animal that has double work to do, there 
will be a draining of the vitalizing powers 
and each organ cannot properly perform its 
duty. Mares Are oftentimes allowed to be­
come thin in flesh towards spring; this is the 
time when special attention is needed in 
order to give the mare full strength to pre­
vent a backset at foaling time, and also to 
start the young colt on a healthy career.

Any shed that will fur­
nish these requisites and 18 inches of chaff, 
sawdust, fine charcoal, cut corn, fodder, or 
straw packed bard and tight under, on all 
sides and above the ice, with both gable 
ends open, will keep the ice better than a 
$250 stone building, says one who claims to 
have tried it, in the Philadelphia Farm 
Journal.

In 
times like these the merchant ought to pay 
out his cash just as fast as he takes it in.

If he does this—if he 
shows a disposition to do all he can, he has 
a right to expect favors from his jobbers, 
and will doubtless receive them. Don’t hold 
money in banks when you owe it. Pay it 
out and thus help to keep the business 
world moving.
