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cuffieicnt time, until death gocurs, for the booe to absucb and
bedome soft. Prof, Williams, Principal of the New Veterinery
College, Edinburgh,recommends a very -uituble way of getting
reientificslly at the disease. The skin is bared from the-
ckull immediately over the spot to which the movements of
the sherp divect an cxpericnced man. A little ciroular saw,
called a trephin-, is used to remove a minate round piceo of
th- bane Al detachrd pi-ces are then washed carefully out,

the external covering of the brain not yet having becn broken,
Piercing in the uwwal way througl the brain tv reach the
baz is then done with comparative safety.  In districts mach
subject tn this di.case the skulls of dead sheep should be
broken up and buried with quicklime io acompust heap, The
dogs ought to be dosed regularly with areca nut. This frecs
them from tape worms, and lessens the risk of sheep picking
the embryos up with the grass,

SCUUR OR DIARRHEA.

In sheep, but more especially iu lawbo, this Is oftcn caused
by various parasitic worms attaching themseloes to the 1nner
surface of the stumach and bowels. There they hive, by
absorbing what ought to go to nourish tbe sheep and set up
irritation. As a cure, 0o better or simpler remedy can be
bad then turpentine, A sheep is very casily choked, and
turpentine is one of the most dangerous drugs to administer,
ot only from its highly irritating and searching nature, but
from the fact that it will hardly mix with any ordinary drcoch.
The administration must be done with great care. The
turpentioe 1} to 3 oz} should be thoroughly sosked into a
little dry meal, and this again mized io cold gruel, oil, or
even water, and may then be given with perfeot safety. The
turpentine at the same time destroys those long white hairlike
worms in the windpipe (strongylus filaria) which cause husk
or hoose, and which are so very common amongst lambs.
Their presence is evinced by a peouliar cough. Although it
may not go so far as to cause death, it retards progress.

The above lccture is worthy of the attention of all sheep-
masters, Last spring, there were hundreds of sheep in this
district (Sorcl) suffering from that loathsome disease, the
scab, and no attempts were made by their owners to cure
them. Sheep, as well as horsey, suffer sometimes for weeks
from intexnal parasites without any notice being taken of
the complaint, and us for diarrhwa, therc is hardly a farmer
who does ot lose ounc or two lambs every summer frum it
Axs few men, here, keep more than tin or twelve cwes, the
lose of two lambs is, in reality, cqual ‘0 16 €7, of the tutal
increase.
