Lo the Edior of the Taor Witnsss and Post:

Sir,—To those of your readers who havs
not visited thiz newly developed State of the
Far West, u fow descriptive lines from one of
its moet .important and piclaresque cition
may prove interesting. Colorado Springs
was first ¢ located” In 1871, and in the slevon
yenss rince the city was first plotted upon
the. open pralrie, there has been n
steady growth. . The Incorporators restricted
that this should ‘be a strictly temperate town,
and by religiously adhering to this plan and
catrying it out thers i8 now . presented in
Colorado 8prings a city of six thousand in-
habitants, which §s siogularly free from the
vices usually tound in moest western cities,
sud which can troly boast of a reftnement
which compares javorably with that found in
msuy an eastern towa. It deserves all the
prolse Iavished on it by enthuslastic visitors
aad con’ented inbubitants, and muy well be
proud of ti.e rcputation it has earned as &

health resort apnd pleasant clty to re-
glte in. Thore comirg here to alle-
viate or get rid of the uills which
fish i3 heir to" will find in it

city of comiorts, fair living and cheerful,
bonliby houses. There i8 no emoke frem
largs uanufacturing establisbments to potson
tho air, ard no roisy paved etrcets to deafen
tie ear. i

The situation of the city wus wisely chosen.
The town liss on &n elovated platean with
giound just rolling enough to make it inter-
esting. Far away to the cast and southrolis
an ocean.-like prairie, fading awayinto an un-
geen distance. To the north-west and only
a few miles away tower the Roocky
Mouutain ronge, with many of the
peaks covered with snow most of the year.
Amopg the greater peaks is that of the his-
toricul #Pikee,” which cun bo seen from the
distant prairies when approachingit for a dis-
tance of nearly two hundered miles. The lowor
foot hille, which seem to bo climbing towards
the ygreater mountsains in resr of them, are for
the wost part rounded und graceful, and are
ever varying in hues and colors ag the houra of
the dav change. Atearly morn the sun, rising
from its prairis bed far in tho east, touches
Pikes Perk with gentle toys of light, which
traneform that bold hesdland into s slops ot
dazzling beauty. As those who live upon
the ren coast never tire of thelr view, 80 those
who live here never wenry of wvoticipg the
changes wrought upon 1besge Colorado monp-
talns by time and seasnus.

Nor are tho plaine o the east the dull
stretches some wodld imagine Lenve the
Spripgs carly in the morning on horseback
and ride over the rolling hills, which seem
like tho immense waves of the ccean ; around
ono are grazing caftle ionumerable, ever
mowling, ever feediog, dotting tho pralrle in
every diroction. Here and there wo come
upor a city of praicie dogs, wio give their
warning bark as the rider appronches, and
disappear into their holes with the rapidity
ot lghtning, leaving only the solitary owl,
flitting from one covert to another, snd with-
In casy range of either ravolver or shot gun,
This particalar species of owl llve in tho enme
holes with the prairie degs and alwayd seem
to be on the best of terms with thelr carnivo-
rous rcom mates. e may tide on and en
until far out upon this sea of land we stund
alone with nothiog to remind oz that there is
such a thing In existence as clvilization,
Here are no ditches, no walls, no fences, no

beaten roads to interfere with the rider.

But Colora+e Springs does not ulons enjoy
a delightfs nituation, «s the city Is excel-
lently planas-* {16 straetr; running at right
angles to oue -antber, nre straight and of an
averago widiu ol fiom 125 to 150 foet. Most
of the avennt 4 Fave a double row of trees
planted cdown thelr centre, and every
streot iz slinded by cotton trees on eithor
Bide. There  are many  bandsome
stone blocks of buildings in the business por-
tion of the city; o very handsome Opern Houso,
whichis in 2 great many respects supovior in
its appointments to our own Acsdowyof Music
and {8 owned by a small syndicate of mon who
made their fortunes almostin a doy out of
the «“ Robert E. Lieo” mine, Tho head oflices
of the D. & Rio Grande Ii,R., aro located
here, and mcst of the officers, Including the
President and Vice-President livo here,
A new hotel (joint stock) Is
belpg erected and will coat $150,000
when completed. Thore are published a
mornipg and evopine paper, besides pumor-
ous weekly oncs. We have churches of
every decomination. The Catholles are
finishing a handsome and roomy new oune,
and expect to occupy 1t within tw, wecks,
Here lot me remazk that when finished there
will be no mortgsge hangiog over it every
dollar to complete it being subscribed and
paid in before the contfructors commenced it,

