1HE PENALTIES OF CRIME.

MURDERER SENTEXCED TO DRATH—
HEAVY SENTENCE ON A BURGLAR AT
THE WELLAND ASSIZES.

WELLAND, Qut. 2 — At ths Welland assizes
to-dsy John alins iuichk  Donohue was
charged with burglarizing the premises of
W, Goldstein, in Quelice, ta Fehruary, 1852,
und atealing therefrom noereshanm  pipes,
cigar holders, ete., to 3 large amount, The
principal witness was Wm. Hampton, whn
gave evidence yesterday in the civil suit of
the United States Express Company against
Donohue, and who was Douohue's pal in the
crime. r'he jury tock only fifteen minutes
to find him guilty, and the judge immediately
sentenced him to seven yoars in Kingston
Penitentinry. The  grand jury  has
brought in three other indictments against
John Donohue for rveceiving o large
amount of property, knowing it to have been
stolen. John Esterbes, churged with the
murder of his brother, Alex. Esterbes, a:nd
his sister-in-l:\w.\Leafy Esterbes, was tried
here to-dny. The particulars of this case are
still fresh in the mind of the public, and is
one of the most horrible crimes on the pages
of the history of our country. <The families
of both the murdered man and woman were
in court and seemed to take the affair in o
matter of fact way. A great deal of evidence
wes taken tending to bring the orime home
to the prisoner, and the jury retired at 11
p.m. At 1145 they returned into courtand
renaered a verdict of guilty, The judge
sentenced the prisoner to be hanged on the
30th day of November, 15856, The prisoner
received the sentence unmoved,

A TEXAS TRAGEDY.

GALvEsTON, Texas, Sept. 29, —An Austin
specinl 5 s that o tragedy was ea.cled there
i Sund1y night, in which a negro man aud
three pegro women were brutally murdered
w having their skuils crisheax with an axe.

Danham, editor of the Texas Court Reporter,
wed ogcupicl a havty in the rear of his
premiscs.

It appears that the assassin entered
the room of the sleeping occupanta
through & window, and hefore any

of them awoke succeeded in atriking all four
of them on the head withan axe. Seizing
Grace Vance he dragged herthrough the win-
dow, threw her over the fence, then pulled
her through the weeds across the vacant lot
to a stable seventy-five yards from the shunty,
where he knocked her senseless. She muat
have recovered consciousness, as evidences of
a denth struggle are abundant. He, however,
overpowered her and batterei he. to a
jelly with a brick, and apparently while
life and

she was struggling hetween
death outraged her. While the fiend was
committiog the horror Lucinda Buddy

hnviny recovered somewhat from the blow
she hud received regained strength sufficient
to get up and light & lamp. Tre assastin
eeeing the light returned und sticking his
head in the window cursed the woman and
ordered her to put out the lizht. Oa seeing
him the woman screamed, and ran from the
haildisg. e leaped through the window,
put the Jight out and followed and overtook
he flaeing woman just as she got to the front
zate, where another desperate ctruggle
vosued, during which Mr. Dunham, wh»
wes awskened hy the woman's screams,
whrew open his front door, Not kuowing
th-t marder had been committed, and
thinking the disturbance was simply a row,
he levelled his gun at them withoai intention
of ghooting and ordered them to cease their
uoise. Tne womnag, after a desporate strug-
gle, freed herself from the assassin, and ruu-
ning to Mr. Duntham, threw l_wr arms araund
him wud implored his protection, saying that
the wm o harl murdered everyone iu the shanty.
The murderes Hed, und Mr, Danham callwi
neizhburs to assist him in eatehiryg the mar-
derer, who was in a thicker a few tneks baek
of the house, He was followeii by several
persons and u number of shots were fired

ut  him without eftect.  Grave YVance
waa dend when found. Sam Washington f
died in the hospital thia morning. Patty?

Cibson and Lucinda Buddy are in the hospi-
tal. Thero nre hopes that Lucinda will re- !
cover, but nonme for Patty. All the victims
were terrinly gashed in the hend and facs.
The details of the crime resembles closely
those of the murder of Mary Roiney and her
daughter a fow weeks ago, and it is generally
believed that the sume fiend comitted both
acts. Iotense excitement prevnils among the
whites and blacks at the repented crimes in
the capitol city, which seem to be directed
sgaingt white and colored servants. The jury
at the iuquest vendered a verdict against &
negro named Dockiwood.
