TRADE DEPRESSION.

REFORT OF THE ROYAL CCMMISSION ON THE
STATE OF BRITISH TRADE.

LoxpoX, Aug. 3.—The final report of the
commission appointed by the Couservative
Goverament in 1885 ta enquire into the
cauaer of the depression in trade, will an-
nounce that the commission has not found
any evidence of depression as regurda restric-
tion of trading operations. The vnlume of
British trade bas incroased more than com-
mensnrately with the growth of the popula-
tion. Low prices and the consequent dim-
inisbed profits comstitute the culy evidence
of depression. There has been a greatly
prolongad period of over-production, ow-
ing to ® vast iucrease of woalth in the
country. The commission doas not believe
the legisiatica rvegarding labur haa in-
jured trade, and deprecates an jucrease in
the number of hours of labor and s dimuni-
tion of wagea, The reporc distinctly favors
trades uniona. The commission considers
the recent failure of agricultural production
the main if nut the sole cauae of the dimuni.
tion of tho home trade, which otherwise, the
commission believes, would be in a satisfac-
tory condition, The condition of the work-
ing classes, the report says, has greatly im-
proved in the past tweaty years. Competi-
tion both in the home and foreign trade is
grestly increased, especially as regsrds Ger-
many, whose trade is improving, and preas-
ing England closoly at home and abroad.
No fiscal alteration is snggested, snd no re-
ference is made %o protecticn or reciprocity.
The commission urges that British factors
adopt their manufactures to the necessities of
foreigyn markets, in which respect, the com.
misaion says, Germany excels,

T0 GET RID OF COCKROACHES.

A correspondent writes as followa: 1
bheg to inform you of an easy, clean and
certain method of eradicating those loath-
some insects from dwelling houses. A few
yeurs ago my house was infe:tel with cock-
roaches (or *clucks,” as they are called
here), and I was recommended to try
cucumber peslings as a remedy. 1 accord-
ingly, immediately before bedtime, sirewed
the Hioor of those parts of the liouse most
intested with the vermin with the green
peel, cut wot very thin, from the cucumw-
ber, and sat ap hall an  hour
Iater than usual to watch the effect, He-
‘ore the expiration of that time the Hoor
where the peel lay was completely covered
with cockroaches, so that tho vegetable
could not be seen, 8o vorsciously wery they
engaged in sucking the poisonous moistare
from it. 1 andopted the suwe plan the fellow-
ing night, but iy visiters were not nesr so
numerous—1 should think nov more than a
fourth of the previous night. Ou the third
night I did not discover oue ; but, spxious to
ascertain whether the housu wus yuite clear
of them, I examined the peol after I had laid
it down wsbont half an hour, and perceived
thst it wsas covered with myriads of minnte
cockroaches nbout the size of a flea. I there-
fore allnwed the peel to remain till morning,
and from that moment I have not seen a cuck-
rouch in the house, It is u very old building,
and I can assure you thet the aliove remedy
only requires to ba persevered in for three or
fiur nighta to completely eradicate the peat.
1t should be fresh cucumber peel every night.

roadeide, nr nrovides a fountain at which

Provide shade. How instinctivaly we
seak the abadow when the sun ls pouring its
hot rays on the dry mad perching earth. If
the pastare is not provided with @ trees,
in a ooavenient locality est four, rix
or eight supports, scross which place
atraw or grass, and thus in a brief time and
with little labor muke = shade in which
animals can rest from the heat of the sun, to
the great comfort of themselves and benefit
to thair owners.
Remove the harness from the horses in the
hot day whenever you desire to give them: a
full, free rest, and once during the day, pre-
ferably st night, a thorough currying and
grooming will not only give rest, but will do
about as much towards improving the ani.
mal’s condition as will the oats.
Examine the harness on your working team,
and you will discover that blinds, check.reins
and cruppers are simply torturing contrivan-
oes, aerving no usefal purpove. Tuke them
sll off for the oconvenience of yourielves
and the comfort of the horses, Keep the
stable well ventilated and free from the
strong ammoaia, which is injuricns to the
eyes. Asaist the animals to protect them-
salvea agninst flies, feed regularly, hitch in
the shade, and remember that the cars which
will give comfort tothe lower animals will
make them doubly profitable to their ownnere,
aside from the humane bearing opon the snb-
ject.

INCOMMODED BY SUPERFLUOUS FAT

The condition known as corpulence, or
obesity, consists in a tenden:y to the furma-
tion and dcposit of fat. A certain amount
of this deposit isnormal. It is an eletnent
of beauty, rounding out the form, It
lesaens the eilect of sudden chaogez of
temperature. Ii is o rererve oi nntriment to
be drawn upon iu emergencies, thus syving
the muscles und other tissues. Some persons
inherit a tondency to it- Some races ure
more liable to it than othera. \Women are
more so than men. Both sexea are more
inclined to it after the age of 40. There are
individuoal casea of extrems obesity. A boy
at the age of 8 weighud 124 pounds, agirl 182
at 12. A woman who was thin and delicute
at 18 died at 41 with some eight inches of fat
around her body. The famous Dapiel Lam-
bert's maximum weight was 739 pounds.
Much the largest part of the body in thess
persons waa pure fat.

In all caves of obesity there is u deficiency
of oxygen in the blood, either absolutely or
relatively to the amount of food. Exceas of food
tenda to produce i, and yet some are corpu-
lent on & spare ciet. Lack of exercise favors
it by leasening the oxidation ot the tissues,
It 15 alno produced by disease, which dimin-
ish the number of red blood corpuscles. It
is the latter thut absord oxygea from the in-
spired sir and convey it to the tissucs,

According to Quain, very corpulent people
have large hearts wnd amall lungs. This
may help to explain the deficiency of oxygen,
1t hus also quite vecently b:en proved that
women have fewer, by many millions, of red
blood corpuscles than men. This, too, muy Le
one reason for their grester tvndenay to cor-
pulence, As the muscles becono infilirated
with fat, they are weakeoed, Hence cerpu-
lent persouns are apt to be indispoeud ta active
exercise, 11 the same reason the heart
is rendered teeble and ie ewsily disturved.
The deficiency of oxygen tends ta the for-
wation of urie scid, and hence to the pro-
ducttan of gout. The very corpulent are
specinliy liable to various terms of conges-
tion, 1l acute diseasos aruv apt to have an
anfuvorable course,

1o trenting the corpulent, regard muat be
had to the fact that their heart is weak,
The main reliance for reducmy the obesity
is on dict und exercise. The latter increases
the power of the blool tv take up oxygen.
The more oxygen obe cun receive the
better, if kept well withic the person’s
atrength, and the capacity of a weakened
heart. The diet should contain but little
fatty or atarchy food, and much animail food
—lean meats, fizh, but not the richer kinde ;
also fresh fruits, vegetables sui brend, with
only a moderate allowance of butier. Alka-
line wazer ia believed to bs helpful.— Fouth’s
Companion.
