PROVISIONS CONCERNING THE APPLICABLE LEGISLATION

ARTICLE IV

General Rule

Subject to the provisions of Articles V to X:

(a) an employed person who works in the territory of a Party shail, in respect of that

work, be subject only to the legislation of that Party;

(b) a self-employed person who ordinarili' resides in flie territori' of a Party and who

works for his or her own accounit in thie teritory of the other Party or in flic

territonies ofboth Parties shall, in respect of that work, be subject only to the

legisiation of the first Party;

(c) a person who is neither an enxployed person nor a self-employed person and who

resides in the territory of a Party shah be subject only to the legisiation of that

Party.

ARTICLE V

Detached Workers

An eimployed person who is subject to the legisiation of a Party' and who is sent by bis or

her employer to work i the territory of the other Party for dlie saine or a related employer

shail, in respect of that work, be subject only to the legisiatio of the fit Party as though

that work was, perfonned in its territory. In flic cam of an assigoment, this coverage may

flot be maintained for more than 60 months without flie prior consent of the competent

institutions of the Parties.
