The charges per conversation over the long-distance lines are rated according to
distance from 5 cents to 40 cents for 8-minute connaction, with charge of 5 cents
p,-r minute beyond this limit.

We, the committe appointed by the county council of Prince Edward te
mamorializa the goverument re telephone service, beg leave to saiy after inquiry and
careful consideration that the general sentiment of the county council, and the
people, particularly of thosewho have paid attention to the question is unanimous
in favour of the government having control of the trunk or long-distance telephone
lines.
