
INDIAN ACT 197

Add to Paragraph 19:
“That where Indians themselves are examined they are chosen for their 

ability to lead in the field and all Civil Service technicalities be done away with.
8. Redistribution of all Indian agencies having regard only to separate 

nations of Indians.
If one agency is too large divide into subagencies of that nation of Indians.”
