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What 1 want for Christmas is an opportunity for this
country to show its mettie without the degradation of excessive
taxation. 1 want a government that will sit down with the
provinces and municipalities and determine under what tax
level this country can prosper. 1 want a long-term and intelli-
gent assessment of this nation's capability to pay taxes. 1 want
a government that understands that over-taxation and over-
expenditure is degrading and debilitating to this country.

This situation is probably like the littie girl blowing out the
candies on her cake. She is told to make a wish. She knows
dammed wcll she is not going to get it, but at least she has the
right to wish. That is ail we in this House have left, the right to
wish for an intelligent appraisal of the capability of the nation.
That is aIl we have Ieft to wish for this Christmas.

1 regret very much there has been a House agreement which
requires that we stop this debate and proceed to finish this hi!!,
which really does little if anything for Canada. However, it is a
principle wc wiIl espouse. In co-operation with that agreement,
1 thank you very much.

Mr. Lapointe (Charlevoix): Mr. Speaker, 1 understand that
we wiII go through aIl stages and pass this hi!! before six
o'c!ock, so I wouîd now ask you to go into Committee of the
Whole.
