Heat and Power Cons., the Shawinigan Co., the Bell Telephone Co, and

the Northern ZElectric Company.

Although not mentioned 2t the time of the appeal, this building was a
very wgent necessity and its cost was born partly by the General Hospi-
tal, who provide the maintenance., Amount here shown is cost to MeGill,
