The short purind intervening between the two meetings of the \'mlr'\. would not allow 6f a more detailed statemert tha:. the ‘U”m\'iug; a similar one for each year has been:submitted
to the \'v.\tr_\‘ for the last five years.
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There 1s but one Servant employed constantly at the Cemetery, at 42/ per aunum, but during the epidemic’last year much additional assistance was required ; when bodies are
removed either from the old Burial Ground in the C ity, or from the I(uenmg Vault, und for repairing the roads in the Spring and Fall, it1s also necessary.
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
