LONDON, Dec. 26—A Montenegrin
official statement received at Paris
late dast night says: “On Dec. 23, our
Sanjak army, -in - continuance of its
offensive, atacked the enemy towards
Loponatz, Affer a severe struggle
the enemy was completely repulsed and
driven back on Bjelopolje, leaving
on ithe field five hundred dead. We
took prisoner one hundred men, in-
cluding a captain. 7

“On the other fronts there have been
artillery duels and infantry combats.”

The -Montenegrin official statement
issued at ILondon yesterday reads:as
follows:

“There has heen little change in the
Montenegrin front since December 21,
The Austrians are entirenching on the
eastern front in Sanjak. = They have
driven. away the whole civilian popu-
lation from the right bank of the Tara.

“The enemy attacked our positions
near Berane, but were repulsed with
heavy losses, leaving behind a large
number of prisoners from the 19th
Hungarian Battalion.”

Position Was Retaken.

PARIS, Dec. 26, 4.55 p.m.—The fol-
lowing official Montenegrin statement
concerning the progress of hostilities
was igsued today:’

“Combats Friday . along the entire
front of the Sanjak army were with=
out result for the enemy, who also
were repulsed near Voutchide. After
a hot fight the Austrians captured our
positfon of Raskova Gora which we
retook by a vigorous counter-attack.
taking a number of prisonérs and a
quantity of material.”

TWO MEN FOUND DEAD
. WITH S TURNED ON

William Barber and William Scott
Found on Floor of Room on
Christmas Day

FAILED TO LIGHT GAS

Evidently Had Intended to Heat
Room by, Burning Jet and
«Small Heater,

William Barber, 50 years of age, and
William Scott, 65, were found dead,
asphyxiated by Zas, in their rooming-
house, 2 Trafalgar avanue, at 5 o’clock
on Christmas evening| Tie discovery
was made by Richard Hunt, anether
roomer. Not having seen the men all
Gay Mrs. Jane Hayes, the landlady,
asked Hunt to £o to Barber’s room and
see if he was in. When he entered
the room he found the zas jet on a
heater turned full on‘and two men ly-
ing dead on the floor. A doctor was
summoned and it was found that they
bad been dead for some hours. The
bodies were removed to the mnorgue,
and the chief coroner notified. It is not
Kknown yet if an inquest will be held,

According to the police the twe
men had been out together cn Friday
all day, and returned to the Lxnouse
about six o’clock in the evening. Mra.
Hayves states that at that time she
noticed they had-taken. drink. Abour
1 o'clock Christmas morning the in-
mates of the  house noticed a
strong  smell of gas coming from
Barber’s room and Alfred Jenner, of
the 123rd Battalion entered and found
the gas escaping from the heater and
the jet on the wall. He turned the gas
off and asked the men why the jets
were on, but did not get a satisfactory
answer. Jenner told the police that the
men then appeared to be intoxicated.
The only explanation that can be
given of how the men met their death
is that they -had intended to heat the
room by burning the gas from the
heater and the jet on the wall, but had
failed to light them. The police state
that as the room is not heated this is
probably how they came to meet their
death.

An inquest was held at Toronto Jail
on Christmas Day by Coroner Dr. G.
B/ Smith on' the body of William
Wright, address unknown, who died
in the' General Hospital from enlarge-
ment of the heart.

. LONDO Dec. 27.—It has practi-
cally been®flecided that the Skouloudis
cabinet will remain in power for  the
present, Premier Skouloudis - having
deferred to King Constantine’'s desire
to make no change, at least before the
chamber reassembles, on Jan. 24. This
information was given to The Times
correspondent at Athens by the pre-
mier, who also said that should events
render it advisable the chamber would
he convoked before that date,

According to the Saloniki corres-
pondent of The Times, there is con-
siaerable conjecture as to how the
Germans will solve the knotty prob-
lem of introducing Bulgarian troops
inrto Greek Macedonia without offend -
ing Greece, and, at the same time,
satisfy Bulgarian exigencies, which, it
is reported, stipulate that all territo-
