Factory of Dominton Paper Box Co, Com*
pletely . Gutted — Toronto Electrical
Company’s Stock Badly Damaged—

The fire flend pald Toronto a New Year's
visit last night and caused damage that
will amount to about $50,000. The con-
flagration was in the old Empire Building,
8840 Adelalde-street west, oecupied prin-
cipally by the Dominion Paper Box Co..and
Hy. 8. Thornbury & Co., electrical supplies, |
The bullding was a handsome five-storcy
prick structure and was badiy gutted.
While fighting the fire three firemen were
hurt more or less seriously.

The blaze was discovered a few wmiautes
pefore 6 o'clock by Policeman Robert
Beatty and George Hussey, 64 Manning-
ayenue. They rushed around the corner
to Bay-street Fire Hall and gave an alarm.
Beatty irst saw the fire through a window
in the easc end of the basement. It cast
a bright reflection upon the glass, but svem-
ed to be only a small blaze. When he got
buck from the tire hall the flames had dart-
ed up the boist, and smoke was Issuing
from the third storey.

Secretary Olney Has Triumphed Over
Sir Julian Pauncefote.

Vice-President  Stevenson Placed the
British Ambassador Ahead of Himself
at Social Funetions, But Mp. Olney’s
Acute Legal Mind Discovered That This
Was All Wrong— The Vice-Presidentis
the Biggest Oyster in the Skillet When
the President is Away.

New York, Jan, 13.—A Washington de-
spatch to The Tribune to-day says:

Vnder the Cleveland Administration, Mr.
Steyvenson® declined to assert his preroga-
tive, and whether the two men met at a
socal or an official function, the Vice-Pre-
sident cordially gave the right of way to
the Brithh Ambassador and took the se-
cond seat. Secretary Ulney, however, dis-
puted Sir Julan’s claims. He contended
vhat at all diplomatic functions at which
the President of the United States was
not present, he, as Secretary of State, re-
presented the President and must have the
tinst place.

Wrote to the British Court.

The controversy became so irritating that
President McKinley wgrote a personad leoter
to Col. Hay, Ambassador in London, asking
him to obtain from the proper authority at
the British Court a definition of the rank
and status of Sir Jullan Pauncefote, from
the point of view of his own Government.
Tihe President took the ground that it was
a omall matter to quarrel over, but at the
same time it was lkely to be the cause
of continual annoyance and embarrassment
and that #t would be genercus ou the. part
of the United States to accept the judg-
ment and respect. the wishes of the British
Government. Mr. Hobart concurred In this
view. If the authorities om etiquette in
Great Britain sustaived Sir Jullan in his
attitude, Mr. Hobart was penfectly wiliing
to give way, but they did not. After due
consideration of the subject, Col, Hay was
urofficially informed that the Vice-President
of the United States was correct in his con-
tention, and that Sir Jullan would receive
an dintimation that his Government took
thait view of the case.” His recent call on
Mr. Hcbart indicates that he bas heard
from home.

Ottawa, Jan. 13.—(Special.)—The Tib-
eral chickens are coming home to-roost:
One of the main planks in the Liberal
platform at the last general election
was free binder twige. The Govern-
ment ' took the claﬁ-trup utterances of
some of its followers as gospel and proy
ceeded to give effect to them, bimder
twine going on the free list on the lst
inst., and now what is the repult? Last
week am influential deputation, headed
by prominent Liberals, interviewed the
Government to point out that ruination
stared the twine manufacturers in the
face, unless some protection was - af-
forded them. To-day the Government
had a similar dose, and once more from
its friends. But there is this difference
between the Consumers’ Cordage Co.
anrd the Brantford concern, which was
represented to-day. The Consumers’ Co,
makes all classes of twine amnd cordage,
cn some lines of which there is modes-
ate protection. But the Brantford' es-
tablishment makes binder twine solely,
having been formed to break the com-
bine. Thiw it has done successfully ‘up
to the present. There is $30,000 of
capital invested in the concern, this ca-
pital having beem subscribed by people
of moderate meams. To-day’s deputa-
tion was headed. by two of the most
influential Liberals in Western Ontario,
C. B, Heyd, M.P., and Mr. Thomas
Ballantyne, ex-Speaker of the Legisla-
ture, and President of the company.
There were also with them J. Stratford,
manager, and 8. Hariod. In brief, the
deputation contended that unless the:
industry g6t a protection of at least
12 1-2 per cent: their business would
be ruined. As it is, they will have to
close down until the Government's in-
