The Edict of Ang, 2.

MThe text of the edlct of August 2 author-
izing the escort of the Ministers from Pekin
to Tien Tsin is given out at tbe Chinese Je-
gation, and says in part:

“In view of the existence of hostilities
petween certaln Chinse rebels and foreign
powers, caused by the anti-Christian feei-
fngs of the Chinese people, we have afford-
ed reasonable protection to the forelgn re-
presentatives in Pekin, and the 'I'sung I
Yamen has sent to the legations letters
of Inquiry and proposals for their safe con-
yeyance under escort to Ulen T'sin, In or-
dsr to avold apprehension of further at-
tack {rom the rebels before the complete
restora.\on of pesce and order in the capi-
tal.

“We have now, on the advice of L1 Hung
Chang and Lin Kun Yi, to authorize ‘Yung
Lu to escort them to Tien Tein. If there
be any rebels en route trying to endanger
the safety of the party, the officlals have
to destroy the rebels at once.”

Have They Left Pekin ©

The Chinese legation belleves that the
members of the forelgn_legations have not
left Pekin, but that th¢y will do so, and
declares that the edict syonld not have been
fssued had not the foreign ministers sig -
fied a willingness to acécept ‘the escort,
Goodnow Opposed to Landing

Troops, :

The Shanghal correspondent of The Dally
News, wiring yesterday, says: -“‘United
States Consul Goodnow strongly opposes
Admiral Seymour's intention to land 3000
troops#, om the ground that such an act
would not he warranted by the eclrrum-
stances, and would be likely to create
trouble, - M. Bezaure, the KFrench Consui,
agrees to the arrangement, but says that
if the British land forces the French wfll
do llkewlse, The Austrians also will land
men. My personal opinlon s that the
landing of troops here at the present mo-

 ment would be a grave mistake.”

“Since July 21 situation has been un-
changed. There have been nelther attacks by
the troops en masse upon us, nor shell fire,
only desultory rifle fire. The health of
the members of the legations Is compara-
tively good, The wounded are progress-
ing.”

Russian Railrond Damaged.
St. Petersburg, Aug. 8.—Wayr Office tele-

grams recelved here from Kastern Slberia
show the Chinese have damaged the rail.
road in several places, interrupting the pass-
age of thru trains. Repairs are proceeding,
The Cossacks now guard 2000 versts of the
frontler rallroads.

. Chinese Troops Fled,
Vienna, ‘Aug. 8.~The commander of the

Austrian gunboat Zenta, now in Chinese
waters, cabled that Péltlnng was captured
by the allled forces Aug. B, and that the
Chinese troops fled. He adds that there
were no casualties among the 60 men from
the Zenta, who were engaged.

Root's Demand on Ohina, =

Washington, Aug. 8.—Secretary Root sald
this afternoon that a message had been
delivered to Minister Wu saying that free
communication had not yet been establish.
ed between thbis Government and Its Min-
ister in China, and therefore the demands
made in the President's reply to the Em-
peror had pot been acceded to.

Washington, Aug8.—A message has been

Drove Out Chinese.

Mr, Brodrick also read the following
despatch from KRear Admiral Bruce at
faku, filed at Che Koo, Aug, 6:

British Legislators Released From
Duty After Passing Appro-
priation Bills.

THE QUEEN PRAISES HER THOOPS.

A

Ansiexation of the Boer“Republics
Will Be Carried Out=Anxiety
as to €hina,

_London, Aug, 8.~Parliament adjourned to-

day after the Appropriation bill had been
passed by both Houses.

The Queen’s speech, after stating that
the relations with the powers of Kurope
and America continued friendly, and a re-
ference to the establishment of the 'com-
monwealth of Australla, refers to the war
in South Africa, “which has placed in the
strongest light the heroism and bigh min-
tary qualities of the troops brought togeth-
er under my banner trom this couutry,
from Canada, Ausiralasia and my South Af-
rican possessions,’

The speech then says:

“Belleving the continued independence of
the Republics to be a constunt danger
to the: peace of South Africa, I authorized
the annexation of the Free State as a nrst
step to the undon of the races under an
Institution which may in time be developed
80 as to secure equal rights and privileges
in South Africa,”

The Trouble in China,

Referring to Ching thes Speech from the
Throne says:

*“Ihe British and other Legatlons at Ve-
kin have been unexpectedly attacked by an
insurgent mob, and it is feared many of
their Inmates have been murdered. How
far the Chinese authorities are accomp.ices
in this atroclous crime, and whether the
British Minister and his family are among
the victims, are matters suli in gome un-
certainty. The utmost efforts will be
made by myself and my allles to visit with
worthy punishment the authors of this un-
exampled crime.”

Other Topics Toucheéd on,

After a reference to the Ashantee rising,
the speech devotes a few words to the dis-
tress caused by the famine and plague in
India, and thanks the Commong for the
liberality wherewith they responded to tue
unusual financial demands due to the war,
and adds that the satisfactory progress of
the campaign gives fair grounhds for hoping
that the excessive requirements of military
expenditure will soon be abated.

The speech closes with the usual refer-
ences to the session’s legislation.

Chamberlain Answers His Critics,

The closing hours of the session in the
House of Commons were enlivened by the
sharp replies of the Becretary of State for
the Colonies, Mr. Joseph Chamberlain, to
his political critics.

An Innovation in the Queén's speech
which caused some comment was the men-
tioning of America specifically. I'he speech.
es from the throne usuanlly allule to the
powers generally, or to the European pow-
ers,

No Knowledge as to Dissolution,

Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, Chancellor of
the Exchequer, speaking at Bristol this
evening, declared that he was quite ignor.

be dissolved.

of the Jews.” He was an agent, too, for
the Elder-Dempster and Hamburg-American
lines of steamships. Quite a number of

In the first
place, the list recelved at th¢ Registpar's
desk in the City Clerk’'s oqlce was :lnc
definite, Coumting from 3 o'clock on Tues-
day to 8 o’clock yesterday, the Jist of death
certificates received totalled 27. 'I'his 18
about five times the normal. Nineteen was
e pumber for the nrst 24 hours of tne
heat wave. The rapld increase {n the death
rate shows the effect of the continuation of
the torrid weather,

Havoe Among the Babies. '

The severe effect of the heat upon bables
not only continues  bnt increases, Of tie
27 deaths record yesterday, 14 weve
bables under 12 months. This Is the hign-
est percentage of infant mortality in the
history of Toronto, .

Record for Old People,

The day also marked the record of deaths
of aged people. Over six persons who had
reacued the afe of 75 and over passad
away. There Is no more doubt that this
is the effect of the heat than that the pre-
valent cholera infantum is due to the sane
cause,

A Pointer for Parents,

A doctor, speaking to The World yester-
dnrv upon the remarkable Infant mortatity,
ald :  Parents should bear in mind that
t I8 much thé easler and less troublesome
way to keep hables well than to pestore
them after they have been snee attacked,
Ordinary care will go a long way. A very
shuple thing, however, Is worth making
mentlon of. When bables cry in this wen-
ther, a little water Is the simpjest prescrip-
tlon, looking towards rellef, Particulariy
80 in the night.t But the water should
have been bolled And kept covered in order
to be sure. Infafits of 6 months can get
enough out of a cup held to thelp lips,
Children of all ages should have nothing
but plain food; and, if additional mourish-
ment to the mother's nurse is required for
infants, the well-bolled fat of oatmenl,
