NOW WILL MORGAN RAVE AGAIN
" AT THE BRITISH GOVERNMENT

John Bull Has Had the Effrontery to Decline Acceptance of the
Hay-Pauncefote Treaty as Doctored by the United States
Senate—Now it is Uncle 8am’s Move.

Washington, March 11,—The long-expect-
ed answer from the British Government to
the State Department’s communication re-

citing the actlon of the Senate upon the |
Hay-Pauncefote treaty was Teturned at.
noon todsy. Lord Pauncefote, the British |
Ambassador, already had acquainted Bec-
retary Hay with the fact that he had re-
celved a communication from his Govern-
ment on the subject, and it is believed it
has been in his possession for several
days.

A Polite But Firm Rejection.

Lord Pauncefote came to the State De-

partment at noon by appointment, He
brought the answer with him, and read
it to Secretary Hay, It was, In form, an
instruction from Lord Lanedowne,the Brit-
ish Minister of Foreign Affairs, to Lord
Pauncefote, and of this instruction he left
a ©copy with Secretary Hay., The Secre-
tary and the Ambassador were closeted for
half an hour, At the conclusion of the
conference it was stated that the instruc-
tion to Lord Pauncefote was to notify the
Government of the United States that the
British Government did not see its way
clear to the -acceptance of the Senate
These amendments were
theated in detajl ki sbme jength, {in
argumentative fashion, the purpose of the
British Government being to show that it
bad sound reason for declining to accept
them. After disposing of the details, the
note concluded with an. expression of re-
gret that such g course had been forced
uvpon the British Government.

No Counter Proposition.
There was nothing in the nature of a

counter proposition, nor was any opening
left for further action by the British Gov-
ernment. It was stated that, if there was
to be a further attempt to amend the
Clayton-Bulwer treaty, so as to authorize
the United States to construct a waterway
across the Isthmus, then it was for the
United States to make the overture; the

The tone of the reply is distinctly friendly
thruout, particularly so in the concluding
assurances of good will, and a desire to
co-operate in the realization of this under-
taking. Altho the text ls withheld, it is
understood that the answer takes up each
of the three amendménts made by the
Semate, and presents the difficulties in the
way of assenting to them. As to the
amendment,which struck out all that clause
of treaty inviting other maritime nations
to concur in the neutralizing of the canal,
the British view is taken that, while the
United States and Great Britain can bind
themselves by treaty to neutralize the
canal, they cannot make this action binding
on all other Governments, unless those
Governments concur.

As to Abrogation.
As to the entire abrogation of the Clay-|

ton-Bulwer treaty, as provided by one of

the British view that such a step s too
tar-reaching to be taken without some nego-
tiation, in which the British side of the|
case Is presén.ted. The so-called Davis
anendment appears, however, to be the
chief obstacle in the way of an agree-

It
would not be difficult to insert a clanse in
the contract to protect the province in such
event, Surely it is better to be timid about
assumingsan unnecessary lability than to
have the courage of a fool now, tobe fol-
lowed by the dishonesty of a repudiation
later on.”

Chancellor of Exchequer Gave Va

Hint to That Effect in British

House of Commons Yesterday — Redmond Promised
Opposition Because of the “No Popery” Oath.

London, March 11.—In the House of Com-
mons to-day, Sir Michael Hicks-Beach,
Chancellor of the Bxchequer, when moving
the appointment of a select committee to
consider the new elvil list, conveyed a
hint that an increase in the eivil list might
be expected. He 'sald that, while the Gov-
ernment’s proposaly would be based on the
late Queen Victoria’s civil list, it must be
remembered that King Edward had a Queen
Consort, and that he was not only King of
the United Kingdom, but the head of &
world-wide Empire.

In previous reigns, the Parliament has
been asked to pay the debts of the sover-
eign, but no such application was ever
made by Queen Victoria.. The country
might look forward with confidence to
King BPdward, who has for many years oc-

cupled an exceptional position, invoiving ex-

The pres-
ence of Sir Alred Milner in Pretoria to
consult with Lord Kitchener is expected
to hasten the change from the military to
the civil administration.

Botha is Willing.
Lorenzo Marques, March 11.—General

Botha s willing to surrender. He asked
an armistice in order to communicate with
General Dewet and Mr. Steyn. Should they
decline, it is believed, nevertheless, that
General Botha will surrender.

The explosion took niacc al a iime when
many of the employes of the laundry had
gone to work. A time register, found in the
ruins, showed that 36 had already reporied
for duty, while two or Lhree others were
known to have just enteredl the building.
Of these, hardly one escaped lojury of
some sort. The working force w©f ¢he
laundry is usually much larger, bat none
of the ironing women were on duty.

Awful Force of the Explosion.

The force of the explosion was so terrific
that bufldings for blocks around were
chaken ag if by an earthquake, and hund-
reds of windows were shattered.

The bullding in which the explosion oc-
curred was known as the old Waverley
Theatre, and was built in 1877. Bubse-
quently it was remodeled and the rear
used by the Doremus Laundry. The ex-
plosion 1ifted half of the roof of the im-
mense building many feet in the air. It

Little Stores- Wrecked.

All of the dozen or more little stores at-
tached to the Waveriey Theatre, and fac-
ing on Madisom-street, were wrecked by the
explosion. In a restaurant owned by Peter
Dean, one of the fatalitles is supposed to
have occurred. The rear of the restaurant
was almost opposite the boiler. Mr. Dean,
his wife and two boys were eating at the
«ime. The explosion blew in the rear wall
of the little establishment and buried the
Dean family. All were extricated except
William, a 10-year-old boy, who is Dbe-
iieved to be buried in the rnins. Windows
along Madison-street were blown to atoms
and a number of pedestrians were cut and
bruised by the ghowers of glass. A Madi-
son-street cable train passing the bullding
at the tlme was almost lifted from the
tracks by the force of the explosion. The
passengers were thrown into a panic. No
one was injured, however.

Five Girls Narrowly Escaped.

KFive girls working in the papler mache
works of J. K. Young, occupying a part
of the wrecked building, narrowly escaped
death. The plant was completely wrecked
and the roof blown in, but none of the em-
ployes were injured.

The cause of the explosion is a mystery,
and as the engineer was kilied, it may
never be known.
