Campaign in Ot;tarlo‘Opem‘:d by Hon. George W. Ross in Long Speech Outlining the
Policy of His Administration--His Address in Full—“Remember Ross !”

Hon. George W. Ross, Premler or On-
tario, spoke at a public meeting at Brock-
ville on Thursday of this week. This
gpecch was the opening of the campalign,
and outlined the policy of the adminls-
tration. The World prints it, for the in-

formation of the people of Ontarlo, irre-
spective of party considerations:

In my first speech, after the formiation
of the government, delivered at Whitby In
November, 1809, I pointed out that, with-
out Ignoring the traditions of my prede-
cegsors, 1 desired it to be understood that,
to all intents and purposes, the govern-
ment which I had formed was a new gov-
ernment, resolved to promote the best
interests of the Province, politically and
materially. I'f that speech, I promised
a certain course of action, and you will
be gratified fo know that everx promise
then made has been fulfilled I letter
and in spirit. b

Punishment for Corrupt Prac.ﬂce-.
My first promise was to put the law in

motion for the punishment of persons
reperted by the judges for corrupt. prac-
tices. I pointed out that, altho In the
three general elections preceding, no fewer

than 24 persons had been reported for a |

violation of the election. law, no action
had been taken against them. [ aiso
pointed out that, in the Dominlon elec-

tions. ever since Confederation, many per- |

sons had been reported by the judges for
corrupt practices. without any effort by
the leaders of the Conservative party to
put the law in motion. Now, what was
the result of our etforts?

other way. For instance, William Smith
of South Ontario confessed wm court to
have spent $1200 to defeat Mr. Dryden in
fouth Ontario. This was not known at
the time the judges reportéed the names
of other offenders to the Leglslature. Mr.
Smith. therefore. counld not be prosecufed
in the same way ag the others, some of
whom were fined as high as $800. In
the same way, several of the offenders
in West Elgin guilty of gross irregulari-
ties had not committed offences punishable
within the meaning of the Election Law.

The statement which they
have published, and wWhich will be
found on page 25 of their report, shows

we should know something of its resources. |

posed of men who were good judges of
timber and land, and who had some Know-
ledge of minerals. After spending from
three to four months in a careful examina-
tion of the eountry from the Quebec bound-
| ary to the Lake of the Woods, they report-
ed that there were at least 16,000,000 acres
of land well adapted for agricuiture north
| of the height of land, and this Is more than
| the whole area now under cul{*ation In
the province. They reported 3,000,000,000
fcet of pine timber, which, at the ordinary
revenue received from pine lands, would
yield to the Treasury $9,000,000. They
also reported 288,000,000 cords of pulp-
wood, which at the royalty of 40 cents a
cord would yield to the treasury $115,000;-
{ 000. Besides plne and spruce, the country
contains large quantities of other merchan-
| table timber, such as birch, whitewood and |
cedar. The surface indicitions of mlnm‘nlL
| wealth were said to be very promising. As|
the agrienltural lands lie south of the lati-
tude of Winnipeg, there is no doubt the|
| climate is not unvavorable to the growth |

| of wheat and ordinary farm produce. Now |
this .is the heritage which we ask you to
| allow us to open up for your sons as a
market for the manufactures of the old|
province, and as a new source of wealtnh
| for the whole Dominlon.

1 promised also the adoption of measures
for reclaiming the waste lands of old On-
| tario. A bill for this purpose was. intro-
| duced Into Parliament the very next ses-
ion after the promise was made. . Already
about $10,000 has been voted under Its|
provisions for reclaiming our swamp lands,
{and there are other schemes now under|
way on a large scale for reclaiming the|
swamp lands in different parts of the pro-|
| vince.

Agricultural Exports.

