demands for an-eight-hour day and
time and a half for overtime. Theé ¢on-
troversy was laid before the presi-
dent, at his invitation, after the weork-
crs had flatly rejected any form of ar-
bitration. They had refused mediatior
yesterday.

‘“umttions, - extended  thru the federnl
board of mediation and eonciliation,
the men announced that the leadcrs
of the four railroad brotherhoods would
leave for Washington at midnight; dg-
companied by 30 of the 600 delegates
assemhled here. An hour later the
1allroad managers, 16 in number, said
that they would. leave for the capital at
the same time.
National Catastrophe Looms.

Both parties will reach Washington
tomorrow in time for an early confer-
ence with President Wilson.

The final break came - today after
the men had been in secret session
nearly six hours. The men say they
refused arbitration because the rail-
toads insisted on arbitrating _tHeir
“eontingent” proposition. ‘The hoard
of mediators in a statement issued to-
night declared, however, the men re-
Jected their proposition contending

they would not arbitrate even if
the railroads waived the contingent
Proposition.

The chief objection of the men to
 bitrating the railroad’s “contingent
wWiroposition” lay in their contention
that the proposal entailed the wiping
out of double compensation features,
which the men have gained during
80 years of effort. The railroads have
contended that double compensation,
together with the demands of the men,
If granted, would increase the wages
of many of their employes more than
100 per cent.

Enslin’s troops emerged on Aug. 8 at
Mhonda Mission, between the moun-
tains and the Kanga hills overlooking
the Mdjonga valley, completing an
arduous march of 59 miles where wheel
transport was impossible.

British Patrol Boat Said to
Have Announced the
Exploit.
