:THE 'Widespread interest that has

In comparing these figures, it Is very 
apparent that the Lincoln Highway has 
received its shore of attention as far 
as the percentage goes, but there is 
every reason in the world to continue 
the endeavor to complete the Lincoln 
Highway as soon as possible, since it 
stands as the most certain example 
of what connected road Improvement 
should be, for the rest of the country 
to follow.
