The murder of Mrs. Jordan was sur-
rounded with gruesome circumstances. Jor-
dan was arrested after he had been found
preparing to flee from Boston with a
trunk, in which were found portions of
his wife’s body. The trial developed the
fact that she was murdered by being hit
on the head with a flat iron, and that
her body was afterwards dismembered.
