}Baxter, K C., will not return from Ot-
|tawa until then, and it has been thought
i that it will not be considered an'act of
contempt of court if no action is taken
until his return in compliance with the
order demanding the removal of the con-
crete.

At this morning’s session of the com-
mon council Mayor Frink said that
“whether the order is right or wrong, it
should be complied with, The city so-
licitor will be back in the city on Friday
and I should like to be guided by him. , I
have wired him for advice, but have not
yet received a reply. The judge clearly
states that the time is ripe for the mem-
bers of this council to stop wrangling and
see if some agreement cannot be reached
without so much trouble. It seems to be
to be also up to the street railway com-
pany to make some advances. The mat-
ter is in the power of the commissioner of
public works.” I have no power under
commission government to direct him to
go ahead or stop. Even if I were to obey
the order of the court, I have no tools to
do so at my disposal. The matter con-
cerns Commissioner Potts directly.

“The charter of this company has
twenty more years to run. It seems to me
that the wrangline and dissatisfaction

which have marked the last ten or fifteen
years should be stopped or at least abated,
It seems impossible to go on in this way
for the next twenty years. If the com:
pany wants to come to an agreement, I am
not ‘indisposed to be a party to it. I hope
that legislation will be passed determin-
ing that the conditions of affairs will be
concluded.  As mayor of the city I am
bound to respect the law and the chief
officers of the law; my feeling is to com-
ply with the order of the judge, though I
feel that St. John has a very strong case,
but if we don’t respect the law we'll be in
a state of anarchy ”

Commissioner McLellan: “Any action
which we might take at present might in-
terfere with the legal workings of the
case as to our future rights, for there is
expected to be a case of damages from
loss of service, It can hardly be con-
tempt of court to take no steps during the
absence- of the city’s solicitor for the
balance of the week.”

Com. Potts: “The Street Railway com-
pany refused to dbey the order of the
whole full bench of judges. I have noth-
ing further to say on this matter other
than that I have acted on all legal
points entirely under the guidance and
with the fullest confidence of the city
solicitor.”

The matter will remain in abeyance
until the return of Mr. Baxter on Friday,
