Plea on Behalf of Cana-
dian Magazines
Is Made

SAINT JOHN WORK

_ Death of Mrs. N. S. Dougherty,
of Fredericton, Referred to
With Regret '

“"I"HE sorry spectacle which so often
" appals thinking Canadians of dif-
ferent parts of the Dominion, strug-
gling for their different ‘interests or
disregarding the claims of others,” was
the way Miss W. Gordon, of Kingston,
Ont, national educational secretary,
described a situation in this country, in
her annual report submitted today at
the forenoon session of the second day
of the annual meeting of the National
Chapter of Canada, Imperial Order
Daughters of the Empire, at the Ad-
miral Beatty Hotel. Miss Gordon’s
report and that of the Committee on
Immigration, made by M. C C
Hearn, of Brandon, Man. convener,
were considered two of the most im-
portant to be laid before the dele-
gates. ‘
The latter report dealt with Canada’s
great problem in assimilating the rep-
resentatives of 57 nationalities which

have settled in the Dominfon; the ne-
cessity of keeping Canada thoroughly
Canadian and British and of combat-
ting Communist propaganda, especial-
ly in the schools. Miss Gordon, in her
report, made a plea in behalf of Cana-
dian magazines and %Mm‘e

sues, deprecafing the ronage acco
ed to United States publications.

MORNING SESSION

After the session was called to order
by the national president, Miss R.’ M.
Church of Toronto, and the devotional
office said, the minutes of the previous
sessions were approved and the roll
called.

The first report presented was that
of the committee on immigration. The
report in part follows: “The subject
of immigration is one of supreme im-
portance to all-Canadians. The bring-
ing into our land of a vast population
from other countries is a special re-
sponsibility to such an organization as
the Imperial Order Daughters of the
Empire, as we are pledged to our ut-
most to safeguard the national life of
our Empire and our Dominion. That
is our charter and the reason for our
existence.

“I am glad to see from Government
statistics, that on the whole English-
speaking people slightly predominate,
for in the fiscal years ending March
31, 1925, 53,178 Britishers came to
Canada as against 42,366 from non-
English speaking countries, and 15,818
from the United States of America—
total 111,362. i

“However, it appears that the larger
number of British immigrants stay in
Eastern Canada, while the West gets
the majority of foreign-speaking peo-
ple, so that the West feels far more
heavily /the problem of Canadianizing
our newcomers, and as the West has
less money and fewer people, I feel we
ghould make a plea for help in the West
for this purpose. 7

NEW CANADIANS,

“The policy of allowing our New
Canadians to settle in colonies or com-
munities seems to be exceedingly detri-
mental to their becoming Canadian-
ized. In communities such as the Douk-
hobors, Mennonites, etc., in which they
have been allowed to settle, they live
to themselves in absolute isolation from
all Canadian influences, are almost en-
tirely self-contained, often refusing to
allow® their children to attend the
schools provided for them, and under
these circumstances it may be genera-
tions before they become familiarized
with Canadian habits and characteris-
ties. If our new Canadian people were
scattered among British or Canadgan
settlers, they must of necessity imbibe,
our national customs and ideals.

SOCIAL CLUBS.

«I might mention that one of the
mosIt fn?itful efforts along Canadiani-
sation lines that has come under my
notice, is the founding and carrying
on of social clubs for new-Canadia'n
girls (the future mothers), and_t.hns
can so properly be done in many cxt'xes,
towns and villages under the auspices
of 1. O. D. S. chapters, or by 1 0.
D. E. members.

«“This new scheme of British Assist-
ed Immigration, as agreed upon be-
tween British and Canadian Govern-
ments, is a splendid step in the right
direction, though it may be a some-
what slow process, as suitable selec-
tion takes time, and that is the bed-

' rock of the success of this scheme.

