PREDICTS SUPPLY
OF EGGS GREATER
THAN DEMAND

Hamilton, Ont., Feb, 12—A bountiful
supply of eggs in the near future was
predicted by Professor Brown, chief of
the poultry division of the agricultural
department, Ottawa, in an address at
the ;annual convention of the Canadian
Produce Association here yesterday.
High prices had induced increased pro-
duction, according to Prafessor Brown,
and the supply would soon be far in ex-
cess of the demand.

A resolution was passed asking the
government to appoint a poultry pro-
ducts representative in England. ‘L'he
government will be asked -by the asso-
ciation to remove the restrictions on
oleomargarine permanently. The offi-
cers elected include: President, H. R.
< Gray, Montreal; directors, R. B. Col-
well, Halifax, and J. A. Kenendy, St.
"John; A. A. Pomeroy, Charlottetown.

‘Hermann Would -
Give the Post to
Newspaper Man

Chicago, Feb. 12—For a chairman of

CLEVER WOMEN IN
NEWSPAPER WORK

Two well-known western newspaper
women, Miss E. Cora Hind, of Winnipeg,
and Miss Jean Grant, of Calgary, were
in Toronto last week for the Dominion
Shorthorn Breeders’ meeting.

Miss Hind, who is agricultural editor
of the Manitoba Free Press, is widely
known as one of Canada’s pioneer news-
paper women. She is known also as the
author of “Red River Jottings.” Some
twenty-three years ago Miss Hind was
appointed secretary of the Manitoba
Dairy Association, the only woman so
employed ih Canada.

Miss Grant, who is a daughter of Mr.
and Mrs. John Grant ,of Stratford, Ont.,
went west seven years ago to join the
staff of the Calgary Herald. Leaving
this work, she went into the real estate
business in Saskatoon, carrying on suc-
cessfully until the real estate boom broke.
She then returned to Calgary, where she
established “The Market Examiner.”

Associated with Miss Grant in the
enterprise is Mrs. Ellis, whose headquar-
ters are at Edmonton.

This week Miss Grant goes to Ottawa
to a meeting in connection with the stock
contracts of the railway commission.

IRON, STEEL AND
! METAL MARKET

In its summary of the iron, steel, metal
and machinery markets for week ‘nded
Feb, 5, Canadian Machinery and Manu-
facturing News, Toronto, makes tue10l-
lowing comment:

No person in the trade would care to
become responsible for the prediction
that we are approaching a runaway
market in the steel industry, but it does
look as though the agency were lacking
that at this time could come forward
and put a peg in the premium market.
Quotations for odd lots are getting
farther away from a cost plus basis, It
is very often a case of what can be se-
cured, based largely on the urgency of
the sale, and the ability of the seller to
deliver the goods. One report has it
that plate tonnage has been placed by
Canadian buyers as high as 4.50 Pitts-
burg. Local warehouse prices were also
advanced this week on plate and sheets.

Machine tool inquiries are reported as
improving this week. It had been
thought that the exchange situation was
holding up considerable business, and
| that inquiries were- held back pending
some improvement in this. Apparently
this is not the case, as several dealers
say it does mot stop sales. The only ef-
fect is to give Canadian material and
goods a preference and to boost the sale
iof used machinery. .

An announcement i3 made of an in-
crease in American-made carbon drills,
and it is not unlikely that the Canadian-
! made article will find it necessary to
take similar action.

Scrap iron is in great demand at
present, and it is duabtful if much of
this could be secuped under $40 a ton,
which is a fancy \price. Some of the
dealers state that they look to see it
worth ‘as much as pig iron. Foundries
want it, and there is a scarcity. Dur-
|ing the war a great deal of it went out
"of the country for keeps in the shape of
base plugs, ete., and much of it was used
in war machinery.

MEVMORANDUM TO IMPORTERS.
