Philadelphia, July 18—The police an­
nounce that an intruder shot and killed 
in the Alpha Chi Rho fraternity house 
of the University of Pennsylvania by 
Prof. Benjamin Franklin Schappelle was 
identified as Anthony W. Holfelner, a 
second year medical student, whose par­
ents live in Buffalo, N. Y. The identifi­
cation, according to the police, was made 
by Harry E Berger, a former roommate 
of Holfelner’s.

The police also announced that they 
found in the man’s room in West Phila­
delphia a quantity of jewelry, clothing 
and cameras and other articles which 
they valued at about $2,000 and which 
they said leads to the belief that he was 
implicated in the robbery of other fra­
ternity and boarding houses in the vi­
cinity of the University of Pennsylvania.

Holfelner, who was twenty-eight years 
old, had spent two years in the Medical 
School of the university and was rated 
a good student. He was to have con­
tinued his studies this fall.

The killing of the young man was sur­
rounded by sensational circumstances. 
Prof. Schappelle, who is assistant pro­
fessor of romance languages at the uni­
versity, was awakened by a student who 
said he heard someone walking in the 
hall. Prof. Schappelle, who lias hunted 
big game in different parts of the world 
and is an expert shot with gun and pis­
tol, obtained a weapon from a drawer 
and started to investigate. He came 

the intruder in the darkened hail. 
The man's face was partly covered by a 
handkerchief.

When the young man say Professor 
Schappelle he called out, ‘ Hands up.”

The professor’s reply was a bullet, 
which went til rough tile masked man 
below the heart. The wounded man ran 
to a window and jumped to the ground, 
staggered across the street and died on 
a sidewalk in a few minutes.

Professor Schappelle was arrested and 
later was released on $1,500 hail on a 
technical charge of manslaughter.
