First Manager For Keith’s
© Here in Old Mechanics’
; Institute
Had Played Largé Part in Motion
Picture Business on Two
Continents

_published in New York, makes an-
‘nouncement of the death of F. G. Brad-

.ford, of the picture-proudeing firm,|lot.

Lee-Bradford Company, a corporation
.organized about three years ago. He
‘lived in this city over 20 years ago,
‘when he was Maritime manager of
an upper Canadian bill-posting service
still operating here, and for a period
of three months was the first manager
the Keith people had when they took
over the old York Theatre (Mechanics’
Tnstitute), later named The Nickel. Mr.
Bradford and family lived in Rockland
road. He became identified with the
Masonic fraternity and in numerous
social circles while here.

ORIGINAL MOVIE MAN

F. Guy Bradford, though less than
80 years of age when he dled in Cali-
fornia this week, wes an Englishman
of remarkable business foresight and
perseverance though handicapped most
of his life with a tubercular condition
of the throat. In his native London
he controlled moing picture rights in
a circuit of music halls when the silent
drama was still in its novelty stage, and
ag far back as when Pathe Freres of
Paris visited the British metropolis
and hat-in-hand begged Mr. Bradford
to give introduction to their first pro-
ducts, ranging from & half to one reel
in length, so that these struggling young
Frenchmen could get a foothold.

HOW HE CAME HERE

As England was leading the world at
that time in presenting moving pictures
as a commercial venture—at least as
exhibitors—Mr. Bradford was invited
by the C. P. R. to come to Canada and
make some pictures of the Rocky
mountains for exhibition in the Old
Country. Mr. Bradford decided to stay
on this side of the water, and as the
moving picture business had not begun
to any extent in Canada, he took up
outdoor advertising and the manage-
ment of the Saint John house men-
tioned.

OPPORTUNITY TWICE. '’

It was in 1907 that an agency for
moving pictures as entertainment pro-
gram material was opened in Montreal
4nd Mr. Bradford, because of his in-
timate knowledge of the business, be-
came Identified with that branch at
once. He recommended the present
manager of the Keith interests here
for his position as local manager and
took up residence in the Canadian cen-
tre. A few years later the movle
trust, ‘headed by the Edison concern,
ghsorbed the Canadian branch of the

fnetograph Company and Mr. Brad-
ford was paid handsomely for his in-
terests. Thus reimbursed he opened
an entertainment promotion bureau
bhut later assumed overseas manage-
ment on this continent for the Gau-
mont interests of Paris following a
visit of Leon Gaumont-to Canada.

A BIG MAN'S JOB
For some years Mr. Bradford suc-
cessfully managed the vast business
of this Parisian moving picture cor-
poration throughout the United States
and Canada and was a frequent visi-
tor to France. While in the Gaumont
employ Mr. Bradford several times in-
vited Saint John friends to Join his
staff, but in most instances, the local
men were prevented attempting this
chance of promotion. Of late years
the ‘deceased Englishman was identified
with the progress of the moving pic-
ture industry and is said to have be-

come quite wealthy as a result.
