Tuey have some strange liquor laws
out in Illicois. The Attorney-General
of that State has just rendered an opinion
that tho sale of intoxicating liquors is
prohibited by the law within two miles of
any incorporated city, town or village.
The important point of the decision is
that, in the designated bels around such
corporations, neither the corporate author-
ities nor the country boards can grant a
liquor license. Thus, while a county
may issue licenses to sell liquor, and an
incorporated city, town or village may do
likewise, there must always be a circle
around these municipalities two miles in
diameter, in which absolute prohibition
will he enforced.

Tue Poor House by-law has been de-
foated, The result has been attained
through ignorance of the question. In
some quarters we learn that exaggerated
accounts were given to the electors con-
cerning the expense of erecting and sus-
taining such an institution. In West Ox-
ford their was no municipal election, con-
sequently comparatively few turned out
to vote on the by-law. Ingersoll gave
425, Tilsonburg 117, South Norwich and
Woodstock eash 500 for the by-law. We
believe if the by-law was aguin submitted
to the vote of the people, after giving
sufficiens time for the question to be
properly - explained, an over-whelming
majority would be recorded for it. The
cost to the municipalities for caring for
the poor would be much lees than at
present,and would be divided on all rate-
payers alike. 1t will be the duty of the
County Council at their next meeting to
discuss the advisability of again submitt-
ing the by-law to the electors at an early
date.

DIVORCE COURTS.

How
loose must be the morality of a country
where ““incompaiibility of temper” is a
sufficient excuse for breaking the moat
solemn vow known to us. Yet with all
these bad festures, the other side of the
question is not one whit better. Bad

versa. In it just or human to force a wife
to acknowledge as her husband the man
who has broken every vow, brought dis-
grace and shame upon her by his crime
snd vilisny, snd to crown all maltreats
her for her constancy ? Is it right that a
man should work for and keep the wo-
man who baa dishonored him ?

Washington Letter.

(From: our regular Correspondeut.)
Washington, Jan. 7, 1884,

To-day. the real work of the session
begins. Members have flocked back to
the city, from their constituents and full
of ‘“views.”” It is noticeable that some
come back in a combative mood. The
outlook is squally, and indications are
that the tariff will stir up a lively legis-
lative whirlwind. But at present the
two great committees of the House, those
of the ouigo and-the income, as Mr. Cox
wittly describes them, entertain different
views upon tariff legislation.  Mr. Mor-
rison, chairmsan of the latter, wants a
long session and tariff legislation, while
Mr. Randall wishes to hurry up the out-
go in the shape of the appropriation bills
have a short session,and adjourn without
tariff legislation. The air is unusually
fruitful of rumours of what is to be done.

There is certainly a general growing
impression in Congress that something
must be done for our Navy and coast de-
fense. When one seriously considers it,
our negligence in the matter of providing
suitable defenses for our great cities is
little less than criminal, and Congress-
men are begining to realize this. A
prominent member of one of the Houses
of Congress, who made a tour through
Europe last summer, had opportunity to
learn how our defenses appeared to other
nations. He says that among the first
questions asked him by leading Freneh
politicans were : ‘“ What are the inten-
tions of the United States Government
in regard to the Lesseps’ Canal !/ Will
the theory enunciated in the Morore
doctrine be adhered to ?” *‘ Your count-
ry is not strong enough,” said M. Chal-
lemel-Lacour, a member of the French
Cabinet, to him while discussing this
matter, ‘‘ in naval and military forces to
compel any European nation to accept
your theory of the supremacy of Ameri-
oan ideas on the North American con-
tinent. Holding the opinions you do, it
is the wonder of all Europe that you
have permitted your means of defense
and offense, that is, your army and navy
to become 8o reduced. Your Navy has
not a single modern ship of war. How,
then, do you intend to maintain the
Monroe doctrine if France questions your
right of interference with the Lesseps’
canal 7 The American rather shame-
facedly said that that doctrine had been
the time honoured theory of the Govern-
ment when it was less strong than it now
is. “‘I admit your wealth but not your
physicial power,” was the sharp answer,
““The glory of the great country across
the sea is an actual threat to every nation
‘in Europe except France, and nothing
would =0 please them as to witness your
humiliation. Why there is not a first
class fortification on the whole American
coast line. It takes a whole year to
build a first-class modern gun. Your
cities would be shelled and sacked and
laid under tribute while you were creating
a navy, and how could you rebuild your
fortifications with 1,000-pound shells
falling about the ears of the workingmen?
Besure that your defenceless condition
is thoroughly well known and commented
upon by every power in Europe, and
sooner or later your humiliation will
come if you persist in your course of
allowing the rich cities of the Atlantic
seaboard to become a temptation by their
defencelessness to the cupidity or arrog-
ance of the ironclads of the weakest
power in Europe.” I have repeated only
in part the material portions of this most
interesting conversation. The members
intends offering a resolution relative to
the Lesseps Canal this session, and he
will repeat on the floor in discussing it
what is said in the interview above.

