LoxpoN, Aug. 24,—The commissioner
of her majesty’s customs, in his 35th re-
port, gives some interesting statistics re-
garding the consumption of tobacco. In
spite of a recent reduction in duty, the
gross revenue from tobacco in 1890-91
reached the sum of £9,717,784, the high-
est figure ever attained, or an increase
over the total revenue for 1889-90 of
£503,157.
This increase, the commissioner points
out, is derived almost entirely from the
ordinary cut tobacco consumed by the
working classes, whose improved wages
have undoubtedly assisted to bring a-
bout this satisfactory and gratifying
state of revenue.
« Whereas in 1887 the consumption of
Sir Walter Raleigh’s favourite weed per
100 of the population was 1.49, it was
last year 1.54 against 1.49in 1889.
