NEW REFUGE HOME
IS NEARING COMPLETION

Chinese Methodist Institute on
Comorant Street is Large
and Commodious.

The new Chinese Methodist Refuge
Home, Cormorant street, will, it is
hoped, soon be ready for the formal
opening. It is a large, commodious
building, adjoining the one now in use
on the same street.

There is a large, handsome entrance
hall, with a small office to the left, and
avarge cheerful reception room .to the
right. Opening eut of this by folding
doors, is a specious dining room for
the teachers, and connecting with that
again is the children’s dining room,
also a large pleasant room, The kitchen
is bright and sunny, with a pantry
fitted with every convenience. On the
ground floor is also a children’s piay-
room with an eastern esposure, and a
schoolroom fitted=up with the most up
to date desks am@d blackboards.

On the ‘second. flat are three nice
sunny bedrooms for the teachers, and
likewise a private bath; while for the
children are two large dormotaries
which will readily accommodate ten or
more cots each. There is also a separ-
ate bedroom with an eastern exposure
which will be reserved for a sick room.
There are also ! commodious clothes
closets, besides a trunk room and linen
eloset, ¥

The attic is as yet unfinished, and at
the present size of the school is not
yet required.

There are nineteen pupils enrolled,
nine of whom are Chinese and the
others Japanese, The older girls do the
housework and the cooking under the
supervision of Mrs, Snider, the matron,
and are neat and cleanly in their hab-
its. They dress and arrange their hair
as white children of the same age, and
are affectionate and tractable.

The forenoons of each day are de-
voted to English studies, and one hour
of each afternoon taken up with Chi-
nese and Japanese studies respectively,
while from 3 to 4 each day is devoted
to sewing.

The children are fond of music, and
pick up airs-zeadily, although they all
sing soprano, and it is impossible to
teach them part songs.

VICTORIA WELCOMES
ARCTIC BROTHERHOOD

Important Gathering of Those
Who Developed Northern
Gold Fields.

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

This afternoon Victoria was invaded
by several hundreds of members of the
Arctic Brotherhood who have come
here to attend the Grand Camp of the
order, The organization is an exclu-
sive one inasmuch as its subordinate
camps are confined to the north, but
with a warm heartedness which is
characteristic of ‘the men - who have
braved all the dangers and taken all
the risks which were attendant in de-
veloping the great north, the members
of the brotherhood have an open hand
to all who are willing to reciprocate, In
consequence of thig characteristic the
grand camp gathering of the order,
which is always held outside of the re-
stricted area within which local camps
are allowed, is an occasion upon which
the utmost degree of good fellowship
is manifested not only among the
members but with the citizens gener-
ally in the place lucky enough to be the
meeting rlace.

Victoria citizens will undoubtedly
give the visitors a warm reception dur-
ing their four days stay in the city, and
arrangements for the event are well in
hand.

The Arctic Brotherhood with its elub
houses in every important . centre in
Alaska and the Yukon has done much
to cultivate a fraternal feeling among
those who have been prominent in the
life of the north. The club quarters in
any place are always open to visiting
members from other camps, so that the
broadest fellowship exists;

Preparations for the big ball at the
HEmpress hotel are now complete. This
morning the large rotunda was clgared
of its rugs and Jjounges and A. N, Men-
ard and his assistants took charge of
the floor with the electric machine and
polished the surface, after which the
machine again went over the polished
space with a coating of wax till the
floor was put in the finest possible con-
dition for the purpose. To-night the
front door will be closed and entrance
obtained from the porte cochere at the
south end of the building, the ladies re-
ception room in the front of the build-
ing being used as a ladies’ cloak-room.

Bandmaster Rumsby will  have
charge of the music and -has contracted
for a string orchestra of six pleces
which will render the latest dance mu-
sic from the time of opening till the
close of the ball early to-morrow morn-
ing.

The great rotunda to-night will pre-
sent a scene of brilliance and gaiety in
keeping with the high repufation es-
tablished by the Arctic Brotherhogd at
previous gatherings. ILast night the
committee” held its final meeting when
arrangements were completed and the
details arranged not only for the ball,
but for the civic reception and the
smaller functions as well.

The ball will open about 8:30 and
from that hour forward unti] midnight
revelry will reign. At midnight supper
will be served, and thereafter dancing
will be continued until two or three in
the morning. The Mayor and members
of the reception committee are particu-
larly anxious that the citizens of Vic-
toria shall co-operate to make the af-
fair a success, in keeping with those
which have marked all previous gath-
erings of the brotherhood. The mem-
bers of the society being representative
capitalists and mining men of the
coast and of the north, it ig particu-
larly desired that they be made to feel
at home, and that the reputation of the
city for hospitality shall not suffer.

We’ve got the gold,
We've got it.”

The cry was sprung on those waiting
three times by way of greeting, and
wasg replied to by the colnmittee with
handshakes and welcome words as soon
ag the first foot was set ashore. The
visitors bring with them.a sufficiency
of luggage amounting to ;several.tons,
and from appearances are provided for
a long stay. At the wharf were num-
bers of residents of Victoria who wore
the Arctic Brotherhood medallion ‘and

had welcome greetings for old friends

from the north who were among the
visitors,

The warmth of the greeting awaiting
them was gpoken of with pleasure by
the visitors after reaching the shore,
and all appeared to grasp at once ;the
fact that their reception in Victoria is
to be hearty and cordial and their visit
to begnot the least enjoyable of the
many they have made to the cities of
the Pacific coast.

In addition to those who arrived on
the Princess Victoria this afternoon the
steamer Whatcom also brought a large
crowd from Seattle, while the Royal
from Vancouver brought several hun-
dred from the Terminal city, Others
who found it impossible to get away
to-day will reach the city later in the
week.

INTERESTING CURIO
NOW IN VICTORIA

Century Old Chair Used by Sir
Walter Scott at Abbots-
ford.

An interesting relic, that would prob-
ably fetch a large price in the auction
rooms of London or New York is the
mahogany, worm-eaten chair in which
Sir Walter Scott sat while writing
many of his best-known novels. Near-
ly a century old, its present owner is
Mrs, Cuthbert of this city. Mrs, Cuth-
bert’s father was a distant relative of
the author of Waverley, and the latter
bequeathed him the chair as a me-
mento,

Built on the pedestal plan, it is of
comfortable proportions, the back being
joined to the arms by means of two
rams’ horns which are the distinguish-
ing features of the piece of furniture.
It was constructed by a shepherd who
worked for the novelist at Abbotsford.
The ceremony of the presentation of the
gift is depicted in an old print, which
is also in the possession of Mrs, Cuth-
bert, and which shows the shepherd on
bended knees offering the chair to Sir
Walter,
