LASTED TWO DAYS Aid. Peden asked a question, and the.

Hankow, Oct. 21.—(Delayed by trans­
mission)—A two day’s battle between 
the government forces from the north 
and the rebels ended in a victory for 
the latter.

The rebels forced the Imperial 
troops to retreat to a point four miles 
north of Hankow.

The loyalists dropped several miles 
down the coast.

When the fighting ceased Wednesday 
evening the revolutionists took up a 
strong position. Reinforcements of 
rebels arrived during the night and 
early on Thursday morning a force 
fully 6,000 strong, began to advance on 
the Imperial encampment.

The advance was conducted cautious­
ly. On the march the rebels burned 
hundreds of huts, fearing ambush.

The loyalists' infantry made a faint 
show of resistance.

When the rebel scouts reached the 
Imperial camp they found it deserted 
and the main body entered waving 
banners and shouting.

The Loyalist evacuation Was so hur­
ried that they left many tents and six 
carloads of baggage and ammunition.

The rebel army is now entrenched in 
camp three miles from Hankow.

The Loyalists have stopped 
miles further north, where they 
awaiting reinforcements.

Crew Sink Gunboat.
Shanghai. Oct. 21. — Yesterday’s ad­

vices from Hankow state that the de­
feated Imperial troops 
trenched on Seven-Mile Creek.

One Chinese gunboat was sunk in 
the river by its crew, who deserted to 
the rebels. Admiral Sah Chen Ping 
took the other warships of the fleet 
down the river as he could not trust

Now as regards your claim that the 
people Were not aware of the civic 
centre scheme when this by-law was 
passed, I say that it is perfect non­
sense. It is futile and misleading to say 
that they were not aware of it. 
object, sir. under section ,12 of the,
Municipal Clauses Act, to your vetoing 
a by-law passed by the people. There 
is nothing in that section to warrant 
your action. A money by-law cannot 
be put into force without a resolution 
of the council, and it is that resolution 
which you have vetoed. I claim that the 
veto in this case is contrary to the 
statutes. Of course you over-ride us 
all and I have no doubt that you -will 
over-ride my protest.

The applause which broke out at the 
close of the alderman’s brief address 
had to be checked by the mayor. As 
the house was crowded, however, by 
interested spectators, it was impossible 
at all times to keep a check on the out­
breaks.

Continuing the debate, Aid. Langley 
said it appears to him to be nothing- 
short of a subterfuge on the mayor’s 
part to veto the wishes of the people.
“It is possible, however, to obtain legal 
opinion as to the validity of the 
mayor's action, and therefore I think 
that the best course to pursue at this 
time is to receive and file the reports," 
he added.

Aid. H. M. Fullerton then accused 
the mayor of coercing city officials Into 
making reports In -which they did not 
believe in order to obtain his favor. He 
said it appeared to him that the mayor 
liked the idea of holidng the council up 
as adverse to him; that his worship 
wanted it to be understood that the 
mayor was the only gentleman in the 
hall who was at all Interested in the 
city’s welfare; that he wanted it to be 
understood that If this money was 
spent on the police headquarters in 
the market building, for which specific 
purpose it was raised and authorized, 
it was being done merely to spite him.

Cranbrook, Oct. 20.—Cranbrook school 
trustees are striving earnestly to cope 
with the growing needs of the city In 
the direction of Increased educational 
facilities.

TWO HINDUS CONVICTED. Nanaimo, Oct. 20.—At the weekly 

meeting of the city council the follow­
ing letter was received from H. J. 
Haffner, of the B. C. Hydraulic Com­
pany :

“We are just now in receipt of ad­
vice from Mr. C. B. Smith that he Is

New Westminster, Oct. 21.—Guilty 
in the first degree was the verdict re­
turned by the jury in the case in 
which Makun Singh and Ishar Singh 
were charged with wounding with 
intent to do grievous bodily harm. The 
case occupied two days and was rather 
complicated, the evidence being hard 
to extract from the witnesses, who 
were nearly all British Indians. Fol­
lowing the announcement of the ver­
dict, two of the witnesses, Ishar 
Singh (brother of the Hindu who was 
found guilty) and Borg Singh, were 
arrested and will be committed for 
perjury.

The occurrence took place last Aug­
ust in the Hindu colony in the lower 
part of the city, when Dharm Singh 
was assaulted by thé"—two prisoners. 
He was passing their house, he claims, 
on the way to the Hindu temple when 
the two men came out. One of them 
grabbed him while the other beat him 
on the head and back with a hammer.

Another feature of the case was an 
anonymous letter sent to the chief jus­
tice during the hearing of the case ask­
ing him “to be sure and convict the ac­
cused.” The writer, who had appar­
ently endeavored to disguise his hand­
writing, signed himself “A lover of 
truth and justice.” Chief Justice 
Hunter read the letter in open court 
anf expressed his intention of handing 
it over to the chief of police, styling 
the offence a gross contempt of court.
