AT SPRING RIDGE

Liberal Candidates Open- Their Campaign---Rousing
M eeting Addressed by Drury, Munn,
Houston and _Morley.

\ meeting in the interests of the
Liberal candidates held in Odd Fel-
lows’ hall, Spring Ridge, on Tuesday
proved a decided success from every
standpoint. There was a large attend-
ance, considering the inclemency of the
weather; the enthusiasm of all present
was manifest and it was disclosed that
the candidates of the party in this
city are not only very popular but
competent to wage an aggressive cam-
paign against the government forces.

Ald. Fullerton presided and seated on
the platform were the candidates, R.
L. Drury, H. A. Munn and ‘W, K. Hous-
ton and A. J. Morley, the independent
candidate.

Mr. Munn was the first speaker, and
on rising he was splendidly received.
He believed the issues of the campaign
to be, first, the record of the McBride

government; second, the moraj ques-ﬂ

tion; and, third, the railway proposals
which the government had brought
down. Taking up the last question
first, Mr. Munn dealt in a very able
manner with the features of the re-
markable contract which Mr. McBride
has signed with Mr, Mann. The more

In that portion of the agreement
ve have seen nothing is said on .the
matter of freight and passenger rates
or the grades—this is left to the imagi-
nation.

The Financial Aspect,

The speaker then went into the finan-
cial aspects of the agreement at length

1 showed what a huge responsibility
the people of the province were asked
to assume—a net responsibility of $65,-
000,000—to say nothing of taxes. The
people were asked to endorse the note
of Mackenzie & Mann for thig sum.
He believed that if an individual were
approached by a friend who asked him
to back his note for a large sum that
he would be inclined to give the mat-
ter serlous consideration. That was
the same proposition as confronted the
people of this country now, but the
government was determined that ne
time would be given for consideration
as to whether the note ought to be en-
dorsed or not. British Columbia has
a population of approximately 300,000.
How many of that number have what.
may be termed a stake in the country?
Possibly one in every seven. Well,
every one of that seven will, if Mr. Mc-
Bride succeeds in carrying his out-
rageous policy be backing a note to the
extent of $1,500 or $2,000. If the rail-
way company defaults in its agreement
with the government the people must
be prepared to pay up. (Applause.)
It had been argued that there was
no danger that the company would de-
fault. The province was said to have
a first mortgage on the road. That
agreement, if they would look at it,
contains nothing whatever about a first
mortgage.  In Alberta the Canadian
Northern depends upon local traffic for
support. In British Columbia there
would not be ‘much local traffic and
there would be small revenue for many
vears to come. He had gone into the
question pretty fully and he found that
ihe Canadian - Northern was a very
poorly equipped road. It had been de-
clared by supporters of the govern-
ment that they had fine rolling stock.
They had nothing of the kind. It was
very poor, and the speaker read from
a report issued by the railway depart-
ment last year giving the number of
cars operated by the Canadian North-
ern. Now, continued the speaker,
when we find that Mackenzie & Mann
are running their road with leased cars
and leased locomotives we ought to en-
quire what the people of British Co-
lnmbia are going to®*get as security
when they endorse their note for: $65,~
000,000. He favored the expenditure of
capital in the province on all occasions,
but he was not prepared to see British
Columbia back up such a wild-cat
et (Applause.)

would discriminate against the large
section of the Island clamoring for a
comprehensive railway policy.

As to the record of the government,
said the speaker, it was a record of
promises. (Applause).” Mr. McBride
had promised to do “something” for
Vietoria, but up to the present nothing
had been done. Mr. Munn then care-
fully enumerated the shortcomings of
the government in réspect to the inter-
ests of Victoria. As to his attitude on
local option, Mr. Munn said he would
be favorable at all times to the people
being given supreme control of the li-
censing of -the sale of liquor. Mr. Munn
was .asked a number of ' questions
which he answered satisfactorily and
resumed his seat amidst loud applause.

R. L. Drury,.the next speaker, was

Zongst. the  workingmen in- Spring
"Ridge, who were present in large num-
bers. Mr. Drury delivered a slashing
fighting speecH, one of the best, per-
haps, that he has ever delivered during
the course.of his political career, and
he was frequently greeted with loud
applause.

Victoria Sacrificed.

Mr. Drury, first of all, plunged into a
discussion of the record of the mem-
bers who reprefented Victoria in the
last Legislature. Taking up educa-
tional matters, as affecting Victoria,
he scored the government for having
grossly sacrified the interests of this
ecity. Lord Strathcona, in one of the
public - speeches he had delivered on
the occasion of his last visit to the city,
had said that Victoria possesses great
attractions as an educational centre.
He asked them, did the city occupy
the position it ought to occupy as a
place so deseribed by Lord Strathcona?
Take the question of the establishment
of a -normal school. In 1907 -the gov-
ernment voted a sum for the. estab-
lishment of a normal school in Van-
couver,. At that time' a deputation
_went over to interview the government
and asked that a similar board be es-
tablished at this city. We stated that
we had no objection to Vancouver be-
ing given a school, but asked for simi-
lar treatment. 'Mr. Redfern was one of
the deputation, and hé expressed him-
self as considering it a great handicap
on the workingman whose sons -and
daughters were debarred from educa-
tional features unless they could be
sent out of the city. He considered it
an outrage there were not in the city
of Victoria to-day—a city of 50,000,
and the capital of the province—facili-
ties whereby a young man or a young
lady could qualify for the position of
school teacher. There was no other
city in Canada of the same popula-
tion of which the same could be said.
(Applause.) It was, however, true of
Victoria, the city for which Mr. Mec-
Bride was going to do something.
(Laughter and applause.)

