Tokio, July 19.—It is believed that
Tmperor Nicholas recently sent anm en-
ccuraging message to Gen. Lineviteh,
promising him men; provisions and oth_er
recessaries for attaining an ultimate vie-
tory. It was also reported, too, that the
Russian Emperor recently ordered the
vobilization of four army corpsf This
faet taken in connection with the limita-
tion of M. Witte’s power as chief peace
pienipotentiary is deemed to _be a signal
that Russia is not sincere in her ex-
pressed desire for the conclusion of
peace.

Heavy seas are still raging off the
coast of the Island of Sakhalien, and
further reports of the Japanese oper-
ations are not expected in fhe near
future.

THE ZEMSTVO cogGREss.

.

‘I')g;eéates Defy Police an'&‘yﬁo}d, Session
at - Moscow—The Proposed
National . Assembly.

July 19.—The zemstvo
congress opened at midday in ~the
residence of Prince Dolgorukoff, The
congress was' ‘attended by 225  dele-
‘gates. ' Oount "“Heyden, ledder of the
deputation, representing the congress
recently received by the Emperor,
presided. . M:: Fclovine, president of
the crganizing committee, had barely
started’ réading a statement dealing
vrith the obstacles placed in the way of
the congress, and announcing that Gov-
ernor-Genieral Kozloff had promised that
there would be no recourse to extreme
mieasures, when the chief of police with
numerous '‘commissaries and officers en-
tered the room.  The chief announced
that the prefect had prohibited the meet-
iug’ of the congress and ordered the seiz-
ure of ‘the-doéuments. Count Heyden
protested against the proceedings, but the
c¢Lief of police began taking the mames
of the delegates. Then cries were raised
aof “Write down the whole of Russial!”
Many persons present who were mnot
delegates 'to  the congress: required
tlhat their names also be taken. The
police then departed in order to draw
vp summonses, and the sitting was
resumed.

The scheme of a national assembly on
thke basis outlined by the commission
presided over by M. Bouligan, minister
cf the interior, was minutely and eriti-
cally destroyved anG denounced as totally
inadequate to remove Russia's internal
grievanges because including a property
qualification and an electoral system by
classes, it prevented the assembly from
truly interpreting the will of the nation,
while the exclusion of numerous cate-
geries of citizens from the fran¢hiss was
& contradiction of the primciples; of
equity and reavonable state policy,

At the same time it was recognizéd |

tliat the assembly would comperise a con-
s.Gerable portion of the social forces of
the BEmpire and serve as the centre of
a social mevement, which wonld tend to’
secure political liberty and regular na-
t'onal representation. Therefore it was
censidered desirable that in the event

similar project the deiegates of the Zem-
stvos and maunicipalities should partici-
pate in the society to the greatest pos-
sible extent with the object of forming a
compact group and to obtain a guaran-
tee of political and personal liberties.

A number of resolutions, embodying
the foregoing criticisms were adopted
vnanimously, as were also resolutions
complaining of excessive administrative
erd police control of elections, and in-
s:sting that publicity be given to the pro-
ceedings of the proposed assembly whieh
should be in direct relations with the
Fmperor without interference from the
ccuncil of the Empire.

WARSHIPS OFF SAKHALIEN.

Number fo Vessels Sighted to North of
the Island.

St. Petersburg, July 17.—A dispatch to
the Novoe Vremya from Siadiagun says
that immense forest fires are raging in
the neighborhood of Nikolaievsk.

It is suspected that they were started
by the Japanese partisans in the timber
works to distract attenion from af in-
vasion, which, it is believed. is projected
from the northern coast of Sakhalien.

Japanese warships have appeared to
the northward of the island of Sakhalien,
and are presumably mediating a descent
upon the island.

Izumrud a Wreck.