There is no drupkennees outslde of private
houses, no galooung, nor gambling rooms, a very
comfortable club sed a Landsomse ene being
built, A new Athletic Arsociation has been
formed nnd have purchased a tract of ground
a8 large as that occupied by our own Sham-
rock Lacrosse Club. Tho fire department is
& volunteer one, most of the young mon hero
taking great pridein belonging to it. They
bave woekly tarnoutain the evenings to ehow
thelr proficlency and, us the water supply is
excellent, they always manage to glve a good
asccount of themselves when A firo occurs,
which 1a seldom.

The drives are many and varled, the princi-
pul one being to Maniton, rome five mliles
dJdistant, which I called the Baratoga ot the
West from the numerous mineral 8prings
which it contains, and the beanty and fashion
congregated there during the season at its
1arge hotels, ‘

Houses are being erected here in all direc—
tions, notwithstanding tbis fact house rtents
are high, Mechanjcs and artisans get high
wages snd are very Ecarce. Good workmen
csn almost command thelr own price. Stone-
cuiters are paid from $4.50 to $5 peor diem,
carpenters $3 50 to $4, bricklayers $4.50,
ordinary laborems $2 to $2.50.

This place has quite a percentage of Eog-
lish people liviog in it, in fact, to be his-
torical, I believe it 14 necessary to say
Englishmen founded IE.

There are no “Farms” hers, Whether a
man owns 5 acres of land which he works, or
$0,000 acres, it i3 called a “ranche.” We
bave oattle ranches, hay rauncher, chicken
rauches, sheep ranches, &c, &0, Every sec-
ond map, whether he be engaged in mercan-
tile or proieseional pursults, has some Inter-
e8t in a mine, and will give you to understand
that by showing Lim a #specimen” he can tell
you exactly what guantity of gold or sllver,
copper or galena it will assay to the ton,

A PEN.AKD-INK BKETCH OF MICHAEL
DAVITT.

Speakicg of Mr. Michael Davitt’s appear-
apco in Liverpool, the Kelo of that clty
gaysd :—

It 1g difficult to think of Michael Daviit in
convict’s attlre and amid a couvict's sur-
roundings. He said last night it is to Eng~
land’s shame that he ever occupled that un~
plesgant position; and npot a few will be
disposed to agree with bhlm. He has been
desciibed as stony and saturnine, and by
harsher critics as & biliovs and discontented
revolutionist. But certainly neither of thege
descriptions fit the gentlemsanly-looking
young man who gracefully bowed his way on
to the platform of the League Hall, am!id the
tremendous applange of & most congenial
audlence. Mr. Davilt 18 abova middle
stature, of & lithe figure, too busy to
become stout; dark ot complexion, with
the high cheekbones of his race;
coal-black bair, bheavy moustacke, and
side-whiskers. His eyeaare small, but bright ;
nnd the expression of his countenance, while
determined, 18 ag pleasanc a3 that of most of
his enemies. : Clad in dark coat and walst-
coat, with 1ight trongers, he wore a flower in
his batton-hole, and certainly bore few out-
ward traces of his prison life. The empty
coat sleeve and the difficulty experienced in
turning over the leaves of his manuscript re-
vealed the loss which to him snd ths cause
he represents is a certaln gain.- Holding his
manuscript in one'hand it i8 unnecessary to,
stato that hisactlon was 'limlted in‘the elo~ .
quent motions ol bis body; but the flashing
sve, the erect head, the firm, earnest’ voloe, -
occasionally thrilled with scorn, lent to the'"
rending & sufficlent vyarlety of emphasls,
His manner, as his malter, was moderate and
unylelding; and as he ‘pledges bimsgelf to
devote his lifé to hia plan of ¢The Land
for the People,” his labours and inflzences
must play an important part in the foture.