I suggested the establishment of cold stﬂrul
age stations in the interest of our fruit|
{and dairy industries, and promised the sup-|
port of the government to any well devised
scheme for this purpose, and lmmmumnly]
thereafter tweo bills were Introduced intoj
| the Legislature—one by myself, sanction-|
| Ing the payment of a maximum sum ot |
8500 for cold storage bulldings established
by a munie¢ipality, and another by the |
i llon. Mr. Dryden, sanctioning a similar
sum for cold storage bulldings established |
on the co-operative plan. Under this legis- |
| lation one payment has already been made, |
and I belleve other buildings are under way
which will be entitled to the grant when
| completed. We have also given our atten-|
tion to the improvement of cold storage |
| railway cars, and In ocean Steamers <’arr)’-‘
ing freight to the Old Counrty, with the|
most satisfactory results. 'I'he Department
of Agriculture has also placed the subject
of cold the lecture course of
farmers’ institutes, and has distributed|
many thousand pamphlets on the subject,
as well as approved plans of buildings for
tf:u'ms and public institutions. in this
| connection 1 discussed the impogtance or|
| encouraging a trade in dressed beef Dbe-
tween 1da and the Mother Country, and
last session 1 had a bill preparea by which
it was proposed that the province snunmf
pay the interest at 4 per cent. for five years

The announcement of my
intentions, however, stirred up private
capitalists to undertake. without any as-
sistance from the government, the work
which I proposed to encourage, and, at
their request, my bill was withheld, to
gee if the scheme was taken up in good
faith, and with a bona-fide intention of
carrying on this trade on a rarge scale.

Already, under this legislation,
nickel matte has been advanced several
stages in the quantity of nickel which
it contains, and, In conjunction with the
nickel mines at Sudbury and adjoining
country, I am Informed that over 1000
men are émployed, in additfon to those
employed a year and a half ago. By the
opening up of the,new districts north of
Lake Superfor, in conjunction with the
Algoma Railway, we are also securing &
supply of Canadian ore for our own smeit-
ers. Heretofore, on account of the char-
acter of Ontario ores, not more than 25
per cent. could be used in.the production
of pig iron, the remaining 75 per cent.
being from American mines. It Is no
small matter to be able to say that Can-
ada i{s now Independent of the United
States in the matter of iron ore. Burt this
development of our iron indusfry promises
even greater results. At Midland, I had
the honor of opening the blast furnaces
erected there, and to see a torrent of
molten iron flowing out, every ounce of
which was the product of an Ontarlo mine.
The same will be true soon, if not al-
ready, of the large smelter at Hamilton,
and, If no unseen obstacle intervenes still
larger works will be establigshed at Col-
lingwood. i
New Industries.

But the crowning enterprise of this pol-
iey will be the steel works, now in course
of erection at Sault Ste. Marie, by the
enterprise of Mr. F. H. Clergue and his
associates. This enterprise, it s saqg,
will employ 1000 men, and produce 30U
tons of iron per day. What that means
for Ontario cannot very well be estimarea
now. I think we might be permitted,
with no amall feelings of pride, to recount
our success in these particulars. There Is
still one other matter to be noticed—the
pulp industry. I am leaving out of con-
sideration, in discussing the development
of the pulp industry, the® works estab-
lished prior to the formation of my own
government What have we done within
less than two years? Let me enumerate:
(1) Large additiong have been made to
the pulp works at the Sault, which will
engage 300 men, and Involve a capital of
(2) We have given a concession
on the Spanish River, whete buildings
are mow under contract, which, with the
necessary plant, will cost $400,000. The
directors expect that, before the first of
May next year, at least 50 tons of pulp
will be produced per day. (3) The Kee-
watin Pulp and Paper Company have ob-
tained a concession on the Lake of the
Woods, and have organized for the man-
ufacture of pulp and paper, with-a capital
of $1,500,000. These works are also under
way. (4) At Nepigon, the ground is be-
ing gurveyed for pulp works, on which at
least $400,000 will be expended. (5) The
Blanche River Pulp Company- are taking
steps for the erection of thelr works
three and a half miles north of Mattawa.
Capital has been subscribed, and before
18 months have passed away the works
will be in operation. Here we have five
corporations, with a capital of over $3,-
000,000 of money, in response to the pro-
positions ‘of the government, embarking
in an enterprise which will take the raw
material of our forests, wortlh on an aver-
age npt more than $3 a ton, convert the
g will average from
$20 to $25 per ton, give employment to
many thousands of people, add to the pro-
fits of our railways, and enlarge the mar-
kets of the farmers and manufacturers of
Canada.