«Immigration work is being done by
reany organizations and churches.
Their help is welcome, and greatly
needed as long as they bring in the
right kind of immigrant, and continue
to assist them until they become suc-
cessful settlers. Owing to lack of
space, I can only mention a few of
these, the Social Service Council of the

ROBERVAL, Que, June 9—The
trial of Mrs. Emily Sprague Gallop,
charged with the murder of her hus-
band, Abraham Gallep, is scheduled to
take place during the assizes which
opens here today.

Abraham Gallop died on August 6
of last year. His body was removed
to Springhill, N. B., for burial. Some
days later, at the request of his broth-
ers, the attorney-general of Quebec
ordered an autopsy, which subsequent-
ly revealed the presence of strychnine
in the remains. A charge of murder
was Jaid ageinst Mers. -Gallop,-and ‘she
was arrested in Moncton. A young
man who boarded in the Gallop home,
Walter Simpson, was detained by the
police on suspicion of being connected
with the case, but was released on bail.
He will be called as a witness for the
Crown.

COUNSEL RETAINED.

The trial judge will be Mr. Justice
Gibson. Lawyers for the Crown will
be . Valmore Bienvenue and Armand
Sylvestre, while Alleyn Taschereau, K.
C., and Antoine Revard will appear
for Mrs. Gallop.

U. S. OFFICIALS AT
OTTAWA MEETING

General Lﬁmh C. Andrews
Confers With Canadian Min-
ister re Smuggling

OTTAWA, June 9—Closer co-op-
eration between the United States and
Canadian governments in regard to
smuggling,” was under discussion at a
conference here between General Lin-
coln C. Andrews, United States assist-
ant secretary of the treasury, in charge
of the American prohibitlon and cus-
toms department; Harry C. Whitehall,
collector of customs, from Vermont,
and Hon. G. H. Boivin, Minister of
Customs for Canada.

There was discussion at the confer-
ence also of the recent firing of shots
at Dr. J. A. Labelle, Montreal sur-
geon, when he was crossing the in-
ternational boundary near Swanton,
Vermont. “The United States officials
expressed the keenest regret over the
incident,” said Mr. Boivin, after the
conference. “They declared, however,
that Dr. Labelle and his party ‘had
been fired at by state troops and not
by United States customs officers.”

OTTAWA, June 9.—The Board of
Railway Commissioners this afternoon
adjourned the hearing of application
of the Bell Telephone Company for in-
creased rates in Ontario and Quebec
until July 20.

The company
were .anxious to go ahead when the
hearing was resumed this morning, but
the municipalities opposing the appli-
cation asked for further adjournment
to give their experts time to consider
the data presented by the company.

Frequent! Llowering of Customs
Barrier Deplored by
Committee

ORONTO, Ont, June 9—Appre-
ciable reduction during the past
year in operating expenses, principally
in transportation and maintenance of
ways and structures, resulting in
greater net operating revenues than in
either 1923 or 1924, was seported at the
annual meeting of the Canadian Maau-
facturers’ Association at its session here
this morning, in the report of the trans-
portation committee, which was read
by E. A. Mott, Brantford, Ont.
The net earnings of the Canadian
National Railways, including both Ca-

padian and United States lines, were
$26,945,531, or an increase of $15,222,397
over 1924. The net earnings of the
Canadian Pacific Railway for 1925 were
$40,154,775. In the case of both sys-
tems there was a decline in the pro-
portion of operating expenses to gross
earnings, this data being 5.6 per cent.
for the National and 2.21 per cent. for
the Canadian Pacificy

TARIFF ANALYSED

.. A complete analysis of customs tar-
iffs on automobiles existing in Canada
existing in other countries, was in-
cluded in the report of the tariff com-
mittee of the association presented by
Jean Rolland, Montreal.

Trade Intelligence

The report of the Commercial Intel-
ligence Committee was in part as fol-
lows:

In 1900 our total exports were valued
at $168,972,301. In 1926 they were
valued at $1,315,192,791, an increase in
the 25 years of over 777 per cent. Over
the same period our imports were re-
spectively $172,651,676 and $927,823,-
625, an increase of over 589 per cent.