The report of the acting Secretary of
the Senate for the last fiscal year devel-
opes some curious facts and figures,
relative to senatorial beverages, pills, etc.

2,100 two-
grain quinine pills were also purchased,
an average of nearly b4 grains to each
Senator. Among the peculiar purchases
was a bottle of arnica, 3 dozen shoe
brush sets, at 330 per dozen; 1 dozen
Italian cosmetics, half a dozen Lubin’s
powder, 2 dozen bottles of ginger. Each
Senator is allowed $125 for stationary
and newspapers for the year. This
account shows that some of them read a
high class of literature, some liberally
patronize home papers, and some, not-
ably Senator Ingalls, proyide their chil-
dren with the best standard juyenile
publications.

SVICIDE AT TORONTO.

A Young Dressmaker Throws Herself over
a Bridge.

Toronto, Jan. 8.—A sad case of suicide
while in a state of mental depression
occurred early thismorning. Miss Cathe-
rine Miller, dressmaker, 3554 Yonge street
threw herself off the White bridge at
Rosedale, about 2 o'clock this moraing, a
distance of 15 feet to the ground, and
when picked up was found to have broken
her neck. The relatives of the deceased
woman in this city can give no other
reason for the strange action than that
she was low spirited and in ill-health.
She left the house about 6 o’clock in the
evening for a short walk, and wandered as
far as Rosedale, where she met her death.
Great sympathy is felt for Miss Sarah
Miller, her sister and partner in the busi-
ness. The deceased was a cousistent
member of St. James’ Square Presbyter-
ian Church, and was universally respected.

RESCUEDP FROM DEATH.

Three School Children Found in a Snow

A GIGANTIC SWINDLE.

One of the Most Dazzling and Deadly
Schemes ever Comcelved,

The trial of the Marguis de Rays,
charged with falsely inducing many peo-
ple to subseribe to an alleged enterprise
for the colonization of tha island of Port
Breton, in the South Seas, some two
years sgo, with misappropristion of funds,
and also with inducing ssveral hundred
persons to embark and sottle upon said
island, most of whom perished through
privations, has been concluded. The
Court condemned the Marquis de Rays
to four years’ imprisonment. Four of
his associates were convicted and senten-
ced to prison, two of them to two years
each, one to eight months and one to six
months. All of them were fined 3,000
francs each. Two others were sentenced
to one and five year:’ imprisonment re-
spectively. 'Three others, charged with
complicity in the swindle, were acquitted.

AN ATTRACTIVE PROGRAMME.

In July, 1877, the Marquis de Rays,
who is said to belong to anancient Breton
family, and to have such a passion for
travelling that before the age of twenty
he had travelled over America, and even
attempted to found a West African colony
in Senegal, advertised throughout France
& scheme for colonizing Port Breton. He
claimed that he had obtained possession
of the territory by a treaty with Maragano
King of the Island of new Ireland, at the
south-west portion of which Port Breton
lies. Intending colonists were offered
fertile land for about $L per hectare
(nearly two and a half acres), and the
Marquis painted for them bright pictures
of speedy fortune. Subscription lists
were opened in Europe, and were soon
filled up by a number of small capitalists,
chiefly hardworking agriculturists. Styl-
ing himseli King Charles 1. of the new
colony, and adding to his gains by creat-
ing an order of nobility and selling titles,
the Marguis aroused great enthusiasm
among his dupes, who became eager to
start off at once for the land of promise.

The vessel Chandernagor was chartered
by him and left a Dutch port with eighty-
nine pasiengers. Then commenced the
revelation of the fatuity of the romance.
The company’s officials and the ship's
crew were continnally fighting and quar-
relling ; the captain was a brutal drunk-
ard, and the mate a man named Seyhens,
thoroughly incompetent to perforn his
duties. The berths were wretched, each
consisting of a mattress and a sheet ; the
ship was filthy ; the diet was detestable.
Passengers fell sick, but there was neithsr
doctor nor medicine-chest on board.
Even this was not all. The captain called
upon the emigrants to do the work of the
crew, and if they refused he had them
triced up by the thumbs until they faint-
ed, when they were revived by being
deluged with buckets of salt water.