But, continued the speaker, such a
situation was a wvery bad advertise-
ment for the ¢ity. -It comes home to
everybody living in Victoria. The city
was growing rapidly in population,
and the members who represented us
in the last Legislature had the right
to demand that this city should be
placed on an equal basis with Vancou-
ver, but did they do- so? No; they
were silent. Had they no sense of
their responsibilities? He hoped that
those present would not forget to ques-
tion these gentlemen when they came
forward and attempted to give an ac-
count of their stewardship. But let
them. beware of accepting any prom-
ises. As a matter of fact:they could
make no promises in respect to the get-
ting of a normal school, for the rea-
son that the Minister of Education had
stated last year that the next normal
school would be located in Kootenay.
Mr. Bowser was going up and down the
country saying that his party were in
favor of spending millions in the de-
velopment- of the country, instead of
hoarding it.up in the treasury. (Laugh-
ter.) Well, they could not fairly deny
us a normal school, if the old repre-
sentatives in tHe city had demanded
it. (Applause.) Take - the city  of
Hamilton, Ont. It was not the capital
of Ontario, but only‘a few years ago
it had a normal school, and wWhen Mr.
Whitney came intQ' power he had it
done away with and established in To-
ronto. What was the result? The peo-
ple of Hamilton so valued a normal
school that they rose up in arms, and

AN NEAR VANCOUVER

CANNOT GIVE MORTGAGE
EXCEEDING $15,000 A MILE

Canadian Northern Railway's Power is Restricted
By Conditions Governing Issue of Perpetual ~
Consolidated Debenture Stock.

(Special to the Times.)
Winnipeg, Nov. 10.—The Free Press
this morning points out that the Per-

petual Consolidated Debenture stock of
the Canadian Northern railway, which
amounted a year ago to over twenty-
four million dollars, is secured by a
second mortgage on the entire system,
with the further provision that the Can-
adian Northern cannot give a first
mortgage to any province in excess of
fifteen thousand dollars a mile. It
quotes as its authority the last London
Stock Exchange Year Book, which
says that this debenture stock, which
is registered in England, is secured
by a general charge on the undertak-
ing property and assets (other than

land or money subsidies) of the com-
pany subject to the ©@ntario division
bonds and to charges created or to
be: created not exceeding $10,000 per
mile of line other than the 287 miles in
Ontario or $15,000 per mile if guaran-
teed by the parliament of the Dominion
or the legislatures of any of the prov-
inces of Canada.

The Free Press says that this makes
it impossible for the Canadian North-
ern to give British Columbia a mort-
gage for more than fifteen thousand
dollars a mile, while the additional
promised “charge upon‘the whole sys-
tem” cannot be better than a third
mortgage.

Interurban ear from Vancouver at the
incline at a pdint between Lakeview
and Collingwood . stations, The run-
away came with terrific momentum on
the passenger car and swept every-
thing -clean down to the level of~ the
seats. There were about 25 people in
the car and not one had a real chance
to escape.

According to one of the 1n3ured, who
gave a short interview with a re-/
porter, Motorman - Thorborn yeled a
_ warning to the passengers as he saw
the big car bearing down on him and
then tried to jump.to safety. He was
caught by the runaway and the life
crushed out of him. His dead body
has been brought to.the city. with
others and are at the local undertak-
ers.

The bodies of the victims are so ter-
ribly mutilated as to be unrecogniz-
able. The victims were identified by
articles ‘on the remains.

The injured are being cared for at
the genera] hospital. Carty and Trau-
ford were reported at 1 o’clock to be in
a. very serious condition. The injuries
of the others are not likely to prove
fatal.

A. Johnston, who assisted in ex-
practing the dead and injured from
the wreck, was returning home from
his work at the time of the acei-
dent. He had got off the car which
was in the smash-up and was proceed-
ing south on the Cedar Cottage road
when he heard an awful crash.

“All was still for.-a moment,” said
Mr. Johnston, ‘“‘then I heard cries ‘and
moans and at once knew that a col-
lision had taken place.

“I hastened to the scéne as quickly
as possible, proceeding along the track.
It was still almost dark, but the sight
that met my eyes was indescribable. A
coldness passed over me like a flash
and . for a moment I stood paralyzed.
Afterwards I, along with others, who
began arriving at. the, scene, com-
menced lifting the timber and wreck-

They all
hurriedly dressed themselves and as-
sisted in the work of rescue.

“It must have taken us quite 20 min-
utes before we could get enough of the
lumber off to liberate any of the poor
wretches. I shall never forget the
ghastliness of the scene when we did.
One man badly hurt was lying unabls
to stir, A dead man was across his
neck and another dead-man aeross his
chest. The eyes wof another poor fel-

low. were full of clotted blood—not his

own—sp that he could not see. They
had all been jammed into a solid mass
where ‘dead dand dying ang injured lay
helpless.”

A broken coupling on the freight car
caused the accident, according to the
erew. They had left the lumber car
on-the main line and gone into a sid-
ing to get an empty cdr. When they
returned they shunted into the stand-
ing car and coupled, but the momen-
tum broke the coupling and sent the
car down the slope.

D.. McDonoughue, motorman of the