Tokio, July 16.—Admiral Yamad, com-
manding a squadron sent north on a re-
connaissanee, reports that the Russian
cruiser Izumrud is a complete wreck and
that there is no hope of refloating her.
The vessel lies beached heading west
southwest, on the northern point to.the
southern entrance to Vladimir bay, about
200 miles northeast of Vladivestock. A
report by Capt. Baron Forseen, of the
Izumrud, said that during the battle of
the Sea of Japan the Tzumrud was cut
off from the remainder of the fleet and
steamed at full speed for Vladivostock
with Japanese cruisers in pursuit. Sub-
sequently he changed his  course and
made for Vladimir bay, arriving there on
the night of May 29th. At 1.30 o’clock
on the morning of May 30th the Izumrud
ran on a reef at the entrance of the bay,
and being short of coal the captain or-
dered the crew ashore and blew up the
vessel.

Premier Komura, on the authority of
Emperor Mutshuto, has signed a pardon
for Capt. A. E. Bougouin and Maki, his
Japanese clerk. The amnesty includes
freedom. from police surveillance. Capt.
Bougouin, a prominent French resident
of Tokio, and formerly attached to the
French legation .there, together with his
stepson, F'. Strange, who is an English-
man; and Maki, a Japanese clerk, who
acted as Bougouin’s assistant, were ar-
rested in May charged with being spies
for Russia. Bougouin was sentenced on
July 10th to ten years at hard labor, the
judgment declaring that he had been en-
gaged in searching for and reporting ar-
tillery secrets. Maki confessed, and was
also sentenced. Strange was released
after the preliminary -examination in
June, there not being enough evidence at
hand to warrant holding him. It is un-
derstood Capt. Bougouin' returns per-
manently to France.

Sounding Near Vladivostock.

Nikolskoie, Asiatic Russia, July 16.—
Four Japanese torpedo boat destroyers
reconnoitered Olga and Vladimir bays,
northeast of Vladivostock, July 14th, and
July 15th. They made soundings and
examined the shore, and were evidently
landing
They examined the wreck of the
Russian cruiser Izumrud by means of
divers.

M. DEUTRICH’S NARROW
ESCAPE AT HELSIRGFORS

Bomb Thrown as He Left the Senate—
Reported Attack on Procurator
of Synod.

Helsingfors, Finland,” July 19.—Late
this afternoon two hours after Karl
Leonard Hoenthal had been sentenced to
imprisonment for life ‘at hard labor for
the “assassination of Procurator-General
Soisalon Soininen on February 6th last,
an attempt was made to assassinate
Vice-Governor Deutrich as, he was leav-
ing the senate,

The vice-governor had ‘walked across
the square, when suddenly, as he neared
the police master’s office,ia man on the
curb threw a bomb” from a distance of
fifty paces. The bomb fell short, but the
vice-governor was thrown off his feet by
the terible force of the -explosion, which
shattered the windows in the neighboring
buildings for a distance of hundreds of
yards.

Vice-Governor Dentrich’ was hastily
assisted to the police station. He was
burned and otherwise injured about the
legs and bled profusely, but his wounds
are declared not to be fafal.

The bomb thrower was pursued by
paval cadets, but eseaped capture.

Pobiedonostzeff’s Escape.

PROROGATION

LORD GREY READ
SPEECH FROM. THRONE

Referred to New Provinces, Prosperity

of Doziinion and the Tans=
continental Line.

Oitawa, July 20.—The tenth parlia-
n:ent of the Dominion was prorogued at
38 o’clock this afternoon by Lord Grey.
There was the usual closing ceremony.
The Governor-General’s Foot Guards
furnished the guard of honor, and the
Princess Louise Draggoon Guards sup-
piled the escort. The Ottawa field bat-
tery fired a salute at Nepean point.

In the senate Lord Grey delivered the
fcllowing speech from the throne:
“Hon. Gentlemen of the Senate—Gentle-

men of House of Commons:

“In relieving you from this laborious
end long protracted session, I desire to
express my hearty congratulations on the
passage of the two important measures
prroviding for the entry into the confed-
eracy of the provinces of Alberta and
Saskatchewan. The unparalleled in-
crease in the population during the last
thkree years in the areas wnich the new
rrovinces embrace affords the strongest
evidence that at no distant date they
will be the homes of many millions of
prosperous and contented people, °

The fair prospect of an unusually
lorge harvest, not alone in the prairie
provinces, but also in other parts of the
wide Dominion will, I trust, under a
Iind “providence be fully realized, justi-
fring the hope that the stream of immi-
gration now flowing into the Dominion
will continue for many years to come,
adding wealth to this highly favered
land. 2

“Thé adcition to the number . of the
permanent force which you have author-
ized will enabie my government to re-
lieve the taxpayers of the United King-
dom from the burden of keeping up the
garrisons at Esquimalt and Halifax.