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in power at Ottawa, we would allow no
encroachment upon the rights of the prov-
ince. Since the advent of the Liberal party
to power in 1806 an attempt has been
made to foster the suspicion that the rights
of Ontario would be sacrificed to the aggres-
sive tendencies of the Dominion govern-
ment. This insinuation I repudiated then,
and I repudiate it now. The successful
working of our constitution depends upon
the falr interpretation of the British North
America Act, and nothing would weaken
the Federal compact more than the en-
croachment of the Federal government on
provincial rights. So long as we do not
exceed our own powers our legislation
should not be interfered with. This was
the principle laid down by Sir Oliver Mow-
at in all his contests with the Dominion
government. So far, except in one in-
stance, the, Dominion government has not
raised any ‘serious objection to our legis-
lation, and that instance was the Mines
Act, passed in 1900, which we were advised
it was intended to disallow. To this I ob-
jected in the most unmistakable terms, and
after a full discussion by the Attorney-
General and myself with the Dominion gov-
ernment it was agreed that the constitu-
tionality of the act should be submitted,
first to the determination of the Supreme
Court, and then, if deemed expedient, to
the Judicial Committee of the Privy Coun-
cil. If our legislation is at fault, let the
courts decide. We think  ourselves
that we are strictly within our rights.
Pledges ‘Redeemed.

I have now submitted for your consid-
eration a recapitulation of the promises
made when my government was formed a
little more than a year and a half ago, and
I have shown you in detail how fully every
promise has been fulfilled. Who can say
that I have not kept faith with the coun-
try when I asked its support for the pol-
icy then propounded? And had we done
nothing more since than to work it out as
we have done successfully, in every par-
ticular, have we not a strong claim upon
the confidence of the whole people, irre-
spective of party? Indeed, what we have
done should commend itself, and I have
no doubt does commend itself, to Conserva-
tives as well as Reformers.

In order that the views of the govern-
ment might be kept before your minds, let
me summarize as near as may be the policy
on which we ask for the support of the
electors. Briefly expressed, we favor:

(1) ‘The early settlement of the unoccu-
pied lands of the province by colonization
and by the projection of railways into New
Ontario.

(2) The manufacture within The Province
and so far as practicable by Canadian
labor, of the products of our forests, such
as pine and spruce, into lumber and pulp,
and the smelting and refining of our min-
eral products such as iron, nickel and cop-
per ore, for the markets of the world.

(3) The increase of our agricultural
wealth by improved methods of husbandry,
fruis-growing, dairying, cold-storage and
the production of beet root sugar, and by
reclaiming the undrained lands of the prov-
ince.

(4) The extension of our trade with Great
Britain in all natural products, but es-
pecially in cattle, horses and dressed meats,

(5) The disposal of our forest wealth,with
a view to its perpetuation by re-forestry,
timber reserves and parks.

(6) The improvement -of transportation by
the better construction of highways and
the removal of tolls.

(7) The regulation of rates for passengers
and freight on all railways subsidized by
the province, and the ultimate control of
such railways, at the option of the Legis-
lature.

(8) The application of public revenues for
the development of the province and the
relief of the taxpagers.

(¥) The revision rrom time to time as the
public interests may require of the laws
governing the municipal and polifical insti-
tutions of the province, and the improve-
ment and enforcement of all laws affect-
ing public morality.

(10) The maintenance of the independence
of the Legislative Assembly as the guard-
ian of the constitutional rights of the prov-
ince.

(11) The application of sound principles
of education to the courses of instruction
in all our schools and colleges, including
technical schools for those concerned in in-
dustrial pursuits, agricultural schools for
those concerned in husbandry and schools
of mining and engineering where a wider
range of scientific knowledge Is required.

This, you must admit, is a progressive
policy. It means large additions to our
population; it means the opening up of new
districts of untold wealth and productive-
ness; it means the expenditure of capital
immediately of twenty or thirty millions;
it means markets for our farmers and our
manufacturers, dividends for our banks
and loan companies, and employment for
thousands who might otherwise leave the
province to make homes for themselves and
their families it may be in a foreign coun-
try. For this policy the opposition have
no counterpart; their hands are empty, and
g0, instead of a policy, they give us de-
clamation and invective. It is for the peo-
ple to judge between us. If the electors
of Ontario prefer poverty to plenty, or in-

activity to progress, or partisan criticism i«

to substantial legislation, it is for them to
say. Any one of you can put to the test
the statements I have made. Railroads
and smelters and iron mines and pulp mills
and cold-storage stations and technlecal
schools are realities; they cannot be talked
out of existence; we have helped to put
them there, and we think we have a right
to ask the people of Ontario to give us an
opportunity to work out the full results of
a policy which we have so successfully in-
augurated.