Some interest, too, attaches to the
brief study of the figures showing im-
ports and exports by degree of manu-
facture from 1922 to 1925, inclusive.
Quoting millions only, the imports of
raw materials for those years Tespec-
tively were 216, 228, 254, 220 million
dollars, and for partly manufactured
goods 71, 77, 100, 85 million dollars.
Turning for a moment to the considera-
tion of some figures for the years from
1922 to 1925, inclusive, in millions the
exports of partly manufactured goods
were 107, 151, 176, 161 million dollars,
and for fully manufactured goods 303,
864, 514, 430 million dollars.

The exports of fully manufactured
goods for the fiscal year 1925 exceeded
those of 1924 by $15,000,000 and signs'
are not lacking that, in the $300,000,000
increase in 1926 over 1925, fully manu-
facttured products play a still greater
part.

EXPORT &LUBS -

During the year there have been six
meetings of the Toronto Club, and ad-
dresses g&en by speakers who had an
intimate knowledge of marketing cqn-
ditions in South Africa, Australia, New
Zealand, India, Japan, Italy, Nigeria
and the Straits Settlements.

The Montreal Club held a similar
series of meetings. The British Co-
lumbia Division has also co-operated
with the Foreign Trade Bureau of Van-
couver in similar meetings and general
activities. It has also been the privi-
lege of the committee to give an ac-
count of the experience gained in form-
ing and maintaining these clubs to
members in Saint John who have re-
cently organized an Export Club.

GOVERNOR - GENERAL

British Insisted, However, on
Idea Being Approved by All
Dominions

LONDON, June 9—There is a gen-
eral feeling in diplomatic and political
circles that Lord Willingdon will prove
an excellent Governor-General for the
Dominion of Canada and will be popu-
lar with the Canadian people.

There has been considerable pressure
exerted by some Canadian interests in
favor of the appointment of a Cana-
dian as Governor-General, but the Brit-
ish government, while:not openly op-
posing the suggestion, insisted that be-
fore such a precedent should be created
in imperial administration the consent
of all the Dominions 'to the idea. must
be secured. REven then the wisdom
of the change was questioned. It
proved impossible to secure any unan-
fmity of opinion from the various Do-
minions on the question so nothing
was done.

It is indicated in official circles here
that Lord Willingdon created a very
good impression during his recent
visit to Canada and that his appoint-
ment is most acceptable to the Cana-
dian government.

LONDON, June 9 — Representatives
of the miners and mine owness,
after difficult underground negotiations,
were finally brought together yesterday
in an atmosphere hopeful of settling
the strike of miners, now in its sixth
week, but the meeting only leaves mat-
ters worse than- before.. Apparently
there is no hope left of a renewal nq
these direct negotiations., The owners
had advanced a new proposal, retaining
the existing wage scale, but proposing
that the miners work 46 hours 2 week;
namely five days of eight hours, with,
six hours on Saturday. :
Evan Williams, for the owners, and
Herbert Smith and A. J. Cook, for the
miners, were present with other dele-
gates. After more than three hours
discussion, said to have been very
stormy, with much indulgence in per- .
sonalities, it was found impossible te
arrive at any agreement, and the gath=
ering broke up abruptly. s

The miners representatives flatly re-
fused to consider an éxtension of
hours; likewise it was found impos-
sible to agree upon any common
ground for negotiations. The minerg
delegates adopted a challenging atti-
tude and the owners displayed impati-
ence. According to some accounts, the
angriest recriminations were heard, the
owners particularly resenting the in-
sinuations that figures relating to the
economic position of the industry were
framed so as to mislead the public. ;

It was admitted by the miners’ dele-
gates that they believed only about 53
per cent. of the mines could afford to
pay the existing wages and that if the
non-paying mines closed, some half
million men would be out of employ~
ment. But the delegates insisted that
the miners ought to have a voice in the
selling terms of coal and that prices
should be fixed on a basis that would
allow the present wages to be paid.

All hope of an early cessation of the
strike seems to have been dissipated.
by the meeting.