HOPES BLASTED,

This wretched journey finished in
January, 1880. Sixteen men were put
on shore at Laughlin Island with a small
quantity of provisions and left there.
They could find neither fish nor game ;
the water was undrinkable, and' the
ground was so rocky that cultivation was
impossible. Four of them volunteered
to goin search of assistance, and, after
thirty-five days’ drifting about, they
reached Test Island, where they were
relieved by some English missionaries.
Many of those left behind died from
starvation and despair, and the survivors
were subsequently rescued by an English
gunboat and carried to Australia. The
balance of the “emigrants, or colonists,
who had been carried to Port Breton,.had
suffered similarly. The Marquis sent cut
from Europe another shipload of colonists
and only two of these were found to be
alive when the ship India took out a third
batch shortly afterwards.. Still another
crowd of men, women, and children, to
the number of 180, were sent out from
Barcelona. Many of them were compar-
atively well-to-do, and had paid large
sums for settlements in Port Breton. At

They
were rescued and taken to Sydney, and
many children, whose parents had died
in Port Breton, were compelled to wander
through Australia and beg for charity,
and, as the agent of the Marquis in
Australia absconded without offering to
provide a passage back to France for any
of the unfortunate Port Breion colonists,
the majority had to seek the assistance of
the French Consuls, who brought the
scandal prominently under the notice of
the home authorities, ‘with the result that
that the Marquis de Rays finds himself
to-day at the gates of a prison.

FOUK GREAT ENGLISH EM-
PIRES.

New Powers Emerging.

Chicago Interior.

The Englishman at home are very
much surprised at the action of their
fellow-subjects in conwepntion assembled
at Sydney, Australia. North of the
Australian continent lies the great island
of new Guinea, which is itself nine hun-
dred miles in greatest length and three
hundred in greatest width—say 100,000
square miles in area. The Sydpey con-
vention met to determine upon the an-
nexation of this huge preserve to the
colonial dominions. Not content with
this demand,they proclaimed the Monroe
doctrine, and issued their manifesto to
all the world in the audacious command,
‘“Hands off the Pacific !” and they inform
the Imperial Government that they are
ready to inforce this policy and do soat
their own expense. This, the Pall Mall
suys,‘-‘is nog the idle vapouring of excited
pamphlefeers. ‘Fhese men are in earnest,
They are the responsxh}e repreg_antntivel
of States destined in the near future to
cast the nations of the older world into
the shade,and to rival the mighty growth
of the American Republic,” and the
Gazette admits that the colonists are
destined to have their own way about it.
While 3he Imperial Government has put
its veto npon the annexation scheme of
the colonists, there {s no mistaking the
satisfaction with which "thosp schemes
are regarded in England, nor will thers
be any serious opposition on their part,
There is no exaggeration about the future
of the Pacific dominions. A great Re-
publig is there far advanced in the form-
ative processes.

A Panic Selzes the One Hundred Female
Inmates—Many Jump from Windows—
27 Lives Known to be Lost.

St. Louis, Jan. §.—The Institute of the
Immaculate Conception, Sisters of Notre
Dame, at Belleville, Ill., was destroyed by
fire last night. There were ninety pupils,
all girls, from ten years to adult age, sev-
eral teachers and other inmates. After the
fire started an attempt was made by the
Sigters to extinguish it. Failing, eforts
were made to remove the pupils. The
flames spread so rapidly that no order
could be preserved.

A PANIC SEIZED BOTH CHILDREN AND SIS-
TERS,

Licutenant Storey, who went to Alas.
ka on the last trip of the Corwin, re
ports, on his return to San Francis
the discovery of an immense river.
Indians had vaguely spoken of the river
ta. former cxplorers, and Licutenant
Storey determined to see if it existed.
He proceeded inlaud from Hotham Inlet
in a south-easterly direction until he
struck what he believed to be the mys.
terious river. He traced it to its mouth,
a distance of about fifteen miles. He
went up the river for a distance of fifty
miles, where he encountered natives,
from whom he learned that to reach the
headwaters of the unknown stream
would take several months. The
Indians told him that they had come
down the river a distance of 1500 miles
to meet a fur trader, and that it went
up higher than that.