“It is very gratifying to note that the
revenue of the Dominion continues to
maintain the high level it had reached
two years ago, thus enabling my govern-
ment to meet the increased expenditure
clargeable against consolidated revenue,
leaving a surplus to apply on capital ac-
count.

“The numerous private bills for indus-
trial objects to which I have assented
point to the existence of many.- enter-
prises,

“Gentlemen of the House of Commons:
I thank you in His Majesty’s name for
ihe supplies you nave so liberally voued.

men of House of Commons:

“In returning Yo your several homes
ailow me 1o éxpress the hope that you

SETTLERS' RIGHTS.

Leader of Opposition Shows That Govy-
ernment Tried to Hand Out a
Gold Brick.

J. A. Macdonald, leader of the opposi-

tion in the local legislature, at the meet-
ing at Wellington on Tuesday evening,
showed up the government’s attitude on
the settlers’ rights question in a very
clear way. He had A. E. McPhillips,
W. J. Bowser and J. H. Hawthorn-
thwaite at the meeting, and charged the
government with attempting to thrust a
gold brick on the settlers.
Mr. McPhillips had explained that he
had been retained by the government to
defend the titles of the settlers to their
land. He alluded to the fact that many
grants had already been issued, and the
others would follow at once.

Mr. Macdonald pointed out that it was
impossible for a government to give
grants for property which had already
been given away by it, and alluded to

.the fact that although the act had been

in force 18 months, nothing had been
done until election time to prove the
rights in the ceurt, although what was
intended as test cases had been granted
months ago.

Mr. Macdonakd also alluded to the fact
that the registrar ha®refused to register
an application made on the strength of
this crown grant.

Mr. McPhillips, who is always ready
to duspute points of law, wanted to know
if Mr. Macdonald would argue that the
title was not good because it was mnot
registered, and laughed at thig attitude.

Mr. Macdonald was ready with the act
of last session which requires registra-
tion to make a title of any good, and
cited the attorney-general's own® state-
mernt to the same effect made a few
days before. .

Before the meeting closed the audi-
ence readily saw_what Mr. Macdonald
had set out to prove that the attempt
was being made to hand out a gold brick
to the settlers.

The attitude taken by Mr. McPhillips
against the settlers’ rights bill was also
shown up, apd the audience failed to see
the propriety of appointing one opposed
to the prineiple of the act to defend
their rights.

WHAT SIRIKE HAS
COST MINE WORKERS

During Year Organization Has Spent
$1,500,000 in Effort to
Win Fight.

New York, July 20.—Testimony has
been given at hearing before commis-
sioner of licenses Keating in this city to
the effect that the United Mine Work-
ers of America had spent more than
$1,500,000 in order to win a strike which
began in the butuminous cdéal mines of
Alabama and Tenessee a year ago.

The statements were made by general
agent Hugh De Witt, of the Tennessee
Coal, Trow & Railway Co.. De Witt as-
serted  that The ! unidh - contributed " anel
average of $1,000 a day for the mainteu-
ance of ‘members of the local unions m
those states and that in addition to tue
$365,000 spent by the organization, the
union has expended $26,000 within the
Jast three months-for railroad tickets to
enable strike-breakers-to return to their
homes. The statements made by De
Witt were brought out in the hearing of
complaints against two large employ-
ment agencies in that city which have
been engaged in obtaining men for the
mines. The charges against the agencies
are to the effect that they engaged men
pre-
tences, retainiag them on the trains em
route against their will. One witness
was the wife of a machinist. ~ She told
of, going with/her husband and a ecar-
laod of other men who' broke the win-
dows of the coach at Birmingham and
‘made their escape.
